Successful Farming. 

The Rev. Henry Ward Beecher is said to be 
one of our most successful amateur farmers. His 
farm is kept in splendid condition, no expense 
beiog spared for fertilizers. His working force is 
ample and well paid, and yet from less than forty 
acres he has secured am annual profit of several 
thousand dollars. The following humorous ac- 
count of his experiences, for which Mark Twain 

is responsible, must have been very amusing to 
Mr. Beecher: — 

Mr. Beecher's farm consists of thirty-six acres, 
and is carried on oun strict scientific principles. 
He pever puts in any part of a crop without con- 
sulting his book. He plows, and reaps, and digs, 
and sows according to the best authorities,—and 
the authorities cost more than the other farming 
implemeuts do. As soon as the library is com- 
plete the farm will begin to be a profitable in- 
vestment. But book farming has its drawbacks. 
Upon cne occasion, when it seemed morally 
pr that the bay ought to be cat, the hay beok 
could not be found, and before it was found it 
was too Jate, and the hay all spoiled. Mr. Beecher 
raises some of the finest crops of wheat in the 
country, but the unfavorable difference between 
the cost of producing it and its market value 
after it is prodaced has iaterfered considerably 
with its success as a commercial enterprise. His 
special weakness is hogs however. He considers 
hogs the best game a farm produces. He buys 
the original pig for a dollar and a half, and feeds 
him forty dollars’ worth of corn, and then sells 
him for about nine dollars. This is the ouly crop 
he ever makes any moucy on. He Icses on the 
corn, but he makes seven dollars and a half on 
the hog. He does not mind this, because he 
neyer_expects to make anything oo corn, anyway. 
And any way it turns out, he fas the excitement 
of raisiog the hog any how, whether he gets the 
worth of him or not. 1lis strawberries would be 
a comfortable success if the robins would eat 
turoips, but they won't, and hence the difficulty. 
One of Mr. Beecher's most harassing difficulties 
in his farming operations comes of the close re- 
semblance of different sorts of sceds and plantsto 
each other. Two years ago, his foresighteduess 
warned him that-there was going to be a great 
scarcity of watérmelons, and therefore he put 
in a crop of twenty-seven acres of that fruit. 
Bat when they came up they turned out to be 

: pumpkins, and a dead loss was the consequence.
