We were promised a letter from Rev. E.
M. Saunders for this week’s issue concern-
ing our Educational Institutions at Wolf-
ville, but are sorry to say it has only reach-
ed us in a roundabout way, and after matter
has been set up for this edition, so we can
only make a few extracts from his extended
article. We go to press Tuesday afternoon
at 3 o’clock. Long articles should be sent
s0 as to reach the Office Monday. He says:

In the College there are sixty-three (63)
in the regular Arts’ Course, and seven(7)
general students; in all seventy (70) ;
there are fifty-seven (57) on the roll in the
Male Academy; and in the Ladies’ Semin-
ary forry-six (46), eighteen of these board
in" the Seminary building ; and the re-
mainder are day scholars.

There are placed over these young peo.
ple, including the Theological Professors,
fourteen teachers.

He speaks strongly of the thoroughness
and force of the teaching being given in
the College and Male Academy. The
Professors are tried men who have taken
the College up to the front rank of similar
institutions. The new Principal of the
Male Academy, Mr. McViear, is character-
ized as the right man in the right place,
and of the Seminary staff he says:

Miss Graves shines before a mixed class
in Latin ; and Miss Whidden exhibts simi-
liar teaching ability and skill before a class
in English Grammar. Miss Huguenin
goes on heroically with her work in teach-
ing German and French. . Six hours in one
day, and twenty-three hours in each week,
are given to class work by this Christian
lady who has come to us from her home
among tie Alps. '
