Acadia College Museum. 

Through the kindness of G. U. Hay 
Esq., of this city, the Museum of Acadia 
becomes the possessor of his valuable col- 
lection of Acadian Flora. It embraces 
some 600 specimens of flowering plants, 
mosses, lichens, and alge Each specimen 

is properly mounted on card board, and all 
of a family are enclosed in stiff covers. 
Each plant is labelled with ‘its botanic 
name, the place where found, and the date. 
The collection has cost Mr. Hay much 
valuable tine, and for the purpose of study 
of Acadian Botany, is invaluable. It is 
perhaps the most complete collection ever 
made in the Provinces. When Acadia 
College was burnt, its large and varied 
Museum collection was. totally destroyed. 
It is pleasing to see that her friends are 
rallying to her aid, and intend replacing in 
better form what was lost. Our notice of 
this gift would be incomplete, if we were 
not to mention the generous gift of John 
March, Esq., in suppplying for Mr. Hay's 
collection .an elegant Cabinet. We hope 
the thoughtfulness and generosity of these 
brethren will prompt many others to.re- 
member Acadia, with contributions of all}, 
that tends to interest and instruct.

Some 18 months since a seaman was gracious-

that he reads the Scri wt Tuya in 
the forecastle with h con, pi every night 
during the various TO¥agna A e makes. 
Some time ago, after having panded a tract 

to a sailor and © inviting him to Bihe. lace where 
the public service was to be held, he inquired 
of your missionary if he were not here six years 
ago. On being answered in the affirmative, he 
said, ‘I thought I knew you, I shall never forget 
the time when you asked to what port I was 
bound after all these bg ar, s were ended ; that 
word never left me and ink I am now bouud 
to the port above.” Very recently while address- 
ing a small company from the gracious words 
‘Come unto me and I will give you rest,” tears 
were observed rolling down the weather_beaten 
Chole of a forsignas after the service was end- 
ed, 4 pleasant conversation was had with him, 
and your chaplain felt assured that hé was 
among those of whom the apostle says: Ye 
are no longer strangers and foreigners, but fel- 
low citizens of the saints.’

S. S. Himaraya 
Dec. 10th, 1878. 

My Dear Mrs: March : 
My long voyage is drawing to a close, 

This afternoon will takeme to what I hope 

may be my home for some years at least, 
With a thankful heart I write thus, for | 

have been brought in safety. 
We sailed from Southampton on the 

31st of October in the Nepaw! which was 
all that could be desired. The dreaded 
Bay of Biscay had on his best behaviour 
for us, though still sufficiently rough to 
disturb us gonsiderably. 
The following Monday evening we an_ 

chored at Gibraltar, the grand old rock, 
which is three miles long, loomed up be. 
fore us to the height of fourteen hundred 
feet. Somewhere within its depths are 
kept the necessary stores for seven years, 
so it never could be reduced by famine. 
The setting sun was touching everything 

with beauty; when he had wholly disap- 
peared and the mountain lay in thé alter- 
nate light and shade of the moon, I thought 
it one of the finest scenes T had ever Tooked 
upon. ine 
Early in the morning of the + following 

Friday, we arrived at Malta, passed 
closely to the small bay wherein Paul 
is supposed to have been shipwreckeds 
We went on shore but the beggars and the 
heat somewhat detracted from the pleasure. 
The officers’ quarters were ornamented 
with beautiful gardens, which looked re- 

» | freshingly cool. 

The next Tuesday we touched at Port 
Said, where was a miscellaneous crowd of 
strangely dressed people. The Turkish 
women moved about with a covering 
drawn closely over their heads, and the 
lower part of their faces hidden by black 
veils. The little girls would draw near 
and look at us curiously; we could tell by 
the reflection in their eyes that a smile was 
on theirlips. I wished very much to speak 
to them, but of course could not, 
Then we entered the Canal which is 

eighty-six miles long, but not sufficiently 
wide for one steamer to pass another in 
motion ; one must draw up at the side. 
we were in it two days and a’ night, and 
the heat was very great. Wednesday even- 
ing found us at Suez, where Arabs and 
donkeys abounded. The latter are for the 
convenience of passengers, if any wish to 
ride into the town, ‘which is three miles 
away. If the traveller is nota goed 
equestrian he may unexpectedly be tum- 
bled to the ground ; for to do this, cleverly 
is an important part of the animals: train- 
ing. The pay must be strictly in ‘advance 
and many will not remount, so the donkey 
is immediately placed at the disposal of 
another. It was really amusing to hear 
some of their names. There was the 
Archbishop of London, Lord Beaconsfield, 
Earl Salisbury, and many others of equal 
celebrity. None of us, however, Hdsiged 
in a ride. 

I suppose we passed the place where 
the passage of the Israelites occurred. Two 
places were ‘Indicated ; one several miles 
up the Canal and the other some distance 
this side.
