MR. MOODY IN LONDON.

The pulpit at Mr. Spurgeon’s Tab-
ernacle, during the absence of the
pastor, was on Sunday occupied by
Mr. Moody, who came from the
North of England expressly to con-
duct these services. Although every
precaution had apparently been taken
to keep the fact comparatively secret,
long before the time of commencin
the vast building was thronged, an
hundreds went away nunable to obtain
admission* Seatholders were admit.

Mr. Moody in opening his address,
said there were a good many passages
he should call attention to, as show-
ing the work of the Sgirib of God in|
man.

we have been born of the Spirit; for’
they do not grow in the natural,
heart and the whole of the nine could
be summed up in the one word love.,
In the eighth chapter of Romans we
are told “if a man have not the Spirit
of Christ he is nowe of His.” We,
can soon, therefore test whether we
are His. If we were His we belong-
ed to Him, and not % the law.
man might go through all the ordin.
ances, and partake of the Lord’s Sup-
per, and yet be a stranger to the
grace of God. The work of the
Spirit was to spread abroad the love
of God in our hearts. Another work
of the Spirit was to impart hope, as
is found in Romans xv. 13. Tn charch-
es where there is no hope, con
tions and ministers must become dis-
couraged and disheartened. 'If a
paster is allowed to go into his pulpit
disheartened, God will not work in
him. He (Mr. Moody) had never
known God to use s man that- had
lost hope.  If a man had the Spirit
of God he would not always be look-
ing on the dark side, It was three!
hundred men filled with fin-|
ed with faith, filled with love, filled
with hope who fought successfall
under Gideon. Our weakest po‘nii
is that we have so many who are
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faith, by thinking the Spirit will
guide them apart from the Word.

Spurgeon could mnot convict of sin—
that was the work of the Holy Ghost.
Another work of the Spirit was to
comfort, and he wanted to comfort
every aching heart there that morn-
ing.
