He turned up- 
on her, stiiking her a tremendous blow on 
the head with a stone bottle and then 
gave her a violent kick in the side and 
then left her lying on the floor all night 
insensible. Theal has been arrested and 
bail refused.

The survivor of the steamer ‘Calliope’ 
recently wrecked on the Spanish coast on 
a voyage from Odessa to Bremen, believes 
that six persons whe embarked at Gibral- 
tar were Americans.

At a special meeting in Limerick on 
Friday, the Corporation passed a resolu- 
tion to confer the freedom of the city up- 
on Dillon, Of forty members of the Coun- 
cil, only eighteen attended.
