The arrest and imprisonment of

men, charged with the murder of
Lord Cavendish and Mr. Burke, and
the trial and execation of others in
Ireland formurder, has not deterred
the acfors in various’ comspiracies
_from going forward with their wick-
~ :
The terrible explo-
810 the Local Government build-
ings At Westminster, together with
recent arrests of plotters, show that
the law has more work to do, before
murder and the secret use of dyna-
mite will come to an end. A bill
waa carried with haste through the
English Parliament, restricting the
manafacture and sale of this danger-
ous explosive. While Brady and
his confederates are waiting in Kil-
mainham jail for their trial as mur-
derers, other men, of the same moral
type, are busily engaged in carrying
into effect their plans for the de-
struction of property and the lives
of persons, eminent in society and
foremost in the government of the
country. No member of these
classes feels safe at the present time.
The lives of rulers on the Continent
and in Great Britain are in constant
peril. They discharge their duties,
knowing in some cases, as did Mr.
Forster in Ireland, that their foot-
steps are dogged by murderers. This
18 a time when men’s hearts fail them.
Law is powerless to terrify the worst
class of the dynamite fiends. It isa
time when christian people, both in
private and in public, should pray
for those in authority. Their places
and powers, given them by the peo-
ple, invite the attention and turn to-
wards themselves the purposes of
these wicked villains whe plot for
their lives. God in mercy can arrest
this wickedness. He has power over
the worst of men. By Him their
designs can be thwarted and their
deeds exposed. By God’s blessing
crime has been lessened in Ireland.
The ignorant seem now to hesitate
to become the tools of intelligent
conspirators.

MISSIONS.

The following, from the B. M.
Magazine, shows the increase of the
missionary Union churches from 1851
to 1881. In 1851 there were in Asia
81 churches and 8,035 members; in
Europe 61 churches and 3,241 mem-
bers ; total 142 churches and 11,276
members.

In 1881, in Asia there were 550
churches and 42,226 members ; in Eu-
rope 463 churches and 47,046 mem-
bers ; total 1,013 churches and 89,272
members.

The American Methodists have in
many places in India secured Eng-
lish congregations, and through them
do work for the heathen. The plan
works well. By this means the
South India Methodist Conference is
self-sustaining.

India and Japan are not free from
the presence of infidels. Men from
Amnerica and England, ‘and books
from the same countries, follow the
missionaries and try to persuade thi
heathen that the christian religion is
' only believed in in these countries

by ignorant and comwmon people. A
system of deism is preached in India
by native coaverts. They reject
revelation, but use much of the lan-
guage of the bible.

Dr. Duff made sshools in the Pres-
byterian missions in India a first
consideration; the Baptists make
schools secondary. Very few of the
heathen educated in the mission
schools have been converted.

The Rev. E. W. Kelly says the
lady missionaries display great ener-
gy and fidelity in the foreign mis-
sionary work.

Idolaters make the same apology
for the use of idols that Roman
Catholics do for the use of images—
it helps the worshippers to realize
the unseen deity. The tree is known
by ite fruits. The fruit of this tree,
both among Roman Catholics and
among the heathen, is, bad., It is
no% believed that  all -educated
heathen are at Heart Uceptﬂcd in  re-
gard to their systems of idolatry.
Until the women are reached in In-
dia, missions will not be fully suec-
cessful. They teach the children to
worship idols and inspire them with
a devotion for the gods at an early
day. Women must teach women.
The missionary woman, with medi-
cal knowledge, has the best opportu-
nity to get into the Zenanas—the
homes of the heathen women. The
Jews at Jerusalem and in Palestine
show a strong desire to put them-
selves under the instruction of He-
brew christians. This is encourag-
ing. Joseph Cook says he feels like
falling down on his knees before the
wonderful uprising of Japan. He
thinks the greater religious influence
18 now exerted in Japan by Ameri-
can christians.

The
FLxaminer doubts whether there is
another pulpit in the country in which
more sensational and outlandish
things have been said during the 14
years.

At Portsmouth, England, the Rev.
R. Linklator, has purchased a Bap-
tist Chapel, and in it established a
confessional. Two other churches
are to be erected in which “full
bloom popery will be taught and
practised.”

It binds the
wearer to be a member of the Church
of England, to confess Christ by
mouth and life and te abstain from
all‘intoxicating drinks.

ExTENSIVE revivals are reported jin
the Baptist churches of Philadelphia
and throughout the whole State of
Pennsylvania. Last year there was
a slight decrease in members, but
this year will give a large addition.
Virginia reports revivals. The
Richmond Institute, Dr. C. H. Corey,
President, has 1835 students. 58 are
for the ministry. From all parts of
Ohio the most cheering reports of re-
vival come. The interest has not
been so great for years. The work
is quiet. A large majority of the
churches are receiving new born
souls. Revival news of a cheering
character comes from Indiana State.

A younG man in Colchester Coun
ty, N. S,, was taken up last week in
Halifax for stealing money.

TuE letter on another page from
our Eng'ish correspondent ¢ Viator ”
puts before our readers the chronic
uncertainty pervading the nations of
Europe. The possibilities of more
war are quite apparent. While it is
impossible for us to know where war
will break out again, yet it does ap-
pear that this side of the Atlantic, at
least as fat as North America is con-
eerned, is blessed with the absence of
the dark war clouds which scarcely
ever disappear from the continental
horizon. So long as the open free-
dom and the rule of protestantism
at present enjoyed are facts, with us
war is out of sight. The Greek and
Roman Catholic churches and Mo-
hammedanism in Europe endanger
the public safety. Until they are
rooted up, and their places taken by
& vital protestantism, danger will
hover over that part of the world.
Whoever prays for the down-fall of
these ecclesiastical powers prays for
the peace of the world. They are
built ou foundations which cannot
sustain quiet, warless, political sys-
tems, because they are at war with
man’s best interests for time and
eternity. Chuarches freed from all
state control, an open Bible and the
preaching of the gospel, fiad no favor
in those communities. Bat these are
essential conditions of peace. With-
out them nations will sit on volcanoes.
Eruptions may take place at any
time. Missions in those countries,
salvation armies, temperanee reforms
and evangelistic operations afe bright
spots on the dark picture. Christ is
the prince of peace. Not till he is
received will there be peace on earth.
