1884, 

Dr. Ashmore on the Fran cc-Chinese War. 

The Franco-Chinese war will now 

go on to the bitter end. What that 
bitter end will be, no one can say. 
The first bombardments at Keelung 
and Fcochow are over. Both sides 
are getting ready for the next one, 
The Chinese may make tough work 
for the French, but in the end, if 

France can keep clear of a European 

complication, she will manage to beat 
China, and grind out of her reluetant 
francs, or seize a piece of territory 
instead. 

Meanwhile the strain on the great 
cumbrous Empire will be excessive. 
If it should continue too long, it may 
go ill with the Mongol dynasty. 
Among the pure blooded Chinese the 
dynasty has ambitious foes who 
wateh for its halting. The old Tai- 
ping rebellion was stamped out long 
ago, but the old Tai-ping spirit still 
smolders. If troublous times should 
last long enough, it would again show 
itself. 

But, aside from this danger of 
rebellion, China suffers from other 

things. At present she is confronting 
the French without a fighting army, 
a fighting navy, or a fighting exche- 
quer. Inthe North, Li Hung Chang 
has a disciplined army; but in the 

South of China the troops are of the 
rawest kind, They are gathered out 
of tue fields, hurried off to the camps, 
surmounted with a tasseled cap, and 
ure then called soldiers. They have 
no discipline, no training; know 

nothing of the art of war, and con- 
stitute a force more dreaded by their 
own people than by the Frenchmen. 
When the fight comes on they run 
away in crowds. That took place in 
Foochow. The body of troops 
melted away by desertion as rapidly 
as the walls of the forts crumbled 
away under the cannonading. Be- 
hind entrenchments these men ought 
to fight well, and in the future 
they may do so, but they 
have not done so yet. Similar 
defects exist in the navy. The Chi- 
nese have some well-built gunboats. 
Some of them are armed with 35-ton 
guns, but not even Krupp guns will 
fire themselves, They need men of 
nerve and drill to managé them, Had 

such men been on the Chinese gun- 

boats at FKoochow, they might still 
have gone to the bottom in the fight, 

but they would have carried two or 

three French men-of-war along with 
them. Tne moral effect of this des- 
truction of the Foochow fleet will be 
disastrous on their other fleets. 

Neither have the Chinese at present 
a fighting purse. They have no great 

revenue to draw from. Just now they 

are assessing the people, especially the 

merchants and shop-keepers, in a way 

that can not be kept up long. At the 

Hu City, for example, house owners 

are required to pay six per cent. of 

the rental they receive, to carry on 
the war. The renter of the house is 
obliged to pay four per cent. more, 

making ten per cent. This is an 
enormous tax. All sorts of imposts 

and exactions are liable to follow; and 

if so, trouble wili ensue. Hitherto 

China has been able to borrow money 
of foreign banks. In case of a con- 
tinued war, she may possibly be able 
to do so again; but it will be at a 

ruinous percentage, 
Here at Swatow, we are quiet 

enough just now, but are not without 
rumors of trouble. We are not appre. 

hensive for ourselves, but we do con- 

stantly fear for our converts in the 

country.

He loved to 
speak of the finished wok of Christ for him, 
and when death drew near he selected for 
his funeral service the words, *1f therefore 
the Son shall make you free, ye shall be free 
indeed.”- Jo. 8: 26, which was spoken upon by 
the writer, assisted by Rev. A. E. Ingram; to 
a large and interesting congregation, who as- 
sembled in our new house of hig ong 4 around 
the first corpse that was set within its walls. 
Our brother leaves a wife and five daughters 
to mourn their loss. Thus we have parted 
with one of our oldest and much respected in- 
habitants. >.
