OTHER PROVINCES.

10,000 visitors reached Montreal

WinNipEG, Feb. 11.— A bratal
murder was committed at Calgary
on Friday evening in the store of
Groves & McKelvie. The victim
was a young carpenter named James
H. Adams, from New Brunswick.
Adams and a negro cook named Jesse
Williams were last seen together in
the store and were heard disputing
over an account. Adams was found
half an hour later with his head al-
most severed from bhis body. Wil-
liams fled but was overtaken by the
mounted police and now lies 1n jail
at Calgary. The deed seems to have
been done without a struggle.  The
clothing was not torn or body mutil-
ated. Only the skin of the back of
bis neck held head and body together.

BRITISH AND FOREIGN.

The largest ice crop ever gathered
in the Hudson has been stored this
winter. It already amouuts to feur
million tons. The blocks average 14
inches in thickness.

The Marquis Tseng denies that he
is going to (i’arin to resume negotia
tions with the French Government
on the Tonquin question. Last ad-
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vices from Pekin instroncted him to
remain in Kngland until further
orders,

The Marquis of Hartington, Secre-
tary of State for War, has obtained
the sanction of the Cabinet for a
~cheme to increase the effectiveness
of the army. In this scheme the re-
cruiting system is modified, and the
standard height for men acceptable
for service made lower than the pres.
ent one,

Admiral Courbet has written Ad-
miral Peyren, Minister of Marine,
bitterly complaining at being super-
ceded by Gen. Milot in eommand of
the French forces in Tonquin, just
a8 he is about to attack Bac Ninb.
Gen. Courbet also says the reinforce-
ments he demanded in October
reached him too late, and the force
even now is inadequate for the eon-
templated operations.

WAR NEWS.

Loxpon, Feb, 5.—Baker Pasha,
with 3.000 men started oen Sunday
from Trinkitat for Tokar. On Mon-
day forenoon a portion of the advance
guard encountered a body of Osmen
Degras’ troops, and a fight ensued,
which was more of a rout thsn a
battle.  Baker Pasha lost all his
camels and baggage in the fight.
Most of the Egyptian officers and men
bolted. The Europeans behaved
splendidly. The enemy pursued al-
most into Trinkitat. The Earopean
police and Turkish infar try were cut
to pieces. Fourteen Europeans and
three native officers are missing. The
fight was begun by a few Arab horse-
men attacking Baker Pasha’s cavalry
which fled. Baker then formed a
squure, which the enemy surrounded.
The Egyptians then fled in confusion
and gunners deserted the guns, Buaker
Pasha was several times surrounded
by the enemy, but with his staff man.
aged to cat his way through. The
enemy’s force was inferor in number
to Baker Pasha’s. Only three sides
of the square formed, owing to the
fact that two companies of Egyptian
troops stood still, being overcome
with fright. The enemy poured into
this gap when the Egyptians threw
away their rifles and flung themselves
upon the ground, screaming for
mercy.  The troops on one side of
the square killed many of their own
men by wild firing. The enemy be-
trayed the most profound contempt
for their opponents.  All stores at
Trinkitat have been brought away.

On receipt of the news of Baker
Pasha’s defeat the Admiralty issued
orders stopping the troop-ships on the
way to India. The Egyptian corres-
pondence has been published. It
confirins the report that England had
no intention of employing British or
Indian troeps in the Soudan. The
English government does net object
to the employment of Turkish troops
in Egypt providing the Porte pays
the expenses.

On the arrival of the transport
Ponnah at Saukim, Admiral Hewitt
will have 2,000 sailors and marines
available for service on shore, besides
crews of the ships of his squadron.

SvagM, Feb. 8.—Fuller particu-
lars have arrived of the disastrous
defeat of Baker Pasha. The slaugh-
ter of his forees econtinued all the way
back to Trinkitat. The Egyptians
were panic stricken and fell upon
their knees, but the Arabs seized
them by the necks, thurst their spears
into their backs, and savagely cut
cut their throats. The Englishmen
missing are Morrice Bryce, gurgeant
Leslie, Capts. Forrester and Walker,
and Lieuts, Carrol, Smith and Wat-
kins. Ten other foreign officers are
missing. The fugitives huddled to-
getker on the shore at Trinkitat, and
might easy have been slaughtered,
but the enemy gave over the pursait.
The men embarked as quickly as pos-
sible upon six transports which were
lying there, and with Baker Pasha
and Col. Sartorius, arrived at mid-
night at Suakim. The French agent
has telegraphed for a man of war.

According to later reports of the
fight near Tokar, the Kgyptian cav-
alry threw away their saddles and
turned their horses loose, effecting
their retreat on foot in order that
they might not be sent back to fight
again,

Cairo, Feb. 8.—Advices received
bere state that Gen. Gordon was heard
of a pumber of miles on the Korosks
route beyond the place where it was
reported he was captured. A tribe
of Ashmaries around Korosks are
showing symptoms of revolt and fears
are therefore entertained for General
Gordon’s safery. The officials at
Cairo are confident Gen. Gordon will
succeed in reaching Khartoum.

SvagiM, Feb.8.—Spies from Sinkat
report the garrison there as having
eaten up the camels, cats and dogs,
and are now devouring the tree
leaves.

Cairo, Feb, 8.—The governor of
Berber telegraphs that Gen. Gordon
has arrived in that province.

A letter from Col. Sitewart, Gen.
Gordon’s military secretary, sent from
Norosko just before he and General
Gordon started on their journey
through the desert, states that a son
of the Governor of Berber was their

only escort. He says Gen. Gordon

sheikh, sayi g “Meet me at Khartoum
if you want peace. I am for peace.
If von want war, [ am ready.”

It is stated that the correspondents
of the Havas News Agency and
Cologne Gazette lost their lives in
the recent fight near Tokar.

Loxpon, Feb. 9.—The Daily News
states that the report that Kungland
and France are negotiating for the
joint occupation of Egypt is totally
without foundation,

Cairo, Feb., 10.—The report of
General Gordon's arrival at Berber is
premature. It is expected that he
will arrive there on Tuesday.

The Khedive has appointed British
Admiral Hewitt ecommander at Sua-
kim, at the request of the British
Gouvernment. A less gloomy view is
now taken concerning the situation
of Tokar and Sinkar. It is reported
that a convey of provisions has en-
tered Sinkat.

The brigade of Egyptain battalions
commanded by English officers will

roceed to the first cataract of the

i'e a8 8000 as quarters are made
ready for it.

The Khedive appears to be in a
deplorable condition Ile labors un
der the de'usion that there is a plot
on foot to peison him and sends hix
wife to the kitchen dailly to inspect
the food.

Natives greet El Mahdi’s portait,
which is publicly offered for sale
with the exclamation: “God grant
thee victory.”

ConsTANTINOPLE, Feb, 10.—The
Porte is sending troops to El Hedj 7,
in Arabia, where the emissaries ol
E| Mahdi are foment'ng agitation.

Saukim, Feb. 10.—During the re-
cent battle the garrison at Tokar, on
bearing the Egyptian guns, made a
gallant sortie from the towns againsi
the rebels, but were obliged to fignt
their way back. The rebels are re-
ported to be within six miles of S8an
kim. KEgyptian cavalry are recon-
noitering, and British ships are
prepared to receive the rebels.
