Sacred history
represents him as ever active, ever
bent on mischief, and epposition to
God’s purposes. We have no reason
to suppose that his hostility is now a
whit lessengd, but rather much ground
to belie at through men’s per.
verted natures, he is, unrecognized,
exercising a powerful influenee over
their actions. We are all conscious
of tendencies to evil, though we do
not recognize in these tendencies the
promptings of the god of this world.
Possibly, iﬂve remembered his mis-
sion and his constant vigilance and
cunning in pursuing it, we might be
more careful to heed the scripture in-
junetion to resist him. Paul’s action
in this case is significant, and fur-
nishes alesson that sinners should
take to heart. He departed from
them. So we are reminded that the
Spirit of God will not always strive
with men, and we who resist may,
like these Jews, be handed over to
hardness of Leart.
