Attention.

Among the exhibits at the Sportemen’s
Exposition that of New Brunswick, sho#-
ing all the varieties of wild fowl and
game, attracls considerable sttention.
There are many excellent specimene of
moose, caribou, rear and birds, but the
features of the exhibit are the guides and
wondmen. Back in the corner of the
;space alloted to this display they have
vuilt & log cabin of pine trees, the cracks
and crevices have been chinked with clay
and in every respect it is a counterpart of
the cabine constructed in the forests of
“arada by lumbermen and hunters. In-
gide & rough bunk leans against one of

the walls and bas been bedded down
with balsam bows. Over this the regvla-
tion guide’s blanket is thrown and it
affords a good resting place for the
men when tbey are not ta'king to
visitors. In the center of the room is a
rade pine table and around this are built
stools of birch, R bert P. Allen, gecretary
of the Fredericton, N. B., Touriet As-
gociation and city editor of the Frederic-
ton Daily Herald, is in charge of this
display.

ROTHESAY VOTERS' LIST.

Government Bill to Correct the Fraudu-
lent Addition of Names.

In the Legislature Tueslay, Attorney
General Pugeley introduced a bill for the
preparation of a legal list of voters for the
parish of Rothesay. This bill declares
the list of names filed with the county
gecretary on tbe 11th of December, 1900,
to be void, the list of non-resident elec
tors signed by the eheriff of King’s and
filed with the county secretary is also de-
clared to, be null and void. The revisore
are required witbin twenty days after the
pmsing' of this act, to make an alpha-
betical liet of all duly qualified votere
in the parish of Rothesay, and of non-
resident voters, and the chairman of the
revisors shall immediately tranemit thie
list by registered letter to the county
gecretary. The latter, on receiving the
ligt, is required to notify the sheriff of
Kings, whose qGuty it shall be to
attend immediately at the office of
the county secretary and make up
lists of the reesident and non-resi-
dent electors of Rothesay. The lists eo
made up shall be signed by the sheriff
and deposited with the county eecretary,
and they shall be the voters' list: for the
year besinning on the 1st January, 1901.
In cage of the revisor neglecting to make
up the new list within twenty days, it
will be the duty of the county secretary
to prepare it.

Hon. Mr. Pags'ey explained the pro-
vigions of the bill. The bill required
that each sheet of the list shounld be
gigned by the magistrate before whom
the revisors made oath and aleo by the
revisors themselves. This provision woold
apply to all foture lists. A penalty of
$500 and two years’ imprisonment wes
imp-sed on any person tampering w&ith
the liste.
