This seems like a harsh pro- 
ceeding, but if a man were killed by a 
gang of burglars, all the gang would be 
beld guilty, as well as the actual person 

who delivered the fatal blow, and the 
leader of the gang would certainly not be 

allowed to get off if he could be caught. 
It simply meane that the Boers still under 
arms have proved themselves to be no 

longer deserving of being treated as 
eoldiers of an opposing army, but as 
bandits. 

The worst hail and rain etorm ever 

experienced in Winnipeg strock the 

centre of the city shortly after four 

o'clock Thursday afternoon, and con- 

tinned with unparalleled violence for 
nearly an hour. Hailetones were piled 

pearly six inches deep in the streets, and 

the oldest resident can recollect no 
previous dowapoar as heavy. Basements 

in the city were flooded and much 

damage caused in wholesale warehouses 

and newspaper offices. It is estimated 

that nearly six thonsand panes of glass 

were broken during the storm. The 

Y. M. C. A. building in which the meet-

LABOUR DAY AND ITS ORIGIN 

It Originated in the United 

S:ates in 1882. 

AND WAS ADOPTED IN CANADA IN 

1895. 

It wae Mr. P. J. McGuire, first vice 

president of the Awerican Federation of 

Labour in 1882 then just formed, who 

conceived the 1dea of setting apart one 

day in the year on which labour unionists 

chonld fraternizs together. 

His idea wae, firet by a public parade 

to show the strength of labour organiza- 

tiong, and eecondly to celebrate and 

thereby instil enthusiasm into thoee who 

might from reverses be inclined to drop 

by tbe wayside. 
On May g, 1882, Mr. McGuire laid the 

propoeition before the American Federa. 

tion of Labour Council. The suggestion 

met with general approval, and there and 

then it wae decidrd to set aparr the first 

Monday in September in each year on 

which organized labour would celebrate, 

the day to be known as Labour Day. 

The first Labour Day parade wae held 

by the Central Labour Union of New 

York, on September 5, 1882, and wae an 

unqualified success. 

The Labour day procession in New 

York the foilowing year, was a thing un- 

precedented, the time consumed for the 

procession to pass a given point being 

three houre and a half, 

Meanwhile other cities adopted a La- 

nicipal authorities proclaimed it a civic 
holiday. 

However, it wag not till June, 1894,tbat 

the United States Coogress proclaimed 

the first Monday io September of each 

year a national holiday. Hebceforward 

Labour Day has been obeerved in every 

State of the Union, 

In Canada no attempt wae made to cele- 

brate Labour Day until 1886, when Tor- 

onto and Ottawa obeerved the day. 

Montreal organized the first Laboor Day 

demonstration in the Province of Que- 

bec. They spent a large eum of money 

on the parade and the picnic, which was 

held on the old Exhibition Grounds on 

Park avenue. It was not a financial suc- 

cess, and the organization was consider- 

ably out of pocket on the first attempt. 

The cigarmakers were in no way dis- 

couraged by their failure, and when at it 

next year more determined than ever, 

The street parade was an immense suc 

cess and the union cleared $1,700 on the 

picnic, which was held in the Exhibition 

Grounds. The cigarmakers not wishing 

to monopolize and control the Labour 

Day celebration any farther, handed it 

over to what was then the Central Trades 

and Labour Council. 

In some cities the day was made a civic 

boliday and notwithstanding attempts by 

a few employere to stop the observance 

of Laboar Day its popularity grew and 
spread. 

In the year 1994 or 1895 the Dominion 

Government, acting on advice of organ- 

ized labour, proclaimed Laboor Day a 

statutory holiday, and eelected the first 

Monday in September.
