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CALVIN’S ANNIVERSARY.

This year of centcnaries is notable
as being the 400th anniversary of the
pirth of John Calvin.” The time of
celebration , too is approacling. The
man, who gave his name to a power-
ful -school of theology, was born at
Novon, - in Picardy, on July 10tk
1509. Though appointed in his * boy-
hood to a Roman Catholic chaplaincy,
he ear'y began to imbibe the new op-
inions, '~ which at that time were
spreading everywhere, and especially
in all institutions of learning. Early
distinguished by a great, méntal vigor
and gravity of manners, he became a
marked youth, and in 1533 had 'to
fle¢’ from Paris, where he had gone in
pursuit of his theological studies.

Three vears later appeared his
Christianae Religionis Institutio, the
famous preface to which, addressed to
the King of France, became one of
the most important and influential
documents ' of the Reformation.  The
identification of his memory with
Geneva came about in a curious way.
On his road to Strashourg to contin-
ue his ttudies he was appealed to by
his old friend, Louis du Tillet, to re-
main in the Swiss town and assist
the struggling Genevan church in its
battle for the Reformation. A Prot-
estant Confession of Faith was
drawn up and proclaimed, the magis-
trates and the people joined in  the
movement, and social and municipal
corruplion gave place to an atmos-
phere  of strict moral  severity
throughout the community. Later, a
