CROWN SHOULD TELL WHY 

Chancellor Boyd Asks Mr. Cartwrig
ht 

Why Crown Examiner Cannot Tell 

What Evidence Is Wanted of 

Florence Kinrade — Mr. Lynch- 

Staunton Puts Up a Very 

Strong Argument Yesterday. 

Toronto, April 29.—Six points w
ere 

made by George Lynch-Staunton, 

K.C., before the Divisional Cour
t yes- 

terday in the effort to have
 the coro- 

ner’s warrant quashed, which sum
- 

mons Florence Kinrade as a wit
ness 

in the inquest on her sister’s mur
der. 

Judgment was reserved by the c
ourt 

on another point altogether. and it 

may be some days before a deci
sion 

is given. 

Later in the afternoon Chancellor 

Boyd expressed the view that the 

crown should state upon what mat- 

ters it was sought to re-examine the 

witness. This was eagerly supported 

by Mr. Lynch-Staunton, who reca
lled 

the point to the court just befor
e ad- 

journment. 

Mr. Cartwright said that Florence 

Kinrade had not been examined
 for 

four weeks, and that meanwhi
le addi- 

tional information had been found
. 

“Well, you may put in an affida
vit 

setting forth your reasons for recall- 

ing her. Can you not disclose tothe 

court this new information? Don’t 

you think the crown ought to cond
e- 

scend to say upon which points 
they 

wish to auestion her?” 

“Not at all, my lord,” said Mr. 

Cartwright. 
“Well, you see there is an af

fidavit 

put in saying she has told all she 

knows. Don’t you think you oucht te 

put im an affidavit. You know the 

custom is that when a witness is ex- 

amined and counsel wishes to
 recall 

the witness, the custom is to ex
plain 

to the trial judge upon what point 

or points you wish the witness to
 be 

recalled # 

“Surely,” returned Mr. Cartwri
ght, 

“we cannot be expected to disclose 

our information as yet to the de- 

fence.” » 

Mr. Lynch-Staunton’s points were 

that no coroner has power to issue a 

warrant for a witness; nor outside
 the 

jurisdiction of his own court; that a 

coroner’s court is statutory, and not 

a court of record and that the sta- 

tutes give a coroner no power to ar- 

rest for contempt of court: that no 

questions of an incriminating nature 

may be asked of a witness where the 

liberty of the witness is in jeopardy ; 

that Miss Kinrade, having told 2ll she 

knew, cannot be called again; and 

that no one outside the erown attor- 

ney has authority to cross-examine 

witnesses at a coroner’s inquest. 

Mr. Lynch-Staunton reiterated his 

statement that Mr. Blackstock -had 

accused Florence Kinrade of murder- 

ing her sister. The court desired. 

proof of this, and a full copy of the 

evidence taken at the inquest will be 

supplied if this point is regarded as 

important.
