If we leave children and 
animals to the guidance of their instincts 
they will become amphibious in the dog- 
days, and quench their thirst at the coldest 
spring without fear of injurious conse- 
quences; but in winter time even wild 
beasts avoid immersion with instinctive 
dread. A Canadian bear will make a
