QUEBEC, Sept. 6 (Special)=The fourth
session of the general synod of the Church
of England in Canada opened here today
with an attendance of seventeen bishops,

ninety clerical and fifty-five lay delegates, |
and the number will probably be augment-

ed in the course of the next few days.

The business of the day was light, the
most important matters being the delivery
of the annual charge of the Primate, Arch-
blshop Bond, of Montreal, and the work of
organizing the lower house. The actual
busm?ss of the synod will commence at the
session tomorrow morning, when among the
important subjects to be considered will be
one conveyed in messages from the upper
to the lower house. At the close of the af-
ternoon session today this was a canon adopt-
ed by the upper house, stating that no
clergyman within the jurisdiction of the
Qhumh of England in Canada shall _solemn-
ize matrimony between persons either of
whom shall have been divorced from one
still living. This canon was brought down

| in the day's messages from the upper house

by Re_v. Dr. G. Abbott Smith, who will sup-
port it in conjunction with Rev. Arthur
Dunn, of Quebec, assistant secretary of the
Iatteg‘ house in the absence of Rey. Canon
Baylis. Rev. Canon Farthing was elected
prolocutor of the lower house at the after-
noon session.

At the opening of the afternoon session,
on the conclusion of the customary exer-
cises, an address of welccme was presented
to the members of the general synod by Pro-
Mayor Cummings on behalf of tha city in
which the members were welcomed to Que-
bec. Short addresses were also read by Hon-
Mr. Turgeon, provincial minister of public
lands, and by Chas. Langelier, sheriff of
Quebec.

New Hymn Book

Dealing with matters to come before the
synod the Quebec Telegraph says:

|  ““One matter is already receiving a good
| deal of consideration, as may be noted by
| the' communications in the church papers.
That is the compilation of a hymn book for
the use of the Church in Canada. Now, there
are several hymnals in use. Perhaps, in
this diocese, Hymns Ancient and Modern is
| the book more generally . used, though
| church hymns or the church hymnal obtains
as the hymnal among many congregations.
Lately, the proprietors of* Hymns Ancient
and Modern have put out a new edition. It
is said not to be very popular, even in Eng-
land, and only one or two churches in the
diocese of Fredericton use it. The time is
considered opportune for the compilation
of a book that may commend itself to most
of the parishes and missions throughout the
Dominion. Of caurse, the putting out of a
new hymn book is a very different thing
from putting out a new or revised Prayer
Book. The hymn#l would not, or practically,
could not he made obligatory. It would, as
it were, bear the imprimatur of the synod,
and if drawn up with the attention and care
that should be given to it would likely come
pretty nearly into general use.

Permanent Diaconate

A matter which ,will, no doubt, lead to
a good deal of discussion will be the motion
for the passing of a canon to establish what
is known as the ‘‘permament diaconate.”” It

may be explained that a candidate for holy
orders is ordained deacon, in which office he
is to continue one year (except for some
special reason appearing to his bishop), then
he is advanced to the priesthood. It is claim-
ed that the order of a deacon was a more
permanent office in the primitive church,
and it is proposed by the m&tion in question

Acting superintendent of mails Fox‘
said after the men had left the wagons
that although there were 150 mail routes |
from which deliveries should be made to |
railroad stations and branch offices be- |
fore three o'clock Thursday morning, bel
anticipated that there would be »a diffi-|
culty in keeping the service running. All}
of the men are employed by the New
York Mail Company.
