This fact is now lost 
sight of, and it seems to be a common- 
place statement nowadays that the finan- 
cial community does not care for dis- 
crimination or calculations concerning in- 
come returns, etc. 
The street is entirely absorbed in learn- 

ing which stock is likely to be advanced 
to points above the prevailing quotations 
Merit, earning powers and dividend re- 
cords are seldom consulted. The brokers 
who are urging caution to their clients 
are unpopular. Efforts of those who 
point out that in the steel business a 
cffmax of production has been reached 
a’e ridiculed. It is the individual who 
tells the most fantastic and lurid stories 
of the prices to which quotations—not in- 
trinsic values—are to be sent who ap- 
parently commands the most, attention. 
The moderate profits that; have been 
made have stirred the lust of gain, which 
has suddenly throttled ordinary business 
sense and desire to weigh and deliberate 
on investments.

southern end ol Zululand have prov- 
ed beyond much question that cot- 

ton can be grown there with every 

prospect of success. In the Natal 

country, tea and sugar and some of 

the best African fruit have long been 

raised ,and, in fact, this section of 
Natal—-that which borders an the In- | - 

dian Ocean-—is better settled and 
much more prosperous than any oth- 
er part of the colony. | 

It is in the country north of 
Tugela that the Maritzburg Govern- 
ment is now pushing a scheme for 
the cultivation of cotton on a large 

scale. It has asked no aid from the 
Imperial Government. The work of 
opening out Zululand was thrown 
upon it when the Colonial Office 
ceded Zululand to it, and now 
when everything is ready for colon- 

ization enterprises the Maritzburg 
Government has established an ex- 
perimental farm for the growth of 
cotton, and is offering in one-thou- 
sand acre blocks to colonizers who 
will undertake to embark in the new 
industry. The land is not being 
given outright to the new comers. 
They take it in the first instance 
on a two years’ lease, at a rent of 

half a cent an acre, and if the Gov- 
ernment conditions as to the culti- 
vation of cotton arc fulfilled the 
pioneers are to have fhe right to a 
removal of their leases for a period 

of ninety-seven years at a rental of 
twelve cents an acre. The settler 
who goes in on these terms cannot 

have his pick of the land, but there 
are Government lands in Zululand 
which can le rented on long leases 
at seventy-five cents an’ acre. 

The labor difficulty exists in Natal 
and Zululand, just as it does in the 
Transvaal, and for much the same 
reasons. Thus early in the experi- 
ment it has been conceded by the Na- 
tive Department at Maritzburg— the 
best administered Native Department 

in any British South African colony
