CAPT, C. WELDON 
Hard on the heels of his victory in 

Queens-Sunbury, Col. H. H. McLean, 

M.P.-elect, yesterday received good news 

from his son, C. Weldon McLean, who 

must now be styled Captain. He has 

been lieutenant in the Royal Horse Ar- 

tillery of the British Army and has just 

been promoted to a captaincy in this, the 

crack corps of the Imperial forces. 

At the age of twenty-seven, Capt. Mec- 

Lean holds, rank Which usually is not at-, 

tained ‘in that corps until years beyond 

those which have passed over his head. 

He has had a remarkably successful mili- 

tary career and the latest good news from 

him will be received with great pleasure 

by admiring friends in St, John and else- 

where throughout Canada, while Col. Mec- 

Lean has an added reason for the hearty 

congratulations of his friends at this time. 

Captain McLean, as will be well remem- 

bered, was lieutenant in G company of 

the first Canadian contingent from Can- 
ada to the Sauth African war and was 
then only eighteen years of age. He re- 

ceived flattering notice of his conduct dur- 
ing the war and correspondents sent ex- 
cellent reports about him, among them 

being the following reference in the Hali- 
fax Herald to Lieut. McLean at Paarde- 
burg: “The boy McLean of G company 
never ceased to smile even under the hot- 
test fire, and if ever there was a lad who 
won his spurs it was this stripling in his 

teens who, given the opportunity, showed 
what sort of stuff he was made of.” 
Frederick Hanneton, war correspondent, 

also wrote highly of him. 

Lieut. McLean drew the favorable at- 
tention of Lord Methuen by his clever 
maps of the country where the forces 

McLEAN 
were operating and Lord Methuen had 
him appointed to a commission in the 

Royal Field Artillery as lieutenant. 
Later he was appointed A. D.C. to 

General Colville, divisional commander-in- 
chief in South Africa. The present Lord 
Kitchener was then one of the brigadiers 

of Colville’s division, which included the 
Canadian contingents, 

After the war, Lieut, McLean was com- 
missioned to return to New Brunswick to! 
recruit 125 men here for the South African 
Constabulary, and it is remembered what 
a great reception he was accorded in wel- 
come home. He recruited his men and 
set sail from Halifax with them. 
Later Lieut. McLean was selected from 

the officers of the Royal Field Artillery 
for appointment to the Royal Horse Ar- 
tillery and became Lieutenant of G bat- 
tery. This is the crack corps of the 
British army. The battery distinguished 
itself in the Sanna’s Post affair in which 
a gallant re-capture of guns from the 
Boers was made. For this four Victoria 
crosses were won by members of the 
corps, each rank winning one of the so 
much coveted honors. 

At the end of the South African war, 
Lieut. McLean went to London with the 
battery, spent some time on duty at Wool- 
wich and in Ireland and two years ago 
was sent to India, where he has served 
on the frontier force with T battery. He 
has been principally in the north of In- 
dia and found time to engage in hunting. 
He has written two clever stories of hunt- 
ing trips in Cashmir and Burma and these 
have been published in small book form. 

Lieut. McLean’s promotion to be cap- 
tain in the Royal Horse Artillery, as 

stated, has come sooner than in the or 
dinary course and is a tribute to his 
fitness for and ability in the military 
career, He will be transferred back to 
England and it is hoped will have a 
chance to visit home on furlough soon. 

ICE KING MORSE PLEADS 
IGNORANCE OF BANKING 

USAGES AS HIS DEFENCE 

Nervous Financier Admits That Loans to His Office 
Boy Were for His Own Accommodation but Says | supplied a number of garments, and friends 

is Common Practice in Wall Street. 

New York, N, Y.,, Oct. 29.—Charles W. 
Morse, who, with Alfred H. Curtis, for- 

mer president of the National Bank of 
North America, is on trial in the crim- 
inal branch of the United States circuit 
court on a charge of conspiracy and vio- 
lation of the national banking laws, took 

the stand in his own defense today. 
All during the tedious days of the trial, 

Mr. Morse has sat inside the railing ner- 
vously awaiting the moment when it would | 
become necessary for him to take the 
witness chair and undergo the ordeal of 

cross-examination that he knew was in 
store for him. When his name was called 
late today he sprang from his chair as 
though greatly startled, looked inquiring- 
ly at his counsel and when the latter 

nodded his head affirmatively, the fin- 
ancier hurried to the witness stand besiue 
Judge Hough's bench and moved about 
restlessly in his seat while the lawyers 
were framing questions to ask him. 

