The government will shortly issue a 
dairy bulletin giving the statistics of but- 
ter, cheese and condensed milk factories 
for the year 1907. They are shown for 
provinces and electoral districts, and com- 
parison is made of cénsus records taken 
for the years 1900, 1905 and 1907. The to- | 
tal value of the products of all factories | 
in the first of these years was $29,731,922 

in the second $33,257.674, and in the third | 
5,457,543. For cheese only the increase! 

in value in the seven years was $1,376,209 | 
and for butter $3,708.090. Ontario and |
