they wish to change the form of their in- 
vestment or to use their money in their 

own enterprises. The competition in the 

market for ‘these securities is what up- 

holds their value—without a market they 
would drop like any other commodity 

where the individual owner must search | 

out an individual buyer, and submit to! 

enormous discount just because he wants 

to sell. 
The fever of socialisin has started an un- 

natural desire to wipe out speculation, 

and’ the disease is extending from Texas] 

and the South and West, eastward. It 

was this same fever that a few years ago 

led in Germany to prohibition of buying 

and gelling on margin there. So disas- 

trous and uncomfortable have been the re- 

sults to all classes of business in the com- 

munity that a strong movement among. 

business men has set in there to have the 

prohibitory law repealed.
