Pastor of Centenary Church
to Leave on Thursday Next
For Sackville.

Rev. Howard Sprague, D.D., last night
conducted his farewell service in Centen-
He has been for forty-five

ary church.

years in the active pastorate of the Meth
odist church, nine years of which he has
Centenary. Next Thursday ne
will leave for Sackviiie, where he will as-
sume the position 'of dean of the theo-
logical faculty of Mount Allison univer-
sity.

The sermon last evening was a forcefnl
one. The subjectwas the Love of God.
At the close Dr. Sprague spoke briefly,
bidding the congregation farewell. He had
never, he  said, in his forty-five years
ministry preached a farewell sermon be-
cause, in his opinion, it called for quali-
ties of mind which he did not possess. He
felt, however, that a great many would
be waiting to hear some farewell expres-
sions from him.

He went on to speak of the years which
he had spent in the pulpit of Centgnary
church. He thanked the congregation for
their forbearing kindness to one who, he

said, had not been able to do as much
as he would but who at all times did his
best. He also thanked the quarterly

board for the never failing pleasantness of
their attitude towards him, and also
thanked the members of the choir who,
by their efforts, had done so much to
make the worship gf the church inspir-
ing. :

The quarterly board of Centenary
church adopted the following resolution at
a meeting held on Friday last:

Whereas the Reverend Howard Sprague,
D.D., having been appointed to the posi-
tion of dean of the theological faculty of
the University of Mount Allison, is about
to withdraw froni the pastorate of this

| 'church, be it resolved that the quarterly

official board, desirous of expressing the
feeling of the members and adherents of
the Centenary. church, hereby place upon
historic record in .the minutes of this
meeting their sincere appreciation of the
high value of the services of the Rev. Dr.
Sprague in the three periods during whien
he has held the superintendency of the
circuit.

During his first pastorate with us, be-
ginning July, 1876, occurred the great fire,
which, consuming a large portion of the
city, swept away our church building.
Through his faithful and energetic efforts
in England and elsewhere was received a
considerable part of the money spent in
the erection of our present church. Again
in July, 1890, he was called to preside
over ' us, and for three additional years
rendered brilliant and highly valued ser:
vice. And now since July, 1905, our peo-
ple have been enjoying the fruits of his

matured and ripened intellect. During all
these years he has been true to the trust
committed to him, and his sermons, while
{of clear and simple expression, have aleo
[ been of a character so high as %o be best
appreciated by the most refined and acute
minds.

In clear, logical analysis, in solving of
doubt, in defence and illumination of
truth these discourses have been regarded
by our congregation as of superior and
eminent excellence.

The regard and esteem of our people
have been manifested to Dr. Sprague by
resolution and in other ways from tim:
