HIS BRIDGE

Proposal for Bridge to West 

End Referred to a Committee 

of the Common Council to 

Take Up. 
) 

The resolution of Ald. Scully to take 

up the question of building a bridge across 

the harbor at Navy Island resulted yes- 

terday in the proposal being sent by the 

common council to a committee to in- 

vestigate and discuss the matter with the 

Dominion government and the transpor- 

tation companies. 

Referring to the subject yesterday Ald. 
casi in bringing the project up he 
was aware he wag not dealing with a new 
subject. At the time of the union it was 

considered and the people of Carleton 
were promised a bridge in the near fu 
ture. Surveys and estimates were made 
but nothing came of them. .Carleton was 
still waiting for the' bridge. “We con- 
tend,” he said, ‘“that we are entitled to 

have the promises at the time of the 
union carried out. It is just as fair to 
charge the people a toll coming from th2 
north end over the Mill street bridge as 
it is for us on the west side to pay toil 
on the ferry. Every family in Carleton 
contributes from $30 to $40 a year as a 
direct tax for the use of the ferry and | 
the business people pay from $200 to $500 
a year for ferriage on their teaming. 

“Besides, the ferry does not give us the 
accommodation required. If we want 
to supply customers early in the morning, 

we cannot get to the city by ferry on 

or two during the day because there are 
more teams than the boat can take on 
board. 
“In taking up the ferry as a business 

proposition we find with all the money 

that Carleton pays toward running it still | 
it does not meet its running expenses. | 
From the statement furnished by the | 
chamberlain covering the last five years 
1 find that, apart from the heavy cost of 

the Ludlow, the expenses exceeded the 
receipts by some $4,000 to $6,000 a year. 

“In a very short time the city will be 
called upon to build another boat as the 
two old ones now in the hospital are all | 

out of condition and are not worth gen- 
eral repairs. From a railway standpoint 
we are twenty-five miles away from the 
city. Cars of coal or any other goods 
that we. want to use cost $10 or $15 a 

car to get them brought around from the 
I. C. R. to west St. John and’ vice versa. 
If we had a bridge this shifting across 
the harbor could be done for $2 a car. 
“If,” concluded the alderman, “we are to 

do a winter port business, all railways 
communicating with St. John must he 
able to handle cars easily to and from 
the steamers, whether they are on the 
east or west side.”

Mr. Holt’s report was as follows: “I| 
have made preliminary designs and esti 
mates for four different styles of bridges 
on the same site, the foundation and 
piers to be the same in all cases as fol- 
lows: —The bridge proper will consist of 
two spans of 175 feet each, over Butter- 
milk channel, resting on three piers, a 
fifty feet span resting on a small pier; 
twenty-two spans, of twenty feet each, 
across the island, of trestle on pile foun-! 
ations, protected by riprap; a span of 
175 feet and opening of 125 feet; pivot 
pier opening of 125 feet; channel span of 
375 feet and four spans of 175 feet each— 
thie last crossing the main river and 
founded on a pier on Navy island. A re- 
ceiving pier on rock; pivot on rock; | 

channel receiving pier on a large crib sit- | 
ting on rock in about sixty feet of water | 

low water; a pier in about | 
twelve feet of water at low water; | 
a pier on the reef dry at spring |

“The highway will be approached 9g 
about 400 feet of trestle, in a 5 per ony 
grade from each side, and the railway on 
an embankment or wharfing, as may be] 
deemed best.

Revised Schedule of Water Rates Adopted--- 

Increase in Theatre Licenses Deferred---Com- 

mittee Appointed on Ottawa Trip. 

The common council 

noon adopted the revised schedule of 

water rates. An amendment to refer the 

matter back with the idea of dividing the 

increase over two years was defeated by 

nine votes to six. A joint committee of 

the council and board of trade was ap- 

pointed to go to Ottawa to confer with 
Hon. William Pugsley on harbor im- 
provements. All applications for in- 
crease in salary were referred to a com- 
mittee appointed to draw up a scale of 
salaries for the departments. Ald Scully’s 
motion with reference to a bridge over 
the harbor was referred to a committee. 
The mayor occupied the chair and the full | 
council was present with the common 
clerk and Marshal Coughlan was in at- 
tendance.
