She occupies in France about the same
position as is held in America by Mrs. Bal-
lington Booth. She is known as the helper
of ex-prisoners.

She is now over 80, and ever since she
v7as 20 she has given herself to works of
reclamation, Almost immediately after
she entered the order of the Sacred Heart
she began her labors in the prison for
women at Rouen. After a few years of
this work she began to wonder what be-
came of her charges after they left prison.
This led her to rent a small room and to
take two of her ex-prisoners there and
launch them in the trade of shirtmaking.

The number of her charges increased so
rapidly that the police authorities decided
to allow her 500 francs yearly. A few
years more and it was decided to put all
young prisoners in her charge. The result
cof this was the establishing of a refuge
with Mother Ernestine at the head.

Here for a number of years she had 38
sisters working under her, and often the
inmates in the refuge have numbered
sttore than 500. These women are taught
dressmakin, tailoring, housewifery, and
gardening.

Miss Gertrude Bacon of

Dectors Urge Medical Exe
aminer for Scheols.

At a meeting of the board of school
trustees last night a report from Archi-
tect F. Neil Brodie was read to the effect
that the fire escapes were still in an un-
completed state.

In addition to the increases to the
lady teachers a number of the male prin-
cipals and teachers were also granted ad-
vances. These included Rex Tormier, of
the Leinster street school; Enoch Thomp-
son, La Tour school; Michael D. Sweeny,
St. Peter’s; Thomas E. Power, High
school, and W. J. S. Myles, principal of
the High school.

Following the committee meeting there
was a short meeting of the board, when
these advances were approved.
