As the bottles are steri- 
lized when distributed and as they are 
never used after the first time, they are 
proving of material aid to the milk com- 
mittee in its programme of clean milk pro- 
duction.

of glass bottles, freightage on glass bottles 
breakage, washing, etc. Big dealers esti- 
mate that the life of a glass bottle is less 
than fifteen trips.

sued an order that the baggage men must 
not let a trunk go tumbling down from a 
car door to the station platforms.
