FOREST POLICY . 
Between the fire and the axe, the vast 

lumber resources 'of this province are be- 

ing depleted at a rate which thoughtful 

persons cannot but regard with regret and 

dismay. Under such circumstances there 

is food for thought in a statement made a 

few days ago in British Columbia by Prof 

J. E. Roth. He is at present professor 

of forestry at the University of Michigan 

and a right hand man of Chief Forester 

Pinchot of the United States government 

and was former]y) professor of forestry 

at Harvard. Prof. Roth was in the Pacific 

province with a party of Michigan lum- 

bermen who have large interests there, 

and in an interview with the Vancouver 

World he said:— 

“You have in British Coumbia what is 

probably the richest and most remarkable 

timber area in the world. As the premier 

industry of the province it is criminal that 

you have no @pganization for the protec- 

tion of the timber. There are the nugget 

grabbers—men who are not real lumber: 

men, but are pure speculators—here as in 

our states. They are the menace to future 

generations, for the lumberman himself is 

gradually being educated against waste in 

the forest.
