To the three outlets, pipes extending 

200 feet away from the well were serewed 
and it was a wonderful sight to see these 
three pipes belching forth streams of oil 
and fine sand, with a ceaseless roar, denot- 
ing the immense pressure behind the oi 
The well itself is on the side of a fairly 

steep hill, ‘and the oil was running down 
the hill, in a perfect cascade being finally 
coralled at the bottom by a large ravine 
across which a great earthen dam had been 
thrown. Thousands of barrels of oil were 
here pent up and a powerful steam pump 
was hard at work pumping the oil up hill 
again into settling tanks, and a huge 
pit sunk in the ground, this pit alone 
having a capacity of 23,000 barrels (968,00 
gale, was being rapidly filled, and unless 
the well stops flowing and the bulk of 
the oil ran out to sea and was lost) all 
storage facilities will goon be overflowing, 
and oil run to waste.
