MINISTERIAL ELECTIONS. 

All of the ministers who offered for 

election on Thursday were returned with- 

out opposition. The elections for two or 

three others are yet io come cff, but prob- 

ably they will be unopposed. This was the 

wisest course for the Conservatives to 

pursue. Had they offered opposition 

generally they would have been ussuccess- 

ful, and even the defeat of one or two 

ministers would not have produced any 

general effect, Clearly the country has 

determined to give the Liberal party a 

trial, and that party is stronger tc-day in 

public opinion than it was on the day of 

election, The Conservatives as a party 

will now have most to gain from the 

mistakes of its opponents, To have put 

up candidates against the ministers, and to 

have been generally beaten, would have 

been seeking unnecessary disaster, which 

it was just as well for them to avoid. 

ELECTION PROTESTS. 

The Sun intimates that there isto bea 

general assortment of election petitions, 
and it blames the Liberals for commencing 
this, In close constituencies the matter is, 
perhaps, not controllable; for even though 

a party may object generally, there will be 

always some persons whose enthusiasm is 

unrestrainable. © The remark applies to 

both parties, Unfortunately the election 

law is of a kind which does very little 

for the purity of election, but it 

facilitates trading in petitions. In the 
past the GLOBE ever urged that results 

should be accepted, for both parties do 

their level best when elections are on, and 

the practices of both are perhaps almost 

the same. There is a grim absurdity and 
unnecessary dishonesty in men who have 

used all the influences at their command to 
gecare an election turning round when 

they are defeated and assailing their suc- 
ces ful neighbors, Perhaps, too, the remark 

might be made that during election con- 

tests there are graver offences committed 

in order to affect results than those of 

which the law takes cognizance. The gen- 
eral election of 1891 left parties pretty 

evenly divided, but the Conservatives had 
a msjority and were in power. They pro- 

tested a good many seats, a majority of 

which were opened, and the result was 

that their majority was considerably in- 

creased, It always seems to be an advan- 

tage to the party that is in to have a large 

majority, but it may not be to the country 

generally unless, indeed, a small opposition 

is active and vigilant. 

THE WHITE PINE. 

Much is being written at present of the 

light demand and low prices in the lumber 
market, White pine quotations, for in 

stance, are—speaking generally—about as 

low as they ever were, although in 1879 

they were lower. At that time white 

pine reached a quotation of $6 a thousand 

superficial feet in the home market. Now, 
the quotation is about $8. Lumber is 

manufactured as cheaply as in 1879, excep? 
for the cost of logging, which has become 

more expensive as the forests recede 

farther from the mills, It is asserted now 
that the average manufacturer is losing 

from one to three dollars a thousand on 

all that is sold at present prices. This, of 

course, presents a serious situation aud 

some people interested in the trade fear 

almost a catastrophe. This view is not, 

however, shared by the majority of busi- 

ness mes, who have thorough confidence 

in the future of the country, and feel 
assured that a sound financial policy, if 

maintained, is all that is required, The 

question naturally arises, if the manu- 

facturers are running their mills at a loss, 

why don’t they close them down ? Those 

who have ample log storage could well afford 
to do it, but those who must remove their 
lumber piles to make room for the logs as 

they come down river find it impossible, 

Others make it their policy to follow the 

markets, or have vessels to keep moving, 

and there is always the lumber which is 

cut on contract, But apart from these 

feelings of alarm over the light sales in 
white pine there is reason to fear that the 

whole business might be soon wiped out. 

There is no tree so valuable for general 
building purposes as the white pine, and 

none has been found to take its place, It 

is shaped easily to the tool of the work- 

map, and in strength, lightness and beauty 

surpasses all, It has been used as if in- 

exhaustible, but now it is rapidly disap- 

pearing. From estimates compiled in 

Minnesota it is shown that in that state 

there are about 19,000,000,000 feet of 

live white and Norway pine and spruce, 

of which the white pine aggregates 

about 14,500,600,000 feet, ‘This is being 

cu’ down at the rate of 1,200,000,000 feet 

a year, to say nothing of large losses by 

fire, which hasten the belief that the sup- 

ply will hardly last more than a dozen 

years, The fire-swept pine can be saved to 

a certain extent by cutting, if it can be 

reached in time to save it from worms. In 

from ten to fifteen years the last white 

pine forests in the United States will have 

disappeared, for pine does not succeed as 

second growth timber. The effect of the 

cat around the great lakes is seen in the 

constant lowering of the water, and in the 

cooversion of the mountain streams to 

torrents during the wet season and to mere 

brooks in the dry. If the figures as given 
by statisticians are correct, manufacturers 

will not have long to brood over the decline 
in prices. 

