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THE SEAL AGAIN.

The fur-bearing seal of the northern
Pacific is again attracting a good deal of
attention. The United States govern
ment has received news that the catch of
geals upon the Pribyloff Islands has been
decidedly small. These islands are under
control of the American government, Out-
side of the seals taken at the islands there
is a fleet of Canadian and American
fisherinen engaged in the fishery, and it is
contended that a good many of them are
“poachers,”” Within a day or two the
despatches stated that the American
cruisers had captured one Indian, one
American and three British fishing vessels
for viclating the laws. The ammaunition
was taken away from the 'American
schconer and they were all ordered to
Sitka. The Boston Advertiser, in an
editorial on the ‘‘doom of the seal,”
8ays:

There is general agreement among those
who are most familiar with the question
that the fur seals of the Pacific ocean are
rapidly becoming extinct. The number of
geals in the waters of the northern Pacific
last month was probably not one-sixth as
great as it was but a few years ago, and
the seal poachers are largely to blame for
this alarming decrease. In earlier years,
however, so long as the government had
a practical monopoly of the capture and
sale of sealskins, there was no striking
decrease in the size of the Pacific seal
herds. In killing the seals which were
taken for commercial uses, the agents
of the government took only the young
“‘bachelor’” seals, whose deaths did not
affect the rest of the herd. The poachers,
however, shoot at anything in sight.
Instead of driving a few “bachelor’ seals
away from the rest of the herd where they
may be easily captured, as is done on the
Pribyloff Islands, the poachers follow the
herds as closely as possible and shoot in-
discriminately, caring little as to the results,
80 that a good skin may be secured. In this
‘way it often happens that the mother seals
are killed, the young seals being left to die,
as none of the mother seals will take care
of any but their own offspring,

The result of this cruel and wasteful
policy, the Advertiser contends, has been
all too apparent within recent years, and
the paper blames Great Britain for this
state of affairs in declining so long to
interfere with the poachers. When the
‘“‘close season’’ was agreed upon, pending
the settlement of the arbitration award,
the poachers did not stop, but went on
slaughtering the geals more indiscrimin-
ately than ever, and this leads the Adver-
tiser to advocate the total annihilation of
the seals, for it says: ¢‘The seal-fur trade
will soon be wrecked by the extinction of
the seals. In that case, thousands of
British subjects will be thrown out of
employment by lack of ‘work. In view
of all thege' facts, the proposition has
been made to Congress that the United
States settle the matter and reap some
benefit from the settlement at the same
time, by making a general slaughter of the
seal herds during their summer visit to the
Pribyloff Islands, - If this course were
taken, the United States would get far
more out of the seal industry than the
nation has received for some time in the
past. At the same time, the slaughter
would: ba at least more humane than the
crpel practices of the seal poachers.”
¢This being so,”” the paper continues, *'it
may seem wise to accept the latter of the
alternatives, especially as the money re-
ceived for the sale of the fur skins might be
used in settling up some of the claims made
by the poachers against the United States.”’
The paper points out that it has been sug-
gested that the aid of Ruvssia might be
secured in forcing other European nations
to consent to laws for the protection of the
seals, Very few, if any, poachers attempt
{0 catch seals in Russian waters owing to
the severe treatment meted out to them if
caught, hence the suggestion that—

If the United States and Russiatogether
were to demand that England interdict seal
poachers, and enforce the intardiction just
as that against the slave trade has been en-
forced, the United States might solve the
problem without any unnecessary seal des-
truction. It remains to be seen, however,
whpther Russia will consent to make an
allxanf:e with the United States on this
question, Certainly, if Russia should act
with th_e American government, the chances
of‘ saving the seal might appear much
brxghter than they now are, Unfortunately,
Russia has as yet shown ne desire to pro-
tect any but her own interests in this
matter,

The Adveriiser is, perhaps, a little too
severe on the British (or Canadian) fish-
ermen, for it was contended by the public
men of the United States that one of the
reasons why the award of the Paris court
of arbitration was not paid was that a
great many of the claimants for damages
were United States citizens, and only took
refuge under the British flag in Canadian
vessels,

w. A CITY OF WEALTH.

An idea of the immense wealth of New
‘York is given by some figures relating to
taxes and property values just issued. The
total amount to be raised by taxation this
year is $44,000,000. The total value of
properiy assessed is $2,100,484,905, the
real estate being valued at $1,731,509,143
and the personal property at $374,9705,762,
The tax rate is $2.14 on each $100. As
there is no income tax, the levy is
principally on real estate, and the
wage-earners pay their share in rent. New
York has a system which probably helps to
bring in the taxes at a comparatively early
date. A rebateof 1 per cent, is allowed on
all payments that are made before Nov.
1, After that day a penalty of 1 per cent.
will be added for all taxes unpaid up to
Dec. 1, and 7 per cent. interest will ba
charged after Jan, 1 on all taxes dus than
Most of the large estates made their
payments on the first of September in
order to get the benefit of the dis-
count. ' The Vanderbilt estate pays
the largest amount of taxes, the figures
being $630,000, About one-third or more
of the property in New York is exempt
from taxation, Central Park alone is
assesced at about $90,000,000, Trinity
church i8 valasd at $4,000,000 and pays no
taxes. The posi office building would bs
assessed at $9,000,000 if it was not used
for governmental purposes. Biackwell’s
Island is exempted from payment of taxes
on $6,000,000. Every year the Legislature
fdds additional property to the exempt
list, Churches and charitable institutions
are not only exempted from paying taxes
on their real estate, but they are also
released from paying water rates,

As an offset to the Republican victory
In Vermont the silyerites rejoice over the
Democratic triumph in Arkansas. In
each instance the party that usually wins
in thess etates carried the day with an in-
creased majority, but especial significance

is given the victory in Arkansas because
it presages a ‘‘solid South" for Bryan.
The R:publicans have had hopes of break-
ing into the Democratic strongholds in the
South, but their prospects are not very
bright.

