years after all

Tre subject of the dissolution of all things
earthly. when the heavens <hall be rolled to-
getber in a scroll, and wime shall pe no longer for
the Jittie star of the universe called the earth,
bas always exercised a stravge fascination over
the minds ol meun. Prophets and astrologers
have presented their speculations frow time to
time, while scirntlsts and students bave argued
the case again aod agai. from the standpoiat of
known bypotheses and seemingly logical argu-
ment, The Bible iz full of declarations on ihis
print, and the early Christian fathers, takng
their cue therefrom, wrought out many ingenious
deductions

Renewed attention has been given to this sub
jeet during the last few years. Camille Flam-
marion, the eminent French astronomer, has
written much upon the subject,aund in one recent
work has vividly described the possibility of the
destruction of the world bv collision with a
comet. Lieutenant Totten, of the United States
Army, and =ilitavy instructos at Yale College,
tas also attained counsiderable notoriety bv his
predictions based upon deductiors from Biblical
cbronology and prophecy, Professor Fa b, of
Vienna., an g&ccompiished scientist, who has

Professor Falb’s predictions of seismatic dis-
turbance have been remarkably filled His warn
ing of the great earthquake at Zante, May 6 and
7, 1893. was published by newspapers all over the
world the day before the eartbquake occurred.
Anotber example of his accuraie fore knowledge
is shown in the fact tkat on March 31, 133 he
wrote to the Tourist Ciub of Vierna. acceptiug
an invitation to lectuore sbout eartbquakes, but
added tbot be would like better to de‘er the lec-
tare unt'l after April 13, #3 an eartbquake would
occur by that tiwe which would2id him in givir g
them enlightenment.

The latest prediction of Professor Falb is even
more disturbivg than that of any he has heretn-
fore made He asserts that on November 13, 1899,
that heavenly wanderer known 23 the comet of
1866 witl appear and collide with the earth; theu
will be the end of the eaith go far &3 we are con-
cerned, <

+hese prophecies arescientific predictions, besed
upon scieniific investigations into the physical
conditions o7 the earth. Professor Falb be ieves
all the deep-down interior of the earth is filied
with & molten mass which is subjeci to ebb and
flow like the waters of the oce«n, Between the
earth and this molten mass, wbich is gradually
cooling there is only a shell of an average of
eigh een miles in thickness, In some places the
cruet 18 thicker than in others

Where it is thinnest the confived terrible foreces
of the uuncer world, chiefly. in the form of gas.
se-ks copstantly toescape. and when the pressure
of the atmospbere arouod {he earth is Jowest the
gas finds an outles, usvally in well defived dis
tricts, generaliy ikrouh the volcamie vent holes,

Bat beyond the const.at preerure of gas, Pro-
fessor Falb hao the theory tbat the molien mess
beneath is subiect to the i1 fluevce of the macon,
which produces waves and occesionally great tidal
waves, which sweep aroved toe inner crust of
the world wiih terrifis force, shaking the earth
in its passage Prolessor Falb has published
every year the Jist of days on which he expects
seismic coovulsions. These he calls ‘‘critrcal
days.” and these days are those when the moon
approaches close to the earih.

A few years ago an investigator declared tbat
the taking oi so much coal and petroleum from
the bowels of the KEasiern United States
was goiog to change the balance of the
hemispbere and tip uvp the Eastern coast
submerging the Pacific  slova, and a

A NICE SWINDLE

Practiced on the United States Gevern-
ment by a Well Digger.
¥ WABHINGTON, July 20.

Smiting a rock for water is a time-honored and
ancient miracle which never has been duplicated
until recently even in appearance, As usual.
however, what was supposed to have been a great
performance turns out to be a mere fraud,

The funniest swindle ever perpetrated on the
goveroment has been discovered at Fort Myer,

the cavalry post near Arlington, overlookiog the
National Capitol. There has been great trouble
at this military station in gesting a suppty of
water for the troops.

The pumpings from the Potomac River have
cavsed much sickpess, and the ordinary wel!s are
inadequate. t(.onsequently, it was determined to
sivk an atrtesian pipe. aad fur the parpose an
appropriation was made by Congress. lhe first
shaft went hundreds of feet into the earth until
it struck a granite bed.

