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HELP ASKED FOR.

An appeal for aid for the inhabitants of
the town of Tignish, Prince Edward Island,
has been issued., The town was almost
totally destroyed by fire on the 30th of
August and many of the inhabitants were
left homeless and destitute, Families have
been divided and billeted out here and
there among the farmers of the surround-
ing country, This has been found to be
necessary in order to provide shelter for so
many people who have lost their homes,
and it is to aid these that a relief com-
mittee has been formed. This committee
has undertaken the task of appeal-
ing to the charity and sympathy, not only
of the people of the Island, but also
to those throughout the Dominion. The
members of the committee of seven in
number will receive any contributions and
distribute them among the distressed. If
the contributions are in money the remit-
tances should be forwarded to the presi-
dent either by registered letter or post
office order; if anything else but cash is
forwarded it should be marked, ‘‘For
Relief Committee,”” as this will insure
reduced rates on transportation. Special
appeals are made to the Mayors of the
chief cities of Canada; the co-operation of
the principal newspapers is asked, and the
hearty support of private citizens in the
work is solicited. The committee are
Rev. Dugald M. Macdonald, who is presi-
dent and treasurer; F, J. Buote, S. F.
Perry, J. Dorion, M. D., J. W. Green,
Patrick Kennedy and John Hackett. The
case is one that calls for substantial help,

LABOR LAWS AT THE ANTIPODES.

Just now there is a good deal of agita—
tion going on among the labor organiza-
tions, both in the United States and Can-
ada, for shorter hours, and outside of
‘those who take a prominent part in what
is termed skilled organized labor many
thinking men are inquiring as to the effect
of reduced hours from the economist
standpoint. Mr. P. J. McGuire, who is
one -of the leading men in the United
States in favor of organized labor, in speak-
ing at Portland, Me., on Wednesday night,
favored the ‘‘eight-hour day” in order to
give more chance for the employment of
the idle, The plan had been tried in
Australia, he said, and worked well. Prof.
Dyde, of Kingston, Ont., who has taken a
deep interest in the labor problerh in Can-
ada, recently communicated with the Min-
ister of Labor and Education in New
Zoaland as to the effect of the compulsory
half-holiday required by law, and the
reduction of hours for women and minors.
Professor Dyde put his communication in
queries, as follows: ‘Do adult males work
greater number of hours than they did
before the act passed? Are young persons
under eighteen dismissed from work and
older males employed in their stead? How
is business affected by the change? Does
the half-holiday have any influence upon
the observance of Sunday? Does the
half-holiday increase the number of
drunks and disorderly cases at the
police - eourt the  following day?”’ In
brief, the replies of the government
officials to these questions stated that
there was no doubt that a compulsory half-
holiday during the week leads-to a well-
kept Sunday, as the artisan or shopman
then has a chance for recreatvion and is
willing to rest on Sunday. The hours of
the week are limited for women and young
persons, but not for adult males. The
eompulsory closing of the shops on half-
holidays has not in any noticeable degree
increased the working hours of adult males
during other days. There was talk of
reduction, but nothing came of it and now
there is a very healthy trend of public
opinion on the subject, No young
people under eighteen had been dismissed
on account of the limitation of the labor
hours, - Limiting the working hours of
women, girls and children limits the work
of the adults, as the stoppage of one
part of the machinery in mills, etc., often
necessitates the total closing down of the
factory. There had been no real injury
done to business. Since all must close, the
volume of business remains the same,
There had been no influence of any sort
upon the police court cases, certainly the
holiday had not tended to increase drunken-
ness, and as a reason for the general sober-
ness of men and women, it was held that
the sound, healthy men and women who
play tennis, or the girl just in from a ten-
mile walk, is less Jikely to want stimulants
than the poor, fagged, worn-out person
without holidays, and with whom life drags.
No answer could be given as to the attend-
ance at places of worship, as no statistics
were compiled. On the whole the New
Zealanders hold their labor laws have a
general tendency for good upon the in-
dustrial classes.

Among the acts performed by the late
administration after they had been con-
‘démned by the people at the polls was the
appointment of a commission to revise and
consolidate the Dominion statutes. The
objeet was to provide rewards for political
friends, including a defeated candidate,

Mr. Coatsworth, of Toronto., A salary
of '$1,000 a year was attacted
to a commissionership, and it was ex-

pected the work would occupy several
years. The Governor General gave
his sanction to the appointment of the
commissioners, but the new govern-
ment took the matter into consideration
and it is now announced that by an order—
in-council dated Aug. 20 the appointments
have been cancelled, This has been done
on the recommendation of Sir Oliver
Mowat, Minister of Justice, on the ground
that as Parliament had not sanctioned the
appointments it would be well to rescind
them. No doubt Mr. Coatsworth and his
brother commissioners will be disappointed
and their friens may raise another ‘‘con-
stitutional’ question, but the action of the
government will be heartily endorsed by
the country,

The Toronto Telegram, independent
Conservative, says: ‘‘When the Liberals

. come in they will be told that a grit gerry=-

mander is the best answer to a tory gerry-
mander, They will be told to replace the
franchise act with an act which will give
to the grits all the advantage which the
present statute gives the tories. If they

 are wise they will understand that there is

in this country a spirit which yearns for
fair play in politics, and that in the long
run fairpess earns more than fraud, even
in this country,” A spirit of fair play

and honesty in politics dictates that the
evil work of the gerrymander shall be
undone, and that a franchise law based
on common sense should be enacted.
There is no need of unfairness, and there
is not likely to be any.

