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ENGLAND AND ARMENIA, 

The affairs of Armenia are again attract- 

ing the attention of Europe, and, although 

Lord Salisbury, in his speech on Saturday 

when assuming the wardenship of the 

Cinque ports, disclaimed the idea of armed 

intervention in the affairs of the Turkish 

empire, it will be assumed by everybody 

that he spoke as he did because the recent 

riots in Constantinople accentuated sharply 

the condition of things. The usually well- 

informed London correspondent of the 

New York Sun declares that the attack on 
the Qttoman bank, and the attendant 

riots in the streets of Constantinople, were 

the result of a determination on the part 

of the Armenians either to be driven out 
of existence entirely or to secure reform. 

All peaceable means having failed, the 

armed insurrection having also failed, 
nothing remained but the adoption of 

means 0 desperate that even the friends 

of Armenia were compelled to condemn. 

Mr. Chamberlain writes to the Sun : 

The native population of Armenia are in 
the most desperate situation it is possible 
to conceive. Recent events have deprived 
them of the last vestige of hope. A whole 
year of diplomatic muddling by the repre- 
sentatives of the powers at Constantinople 
has resulted in the substitution of a worse 
fate for the Armenian people than the 
quick despatch by the sword which befel 
the fortunate ones whose bones now fill 
great trenches at Marash. Not a single 
reform has been wrung from the Sultan 
except a stay of execution for the survivors. 
The last hope vanished when the Armenian 
Patriarch was compelled to retire and a vile 

- creature of the Sultan was put in his place. 
The summer has now gone, and there 
remains perhaps a qudrter of a miliion of 
naked, homeless, foodless people upon the 
barren fields of Armenia. Europe and all 
Christendom, in fact, had forgottén them 
and their miseries, Everybody hoped they 
would die quietly without any fuss. They 
were not considerate enough of the wishes 
of Lord Salisbury, Prince Lobancff and 
Emperor William to meet their fate in that 
way. They insisted in making a choice of the 
manner of their death even at the expense of 
annoying Europe with another diplomatic 
incident. Very foolish and very wrong 
was that little affair at the Ottoman bank, 
which would be an excuse for another 
Armenian massacre, in other words, a 
signal for bringing welcome relief from 
their sufferings. Nobody doubts that the 
tidal wave of Armenian blood which start— 
ed in Constantinople on Wednesday will 
sweep through all that desolate land, and 
the tiresome Armenian problem will at last 
be solved. Will the Sultan still sit secure 
upon his bloody throne? I believe so. 
That imposing impotency, *‘the powers,” 
has no reason for interfering, The Armen- 
ians were undoubtedly aggressors in the 
last outrage, and the Sultan should be 
thanked rather than condemned for ‘‘the 
-vigorous measures’ he used for restoring 
order. 

Lord Salisbury, being installed into the 
wardenship of the five great ports which 

are so identified with the past glories of 

England, found if necessary to speak with 

some vigor, It is true that he said little 

more than he said on at least one previous 

occasion, when he strongly warned Turkey 

of what was before her, but he cannot 

continue to threaten without being com- 

pelled at last to action, The treaty of Paris 

is so interpreted as to hold the great powers 

to unity of action in regard to the Turkish 

empire and, although the public opinion of 

England is ripe for some movement in favor 

of Armenia, the most that Lord Salisbury 

can do is to warn Turkey and to hope and 

#*pray that the wisdom of the other powers 

may see some means to abate the danger 

that has already existed too long.” But 

perhaps it is better to give His Lordship’s 
own words: 

It is impossible to ignore the feelings 
of uneasiness which from time to time 
beset the governments of Europe, because, 
though Europe is in itself healthy, there is 
at one extremity of it a gangrene, which 
may threaten the health and the security 
of the whole. I have come to this point, 
and I rather tremble at my own rashness 
in having done so. For I know if I say 
anything of the evils which exist in South- 
ern Europe I shall be informed that I 
threatened the Ottoman government, and 
am bound to carry the threats out. I en- 
tirely demur to that criticism. It is a 
confusion of thought, because I have still 
the right to warn those with whom the 
responsibility of - the present danger 
lies of the punishment which in the 
course of events may await them; but 
I do not hold that I have pledged 
my country to go to war on the event. A 
preacher may be very earnest in denounc- 
ing sin, but he is not bound to come down 
from the pulpit and take a big stick to 
inflict chastisement on the impenitent, 
Aud, therefore, when I say that there is a 
gangrene in the extremity of Europe, do 
not assume that 1 am making any kind of 
implication that I intend to volunteer the 
role of physician to cut it out. On the 
contrary, I do not think it is probable that 
Her Majesty's government will do any- 
thing to depart from that unity of action 
which seems to be prescribed by the 
Treaty of Paris. But not the less the 
danger exists, and will continue, 
There is a centre of rottenness from 