In a voice so low as to be inaudible to 
the jury, Mr. Morse gave his birthplace 
at Bath, Maine, said he had graduated 

from Bowdoin College, and that on coming 
to New York he had engaged in the ghip- 
ping business, and later the ice business. 

After these preliminary interrogations, 
the lawyers for the government volleyed 
questions at Mr. Morse -so rapidly that 
the financier's voice failed him when he 
endeavored to answer them. 
Mr. Morse was kept on the stand till 

an adjournment had been taken. He re- 
lated how he came to have an interest in 

the National Bank of North America, 

saying that he secured an interest in the 
consolidation in 1902. The accused bank- 
er said that he had had no experience in 
the routine of banking. 

“Speak louder so the jury can hear,” 
said the inquisitor repeatedly, as the for- 

mer banker’s voice dropped almost to a 
whisper. 

Mr. Morse said that he was not a 
salaried officer of the bank and knew 
nothing of the legal exactions covering 

national banking. He explained that after 
1905 he had accepted an office in the di- 
rectors’ rooms in the new bank building. 

The financier then told of forming the 

acquaintance of Mr. Curtis and Mr. Wire. 
“I had confidence in them and used my 

influence to have them made president 
and cashier of the bank,” said Mr. Morse. 
Mr. Morse testified that he knew noth- 

ing of the bank’s method of bookkeeping 
and admitted that he saw the bank’s loan 
sheets only a few times each year, 

“My secretary, Kate A. Wilson, and my 
former secretary, Arthur Braun, attended 
to my personal and private affairs,” said 
the witness. Miss Wilson kept, my bank 
account straight.” 

Mr. Morse’s counsel then as nums- 
ber of questions regarding the c¢Ofhection 
of Mr. Morse with the Americ®n Ice 
Company. Mr. Morse said that he had 

been connected with that company since 
its foundation “in 1898 or 1899.” The 
company was then paying dividends, wit-

wisely and justly be given. 
There were ten board meetings held 

with twenty-four conferences. These are 

held weekly from October until April or 
May. 
The number of applications received dur- 

ing the year was 2,837 as against 1,455 of 
the previous year; the number asking em- 
ployment, 700—women 353, men 300, boys 
16, young girls 26; the women requesting 

day’s work or laundry work at home, 
sewing of all kinds, nursing, housekeepers, 

positions in stores; men—work in mills, 
on the farm, painters, carpenters, book- 

keepers, tailors, bookmakers and all kinds 
of odd work; boys—requesting positions 
in stores, some wishing to learn trades;

We find wife desertion in our city is on 
the increase: We could cite case after 
| case, but one will suffice. Here is a hus- 
band, wife and five children, man thirty- 

{five or forty years old, in perfect health, 
{shiftless, drinks, does not keep his posi- 
| tions long, when he works earns ten or 

{more dollars per week, not kind to wife 
{or children, wife not strong but tries in 
jevery way to make home tidy and pleas- 

ant, a good mother with considerable re- 
{finement, very fond of her children. The 

man takes all out. of the home he can, 
sells it and goes away, 
without food for the next meal. The 
mother at once gets work, the most she 
can earn is $5 per week, the children all 
too young to work, eldest not ten years, 
the youngest not two years. Of necessity 
she must leave them alone most of the day, 
only two can go to school, the eldest must 
stay at home to care for the two younger 
ones, with the result they do not have 
proper care nor proper food. She comes 
home to find the children have been on 
the street the greater part of the day, 
learning all sorts of bad things, and in her 
weariness sometimes they are unjustly 

punished. Surely the mother is not to be 
blamed for bad children under such con- 
ditions, and what ‘about the father? Have 
we no law whereby this man can be made 
to care for his family? This is one of the 
phases of the work that is most trying 
and discouraging. Can not something be 
brought about to better this condition? 
There is another condition which we 

| meet—that of lazy men, who stay at home 
and let their wives go out to work. In 
all cases the men drink and do not hesitate 
to demand money from their wives for it. 
These are always the last women to get 
work through our office. Those who are 
obliged to go out for a just cause we do 

all in our power for them. 
As there are to be other reports on 

other phases of the work, I will close hy 
returning our most hearty thanks to all 
churches, societies, and individuals, who 
have responded so generously when called 
{upon and especially to the press, which 
gives such a willing and ready service, and 
to all who have contributed to make our 
vear’s work so successful. We ask your 

sympathy and support for our new year’s