GAIETY AND GLOOM. 

There is authority for the statement that 

great wit and madness are near allied, A 

writer in the London Graphic intimates 

that gaiety and depression are close neigh— 

bors. At least he points .out that while in 
the judgment of travellers Vienna is the 

gayest of capitals, yet statistics show that 

there have been two hundred suicides there 

in the last six monthe, It is startling to 

read the two statements side by side; but 

there is, concludes our English contem- 

porary, no real paradox, and they can be 

reconciled. For the truth is that giiety 
and depression are correlated like action 
and re-action, and an observed capacity 

for gaiety is strong presumptive evidence 

of au equal capacity for gloom. The man 

who is safest against melancholy is not he 

who most obviously enjoys his life, but he 

who is phlegmatic, and takes pains and 
pleasures alike as a matter of course. If 

the statisticians could prove, for instance, 

that the steady-going Dutch were specially 

addicted to self-destruction, they would 

give us a barder nut to crack than when 

they parade the long list of those who have 
taken their own lives in a centre where 

merriment abounds.

The House of Commons: not 

only order.d their criminal prosecution, 

but also ordered proceedings to recover 

the money taken from the public 

exchequer. Two years ago the gov 

ernment sottled with them - for $20,000, 

In May we find that the rights 

of the crown were waived in their favor 

and that their “claim, which was no claim 

at all,”’ instead of being advised upon by the 

cuief officers of my department was referred 

to Judge Burbidge. The government 
waived its right and gave them the right 

to claim $60,000, Judge Barbidge sat for 

three days, June 15, 16, and 17, with the 

result that the judgment was given against 

the crown for $45 000. I have the judg-— 
ment in my hands.

water that it is impossible to run trains 
over them. It will be a considerable time 
before traffic can again be resumed, as the 
waters have sapped the foundations of the 
bridges and it would be unsafe, until re- 
pairs are effected, to run trains over them, 
A water main in the city burst yesterday 
and the lower part of the town is sub- 
merged,

His Pocketbook Found, but the Money was 
Gone. 

R, Bates, of Kent county, who lost a 

considerable amount of money, besides 

valuable checks and papers representing 

eight to ten thousand dollars by having 
had his pockets picked at Truro station, 

on Tuesday, was notified by the railway 

department at his present address in Mul- 

grave, N. S., that the missing pocket- 

book had been found in the water-closet 

premises of a hotel at Truro on Thursday 

morning by the scrub woman.

They, to all appear- 
ances, stopped off at Truro and proceeded 
east the next morning as far as Antigo-, 
nish still in the company of their victims, 
Returning they relieved Mr. William 
Whitman, of Canso, of a pocketbook con- 
taining a small sum of money and a bank 
deposit receipt amounting to $200. Mr. 
Whitman reported his loss to the author- 
ities at Truro station and stopped payment 
of the paper. Last evening at six o'clock 
something went wrong with the flushing 
tank of the closet at the aforementioned 
station. Investigation developed tha 
presence of Mr. Whitman’s pocketbook 
with the papers enclosed, but the cash 
gone. The thieves, to all appearances, 
are making Truro their headquarters, and 
a quiet search is being made at tha 
hotels on behalf of the railway department 
in order to discover them, but 10 arrests 
had been made up to a late hour, 

ACCIDENTALLY KILLED. 

Mrs, John McLeod, of Military Road, 

was accid-ntally killed on Thursday by 

falling from a tkird story window to the 

ground below. She lived in the old St. 

Peter’s convent, next to St. Peter's hall, 

and was hapoging out clothes about five 

o'clock, when the fatality occurred, It is 

nct known what caused the accident, but, 

as the staple was drawn from the window 

casing, it is believed she was jerked from the 

window by the weight of the clothes, Her 
screams as she lay in the yard attracted the 
attention of a Mrs McManus and she was 
carried into the houses and Drs.

Her left leg 
was broken below the knee and her right 
arm above the wrist. She was also injured 
internally. © Mrs. McLeod lingered until 
about nine o'clock, when she died. The 
deceased was 49 years old and was a native 
of Charlottetown, Her busbard, who 
works in Murray’s mill, ard a son and 
daughter survive her. 

Coroner Berryman visited the house this 
morning and, after hearing the facts, de- 
cided that an irquest was unnecessary.