Liberalism wins all along the line.
When Mr. Adam Pattulo was elected in
the North Riding of Oxford the other day
to the Ontario Legislature in the place of
Sir Oliver Mowat he had & majority of over
eight hundrrd. His opponent was an inde
pendent. Hon., Mr. Davis, the new pic=
vincial secrete:y, was elected by acclama-
tion,

CONCERNING QUEEN’S COUNSEL.

Right of Appolntment now Being Argued.
OTTAWA, Sept. 8.
The question whether the Dominion or
he Provinces have the right to appoint
Queen’s counsel—a question that has been
before the Court of Appeals for nearly two
years, but because of a difficulty in the ap-
pointment of counsel to argue it hes
never been debated—was argued before the
Court of Appeals this afternoon. The
province claims the right to appoint under
the B. N. A. Act, as does the Dominion,
and also under the powers conferred on the
Lieutonant Governor., Amelius Irving,
Q C., for the province and J. H. Scott,
Q. C., for the Dominion. The court is
composed of Chief Justice Hagarty and
Justices Burion, MacLennan and Street,
Justice Osler declining to sit.
In the report which Sir Oliver Mowat
made to the Privy Couucil, under dats of
July 16, recommending that no action be
taken in the matter of issuing commissions
to Queen’s counsel recently appointed by
the old government, hesaid:

The undersigned is informed that the
publication of the names contained in the
recent order has caused a sensation among
members of the profession and others, that
the list has been very generally disapprov-
ed of, and that the disapproval is shared by
some who are named on the list as well as
by gentlemen previously holding the rank
of Queen’s counsel 2md by others., An ex-
amination of the list shows that the
selection of the names was not made on
the basis of professional or personal merit,
On the contrary there are names in the list
of gentlemen in regard to whom there
could be no pretence or supposition of
their having any claimson that ground,
and on the other hand many gentlemen
have been omitted frems the list whose pro-
fessional merits exceed that of many of
those named. Queen’s counsel have pre-
cedence in the courts over other barristers,
and obviously there is great injustice in the
bestowal of the honor and precedence upon
inferior barristers to the prejudice of those
better entitled thereto. Such a wholesale
and indiscriminate selection as was recom-
mended to Your Fxcellency is a degrada-—
tion of the office and is a grievance as
regards the bar generally instead of being
a merited honor to those appointed. The
existence of the degree is useful if the
jurisdietion to make the appointments is
reasonably exercised.

BOLT BLINDS A MAN.

Electric Flash Robs William Jennings of
Sight in Norwalk, Conn,

NorRwALK, Conn,, Sept. 7.
William Jennings, son of Mrs. Carrie
Jennings, of No. 24 ¥nion street, lies at
his home stricken totally blind.
He lost his sight in the midst of the ter-
rific electric storm last evening. - Mr, Jen-

nings suffers no pain, although the sight
is entirely gone, Until a specialist has been
consulted little can be said about the per-
manence of the affliction, but it is hoped
that sight will return in about two weeks,

Last evening after supper Mr. Jennings
started for Winnepauk, He boarded a
West avenue trolley car and took the rear
gseat, On the way the storm broke in all
its fury, and while the car was passing up
Pudding lane a bolt struck it and burned
out the motor. ~ There was a flash.  Mr,
Jennings saw it, felt a pecullar sensation
at his head, and when he opened his eyes
it was to find them sightless.

He suffered no other injury. His body
was not marked, and the stroke caused
him no pain. He cried out, and two fellow
passengers helped him to his home. Dr.
John Dumorlier was called, but could take
no decided step wuntil a specialist had
examined the patient, With this in view
he has summoned Dr, Wilson, of Bridge-
port.

The progress of his recovery will be
watched with considerable interest by
physicians, as well as by his friends, as
temporary or permanent blinding by light-
ning attracts special study from several
standpoints, psychological as well as
physical.

Mr, Speer said he did not intend his re-
marks as a warning to anyone not to go
to the exhibition; his object was to arouse
Christian indignation to resent the insult

SNAIL-LIKE LEGISLATION,

The Deceased Wife’s Sister S8till a British
Bugbear,

[From the Saturday Review.]
The position in which the marriage with
a deceased wife’s sister now stands is a
curious illustration of the omnipotence of
government and the practical helplessness

of the legislature, The bill for legalizing
these marriages has now passed the House
of Lords, and it has over and
over again been passed by the
House of Commons. Yet the measure
has no chance of being passed into law this
session, and it may be many years before
it is placed on the statute book. The bill
can only become a law by being taken up
as a government measure, and with the
predominance of clerical influence in the
present cabinet, it is not likely that it will
be put in & ministerial programme during
the life of this Parliament. There are still
people who cling to the old-fashioned
doctrine that the Legislature makes the
laws and the government executes them,
The trath is that, in these days, the Legis-
lature is powerless in the matter of legisla-
tion, and that the cabinet is both the
executive and legislative body. Practice
and theory are more widely divergent in
the British Constitution than in any other.