Avuother hole was opened, and this time water
came in apparent abundaoce. A thud well was
dug vear the second and both were tested by
ar ny experts until a flow of £9.(2) gallens a day,
with the assistance ot an eight horse power pumon
was reported The coutractor was paid $8 €2) for
his work last Nuvember, but, untit the recent
heat«d spell, no attempt was mede to use the new
supply.

Whoen the pump wa® put to work on the sup-
posed artesian wells last week they were found
to be as dry as diist, This created a suspicion,
and the Quartermaster-General directed that
digging *h ud be done. An excavation of six
feet brought to view a four-inch terra cotta pipe
leading to a nearby cistern supplied from a small
stream,

Then it was realized that when the tests had
been applied avd the 50,000 gallons of water a
day were reported, the experts had simply been
hifting the same warer over and over agaioafter
it was peraitted to tall back into the stream
from which it bad origivate~d.

The War Department is in a troubled state of
mind, Assistant Secretary Doe, who passed on the
paymeut of the monsy. is anxious to order out the
entire army in search of the tricky well digg-r.

That ivgevious but torifty individual has, it is
faid, goue to south America to dig other wells
for unsuspecting governments, taking with him,
it i8 presvmed, a needful supply of terra cotta
pipe, in case his employers become too impatient,

THE CANADIAN FROG.

An Important Export—How They are
Caught—G:etting Scarce and Cunning
[Ogdensburg Journal.]

Yesterday a consigonment of several hundred
pounds of frogs’ legs passed through Ogdensburg
on its way to market in New York. The goods
were from Cauada and passed the custom office
as fresh meat. The Canadian frogs’ legs are

valued wheun they are entered here at 30 cents a
prund but when they reach the covsumer iu the
city they bring as high as 80 cents a pound. Tbey
¢ me principally from the Ridean River, and as
mauoy a8 15 tons from that region pass through
Ogdensburg in the course of a season, In New
York they bring a nigher price than the American
product, beiug larger and tenderer. Rideau River
is one of the greatvst frog fishing localities in the
worid. At oue stretch in the river there is about
32 miles of nearly stagnant waters, acrd the frogs,
undisturbed for years, grew to suormous size,and
were almost fearless. They would git upon mossy
logs, with their yeilow throatsshiviog iu the sun,
looking a8 large as chickens. All that was neces-
sary to do was to drop a fish-hook baited with red
fl snnel down in fropt of them, and they would
grab the bait and the frog was caught «r,if
tbe fisherman d-sired, he could take a long, Jim-
ber pole avd hit them on the head and pick them
up Of late y»ars, having been hunted so much,
the Rideau River frog i#8 bscoming very conning,
aud it requires as much gkill to captare one as it
dhes any much hunted game. One of those frogs
can now gee a man five or gix rods away, and wiil
aive uncer the water at his approach,

ONTARIO’S MARRIAGE ACT.

Kew Legislation Comes into Effect on
August 1st,

[Toronto Globe.]

The act of the Ontario Legisliature, passed last
se<sion, entitled **The Marriage act, 1896,”” which
counsolidates and amends the acts relating to toe
solemnization of marriage, will come into force
on August 1st, Copies of the act in pamphlet
form will be supplied by all Clerks of the Peacs

at ten cents each copy, and as there are many
alteratlons, importaut 10 be knowa by the clergy,
tbere should be many inquiries tor copes,

The sct deciares who ouly may solemuize mar-
riage in Outatio, viz,, clergy, etc.who are re-
sident in the Domiuion (and it may b»s added that
peoalties are imposed by the Statutes of Canada
ou those who officiate without lawful au hority).
Banus are to be pub ished (theugh on one suo-
day only) one week bsfore a mairiage, in the
parish or municipa'ity, ete.. in which each party
lives, when they live in differeut parishes, etc ,
andvn certificate of tbe publication, wuen in two
parishes 38 to be given to the minister who
solemuizes the marriage.

Licenses are to be issued on afidavits to be made
by both parties. aud the degrees of affinity, which
bar marriage. are to be printed on the affidavits
and to be explained to applicants.

Baons and licenses to lapse if the proposed
marriage be not solem« ized within three montue,
Marriages may not be solemnized beiween 10
o’clock p. m and 6 a, m,, except under special
circumsiances,

him out of his age oc off the earth He is not a
docttinaire in politics. His nephew is.