The announcement in our Ottawa des
patches that Mr. Chesley, ex-M, P., was
appointed immigration agent here by the
moribund government will excite some
surprise in Portland. Ald. McGoldrick’s
friends were sure that he was slated for the
position before election, but he was *‘left"
after the ballots told their tale. They have
the satisfaction of knowing, however, that
the same fate befell Mr. Chesley.

“THE GREAT ASSASSIN.”

EUROPE TO BE AROUSED AGAINST
THE SULTAN OF TURKEY

Because of the Armenians and Cretan
Atrocities.
BosTon, Sept. 11,

A special despatch to the Merald from
London says: ‘It is reported that a private
despatch arrived here last night from Con-
stantinople confirming the rumors recently
current that the powers are seriously con-
sidering the question of deposing the
Sultan. It is added that important
developments are expected from the
probable action of the Sheik Ul Islam,
whose flat is necessary for the legal re-
moval of the Caliph. In consequence of
the receipt of a peremptory British
note, the Sultan of Turkey has issued
an irade ordering that the expulsion
of Armenians from Constantinople be
stopped. The popular feeling of indigna-
tion excited by the cruelties of the Sultan
against the Armenians and the Christians
in-Crete will shortly find ‘ voice in a serieg
of mass meetings that have been sum-
moned in Birmingham, Manchester and
other large cities in Eogland. This feeling
is not confined to England, as is evidenced
by the. fact that a large meeting to de-
nounce the massacres in Anatolia and
Crete;, and to call upon the powers
to put an end to the misgovernment of the
Sultan, was held in Berlin yesterday, and
further meetings for the same object will
soon be held in other places in Germany.
In Paris a number of Armenian students
made a tour of the newspaper offices and
appealed to the editors to arouse the sym-
pathy of the nation for their suffering and
despairing countrymen. The students
were generally advised to keep quiet until
after the visit of the Czar to Paris. They
were told that after the Czar had left Paris
indignation meetings would have a pros-
pect of success. A few days ago
Mr, Gladstone was requested to address a
mass meeting to be held at Liverpool for
the purpose of condemning the Sultan of
Turkey for permitting the massacres of
Armenians. In reply to the request Mr.
Gladstone has written a letter in which he
says: ‘‘My opinion of the great assassin
and of the disgrace the European powers
have allowed him to bring upon them are
well known to my countrymen, but I do
not think that benefit would accrue from
my taking part in meetings, however
valuable and even obligatory such meet-
ings may be for those still engaged in the
active duties of public life.” 2

a heavy southerly gale, Seaman William
Christianten, aged 28, a native of Norway,
was carried overboard by mainsail and
drowned.

THE PERFECTION.—Some particglars
have been received here of the destruction
by fire of the British barque Perfection,
Captain Loomer, from Quebec, on Aug.
17, for Rio de Janeiro. It seems that she
was burned on August 30 in latitude 42 3
north and longitude 50 22 west, The
members of her crew were picked up on
September 2 by the Dutch steamer Spar—
nam, from New York for Boulogne and
Rotterdam, and were landed in England.
Captain Loomer, it appears, suspecis a
Belgian sailor of having set fire to the
ship.

Tue LATE STORM.—A Vineyard Haven
despatch states Thursday night five fishing
schooners and a small number of coasters

were anchored at Tarpaulin Cove during
the violent easterly gale. Sch, Red Jacket,
Mullen, of and from Rockland for New
Bedford and Providence with 1,580 barrels
of lime, parted both chains and dragged
afoul of the fishing schooner Edith L
Conley, carrying away port rail and chain
plates. She afterwards drove ashore on the
west side of the harbor, where she pounded
heavily, but remains tight. The Conley
lost bowsprit and all her headgear. Fishing
schooner Emma, of Portland, parted both
chains and fouled schr, Mertis H. Perry,
of Gloucester, and had main and fore booms
broken. Her standing rigging was carried
away and port bulwarks stove. She after-
wards went ashore on the rocks near the
lighthouse and bilged. She lost both
seine boats. The Perry lost foremast and
bowsprit, with all headgear, and received
other damage. During the collision, Ned
Shehan, of Provincetown, one of Perry’s
crew, jumped overboard and was drowned.
Schooners Helen and Maud Gertrude, of
Newport, parted chains and went ashore
on the west side of Tarpaulin Cove.
Five vessels were wrecked at Point
Judith, It is believed all hands Wwere

saved.