which disease and decay may spread to 
healthier portions of the European com- 
munity and therefore so long as this state 
of things exists in southeastern Europe— 
and I earnestly pray that the wisdom of the 
other powers may see some means to abate 

the danger that has already existed too 
long—so long as it exists we must not 
imagine to ourselves that the danger of a 
disturbed equilibrium in the European at- 
mospheré has entirely passed by, and that 
we may not be called upon to go to the front 
and take part in the perils in dealing with 
which our ancestors acquired so much glory 
and made England what she is, 
The time for exertion has not entirely 

passed by, still less has the time of pre- 
paration passed by. [ pray that while 
there is time we may avail ourselves of it; 
but I am quite sure that when the danger 
comes, whether our preparations are ad- 
vanced or not—and I hope that they may 
be adequate—the high spirit and the manly 
feeling of this part of England, which the 
Cinque ports represent, will be to the fore 
as in earlier times, and will defend Eng- 
land at any risk against the danger and 
write her name again as the maintainer of 
civilization, as the friend of peace, but as 
the indomitable defender of the liberty of 
independent people, which has been her 
fame and her distinction, 
These are undoubtedly brave and sym-— 

pathetic words, but the great nation which 
utters them through her Foreign Minister 
cannot continue to utter them and at the 
same time continue her inaction, 

REINHART, THE ARTIST. 

Those who have followed the growth and 

development of magazins and book illus- 

trating during the past twenty years will 

hear with regret of the death of Charles H, 

Reinhart, who has been among the fore- 

most workers in this branch of art. Mr, 

Reinhart has done excellent work in other 

directions, but his reputation rests chiefly 

upon his success as an illustrator, He was 

particularly happy when depicting some 

phase of American life or some harmless 

characteristic of the individual American. 

Gibson, in his treatment of society and of the 

American girl, whom he has made famous 

but who belonged to Mr, Reinhart by right 

of an older acquaintance; owes much of 
his success to the artist who showed the 
“summer girl” in all her witching beauty 

ia “Their Pilgrimage.” It was for this 
story of life at the great American resorts 

—rthe seaside, mountains and lakes—that 

Mr. Reinhart did perhaps his best work as 

a distinctive American illustrator wh o wa 

able to find the picturesque elements from 

among a distinctly unpicturesque people, 

and to infuse strength, vigor and truth 

into his portraitures. Since then Mr. Rein- 

hart has done much work 6f a similar kind, 

aad while never great in the fallest sense 

of the word deserves more than a passing 

word of recozni‘ion. His death will make 

a gap in the ranks of the mag:z us artists, 

who are not by any means a large compsny, 

nor at present a strong one. Here and 

there a stand is being made by some art- 

loving soul against grotesque or popular 

work, but the majority succumb to the fad 

of the moment which demands ‘‘results’ 

and “‘effects’’ rather than pictures. It was 

a conscientious adherence to principle based 

upon a true love of art that placed Mr. 

Reinhart’s work above the average and 

that will make it difficult to find for him a 

worthy successor.

A Big BErG.—The Furness line steamer

On 
Sunday morning, about 5 o'clock, an im- 
mense iceberg was passed on the edge of 
the Banks, in lat. 48 03 north, long, 48 30 
west. It is supposed that this is the same 
berg which the steamer Moldavia struck, 
and which sent her to the bottom. The 
Damara approached the berg in clear 
weather and passed about three miles to 
the southward of it. The berg appeared 
to be about two miles long and from two 
hundred to three huadred feet “high. Oae 
end was much lower than the other. It 
could not be judged which way the Arctic 
mass was drifting, but presumably its 
course was south.