TRYING TO GET EVEN.

liock wnd Watech Makers Get Into the
Dicycle Trade.

Clock and watch makers who found
their regular business falling off on ac-
count of the bicycle craze are now mak-
ing up for it in the manufacture and
sale of cyclometers. Competition is ex-
ceedingly lively among the rival mak-
ers, to the great benefit of the rider.

Three or four years ago there were
only a few makes of cyclometers, and
they were very heavy and costly. Now
cyclometers are made as small as a sil-
ver quarter, weigh almost nothing and
can be purchased at a trifling cost.
Many dealers add a cyclometer to the
equipment of the bicycle as an induce-
ment to the purchaser, and as a result
wicycles without cyclometers are the ex-
reption,

Cycling has brought many blessings
in its train, and one of the greatest of
these is the neat little register which
records accurately the distance traversed
by the cyclist. It is practically a 10,000
mile tapeline in a compact and conven-
fent form. It is a great satisfaction for
the rider to see the miles roll up on the
dial as he spins along. The present cy-
clometers are very simple in construc-
tion, and as a rule perform their duty
without error, but too much must not
be expected of what is merely a me-
chanical contrivance. A rider can hardly
expect his cyclometer to measure the
distance between two points accurately
if he wabbles from one side of the road
to the other. In this way a beginner’s
cyclometer might record a mile while
he has been pursuing his sinuous course
for only half that distance.

Cyclometers are made for wheels of a
given diameter, and if a 26 inch oyclom-
eter be fitted to a 28 inch wheel the
figures will not be accurate enough to
be valuable. For the same reason if the
front tire be soft an appreciable error
in the measurement will occur, because
of the lessened diameter of the bicycle
wheel. If the tiré sinks in a quarter of
an inch under the weight of the rider,
the error in a mile ride would amount
to 14 yards. Thus the accuracy of a cy-
clometer measurement varies percepti-
bly, according to the hardness of the
tire. However, the average bicycle rider
is not an engineer or surveyor, and the
popularity of the cyclometer is in no
way endangered because of this slight
variation from the truth, a failing to
which the cyclometer is often driven by
the scorcher eager for a huge mileage
record.

So long as the. variation is on the cy-
clist’s side the cyclometer’s future is
safe. At any rate, the demand for the
device is lively, and the makers are re-
trenching their losses incurred by the
encroachment of the bicycle upon the
watch trade. — New Orleans Times-
Democrat.

The Appellate Courts.

Appellate courts can know nothing of
the real trial as it did occur, yet they
are not deterred from granting new
trials and practically co-operating with
unscrupulous attorneys for the escape of
men guilty of the most wicked murders.
Appellate courts too frequently seem to
think that superior knowledge of the
law is shown not by affirming the ac-
tion of the trial court, but by standing
in antagonism to it and by criticising
its action.

It is like the case of the bold, open
critic, who frequently gets credit for su-
perior knowledge by the audacity of
his criticism, when, in fact, he knows
nothing of the subject. Appellate courts
are very often made up of men wanting
in knowledge of the most elementary
principles of the criminal law, for they
have never either studied or practiced
it. With this want of knowledge of the
very law they are seeking to administer,
they try the case not on its merits, to
determine the guilt or innocence of the
man, but they try it by some technical
rule which has really no relation to the
guilt or innocence of the accused.—
North American Review.

The Rulers of England.

Kings have governed England for
698 years, queens for 120 and protectors
for 11 years. The average reign of the
kings has been 234 ycars, of the queens
80 years, the average reign of all the
sovereigns being between 28 and 24
years. The average reign of the kings
of the Angevin dynasty—=8014 years—is
greater than that of any other reigning
family, although the average reign of
the house of Brunswick very nearly ap-
proaches it. The aveggge of the Yorkist
kings—8 years—is m least of all.
Four sovereigns of England have been
of the Norman dynasty, and reigned 88
years; eight were Angevinsor Plantag-
enets and reigned 245 years; three were
of the house of Lancaster and reigned
62 years; three of that of York and
reigned 24 years; five were Tudors and
reigned 99 years, and there have been
six sovereigns of the house of Bruns-
wick, which has existed now for 181
years.