MISS JACK’'S PICTURES, 

A Kine Qollection Shown in Messrs. 

Flood’s. 

The pictures which Miss Marion E. Jack 

has placed on exhibition in the show room 

at Messrs, Flood’s store will probably at- 

tract very considerable attention. Miss 

Jack has been studying art for a year or 

two past in France and Eogland, and she 

has brought home to St. John these pleas— 

ing little works as tangible evidence of the 
results of her studies. They consist of 

twelve pictures in oil colors, and seven pas- 

tels, Taking them up in the order of their 

numbers, we shall give some brief com- 
ments upon them, which may afford our 

readers an idea of what they may find in 
them, observing at the outset that they are 
well worth going to see, and that visitors 
may desire to become possessors of more 
than one example of the artist’s work, No. 
1 presents to us a view of ‘Rouen Cathe- 
dral,”” showing principally the tower and 
spire as the great building is approached 
through a side street, the row of houses on 
either leading up to the cathedral in 
the distance, The view is painted 
broadly, and in a manner partaking 
of the impressionist style, We 
presume that our young artist mo- 
destly hesitated to attempt dealing with so 
difficult an architectural subject as the front 
of this great church presents. Half a 
century ago a traveller said of it: ‘The 
cathedral is in many places overlaid with 
embellishments, and individual parts 
occasionally detract from the total impres- 
sion and chain the mind down to the form 
when it would soar to God. But the 
impression produced by the facade is quite 
magical.” ‘The Path to the Farm,” No. 
2, is also painted broadly, and has a rather 
sketchy look, But the colors of the ground 
and the foliage are very natural and good, 
and the whole effect is pleasant. No, 3 is 
a ‘“‘Street in Rye,” in which the objects 
are delineated with sharper outlines, al- 
though the coloring is all broad. The light 
¥1 the foreground falls upon the front of an 
old house, at one door of which an old 
w®man, carrying a large basket—fled, of 
course—upon her back is just entering, 
while on the steps of another entrance a 
group of children are at play. All the 
buildings seen, as well as the street, 
have a clean, well kept appear- 
ance. In the distance rises the 
end and angular roof of a church which 
stands embosomwed by trees. This unpre- 
tending little picture will, if we are not 
much mistaken, have many admirers, 
“A Fisherman,” whose picture comes next, 
is a hardy, weather-beaten toiler of the sea, 
whose honest countenance — evidently 
Enpg'ish—has in it a good deal of character. 
In No. 5, “Mere Tots,”” we have a very 
interesting study of an old woman who has 
become a historic personage. She was 
once as a domestic a part of Jean Francois 
Millet’s-household, and served the artist as 
a model for the woman in his world- 
renowned picture, “The Angelus,” She 
is still living at Barbison, where Miss Jack 
met her and sketched her features. As 
brought before us on this canvas, she has a 
very expressive Breton face, with large, 
dark eyes, and is altogether such a one as 
we should expect to see if we were looking 
for a true specimen of the peasantry of 
Brittany, This painting will bear exami- 
nation well. 

No. 6, “Interior Rye Church,” shows a 
fine eff:ct of light striking upon the massive 
Gothic columns and arches of the old 
edifice. 
“A Veteran,” No. 7, is a good picture. 

The veteran is a large, old manin a sitting 
position, His right hand grasps a cane 
and his left hand rests extended upon his 
knee. His large, intelligent head is bald 
on the top, but the sides and back of it 
are surrounded by abundant long, grey 
hair, which flows down gracefully over his 
shoulders. And the growth of his full 
beard and moustache is luxuriant. From 
under a high, full forehead keen eyes, 
overbung by shaggy eyebrows, look out 
directly at us. The head is inclined 
slightly to the left shoulder, as if in atten— 
tion to someone just in front of him; and 
the whole expression of this sturdy old 
man’s countenance is manly, honest and 
withal kindly. Although painted in a 
rather low tone we like this careful study 
very much, 
In No. 8 we have a simple, but quite 

pretty little sketch of the ‘* Village Green, 
Brightlingsea.”” © Across the quiet green 
plot of level ground we look at picturesque, 
ancient cottages, while on the right hand 
stands a more stately modern house. Oae 
or two figures are descried. standing near 
the distant cottages, but no living and 
moving thing—not even a dog or a bird— 
disturbs the settled repose of the spot 
which may at some time have been full of 
life and eager action. 
“Bodium Castle, Sussex,” No, 9, is an 

interesting Norman-built castle in ruinous 
condition. The ivy-covered walls, the lake 
or pond, in front, and the roadway leading 
to the great gate, are depicted in a plain, 
realistic manner. 
No. 10, “Roses,” presents a half-dozen 

pink roses in an ordinary jug, painted 
freely yet quite effectively. 
A “Study of a Head,”” No. 11, is a pro- 

file view of a woman whose eyes and part 
of whose face are turned from the specta- 
tor. A strong light strikes full upon the 
face and imparts to the painting a good 
deal of force. 
No. 12 is entitled ‘‘Louis Qainzs”’ 

(Cavalier), 1f is a side view of the full 
length figure of a cavalier seated. He is 
dressed in a dark suit, apparently of velvet, 
and has a cloak thrown loosely over his 
shoulders. He wears trunk hose and heavy 
top-boots, the soft tops being doubled 
down. His hat is a large, broad-brimmed, 
flexible chapeau, adorned with a bunch of 
white feathers, The cavalier’s pose as be 
sits inclined slightly forward, looking 
downward as if meditating, is admirable 
and excites one’s interest at once, He has 
a handsome face, a full, though not long, 
beard and abundant hair, The subject is 
well handled and strongiy painted, but the 
title of the picture is surely somewhat of a 
misnomer. This gallant cavalier could 
never be intended for the weak King 
Louis XV. himself, Judging by costume, 
this gentleman belongs rather to the pre- 

ceding century, to the time of Louis XV.’s 
great-grandfather, Louis Quatorze, or per- 
haps even to the period of ‘Le Grand 
Monarque’s” grandfather, the chivalrous 
Henry of Navarre, who was assassinated 
just before the birth of his unworthy 
descendant, Louis XV., in 1710. 
In addition to these paintaings in oil 

colors, Miss Jack has here, as we have 
said, a number of pretty pastels, One, 
“Bas Mendon, Seine,”” shows several 
barges beside the bank of the river, with 
warehouses in mid distance, and on the 
further bank trees which are well reflected 
in the water under a quiet sky. The 
coloring is good. ‘‘Barbison’’ represents 
a piece of flat land in springtime verdure. 
In the foreground are apple trees in bloom 
—one standing just beside a great grey 
boulder. Across the ecene moves a woman, 
carrying a basket and leading a little girl, 
who drags aleng behind her a branch of an 
apple tree covered with blossoms. It all 
makes a pretty picture. ‘‘A Cottage in 
Rye” is low and red-roofed and before it 
stretches a green plot of meadow land,into 
which a stream or creek passes from the 
foreground, and on the bank of the stream 
8it3 a patient angler, Behind the cottage 
rises a row of graceful trees. The colors 
are very pleasing, and the general effects 
good. ‘**Washing Day’’ exhibits, at the 
gear of a cluster of neat cottages, lines fill- 
ed with the clothes hung out to dry. Very 
realistic and good. ‘Apple Blossoms’ are 
in the corner of the orchard where boulders 
abound. The colors of the blossoms, which 

load the trees, and press the foliage out of 
view, are very natural. ‘‘An Old Garden’ 
lies at the rear of a substantial red-brick 
cottage,and iis trim walks and green banks 
on which a few rosebushes appear are 
sketched with pre Raphaelite fidelity, ‘An 
Old Wall—Moret”’ is the best of these pas- 
tels. A bit of roadway runs in from us be- 
tween a high blank wall on the left and a 
lower wall, with gateways on the right. 
Wpon this the brilliant sunlight falls and 
brings out the rich colors of the blooming 
apple trees which it encloses. In the shade 
of the strongly contrasted, plain, frowning 
wall on the left side, passes along an olp 
woman, carrying a loaded basket on her 
back, and supporting herself with a cane. 
The bent figure, showing the back of a 
toiler who is on the ‘shady side” of life, 
has pathos in it, 
These works give abundant promise that 

their fair author may one day achieve dis- 
tinction in the art she evidently loves,
