When the day comes, who
will be so eager to throw up its cap and
r¢joice as the Fredericton Herald? The
St. Croiz Courier, & Conservative paper,
is very auxious for the existing aIrange-
ment to continue and intimates some jr=
consistency on the part of the GLOBE,
because it wants a Inberal leader in Local
politics, and seeks to end the existing con-
di ions under which the government is
riding two horses, The GLOBE in enunci-
ating its views on this subj-ct now is but
enuociating views to which it has given
utterance for several years. The govern-
ment of this Province would be improved
i the sdministration were responsibleto s
political party. In & very shorttime the
situation will be within Mr. Emmerson’s
grasp, and he will show whether he is
equal to the crisis which is approaching.

1f the Liberals of New Brunswick insist
upon Mr. Emmerson taking the premier-
ship, or call upon him to lead them in a
contest and get control of the Local govern-
men', what can he doabout i ? He cannot
prevent the demand from being made.
His opinion upon the matter will go for
something, bat it will not stop the move-
ment, for there is always the alternative of
gsome other man taking up the work.
Probably it may be more convenient for
Mr. Emmerson and Mr. Duann to have
things as they are, but they are mot the
only persons who are to be suited. The

Liberal party must be satisfied. They are
not all satisficd now., Mr. Emmerson
tells for political purposes a humor-

ous story of a farmer who owned a
bull, and semetimes the owner led
his animal out to fresh pasture ground,
While doing this one day he tied the lead-
ing rope around bis waist, Something
started the sturdy animal upon the run
and the farmer was jerked and tossed and
hustled and hurled arourd at a pace he
In this plight he was
met by a neighbor who asked him where
he was going, “¢*Oh, I do not kmow,”
ejaculated the much-tossed man, ‘‘you
must ask the buil.’* - For the moment we
forbear asking Mr. Emmerson as he is now
tied the leading question of his own
story.

THE GOVERNOR GENERALSHIP.

The home government, before it ap-
points a governor for Canada, or for the
great Australian colonies, usually intimates
to the colonial government the name of
the person whom it proposes. If there be
objection then it can be stated, There are
reports in the press which convey the idea
that the home governmert has indicat:d
to the Canadian government that it would
not be unwilling to appoint Sir Charles
Tupper to the office of Governor General
of this Domipion. = Specifically, it is
said that Mr. Chamberlain has suggested

Sir Charles Tupper's name to Lord Salis-q

bury, and that the Eoglish premier is not
unwilling. Thegpyit s said $at Sir Donald
A. Smith has conveytd fhe iuformation
to Mr, Laurier. Thé report msy be
true, but the publication ef such a
rumor at the present stsge of the
business is ealculated to throw doubt upon
the matter. Sir Charles Tupper is pot,
speaking generally, the kind of wman this
dountry would, at the presént time, select
for its Governor General, but, neverthelers,
his appointment would give much satis-
faction to a very large number of Cana-
dians. It would be pleasing to the gr-at
majority of the Conservative party, and a
Jarge number of tbe advanced Liberals who
believe that this country should be wholly
governed by Canadians would willingly
accept Sir Charles Tupper under the cir-
cumstances,

THE BAY SERVICE.

The bay service—mail and passenger—
probably gives fair satisfaction, With the
Prince Rapert it is dome as well as it ever
was done. So far as the carriage of pae-
sengers is concerned that is a matter for
the public at large. - In the carriage of the
wmails the government, of course, has a say.
Apparently a steamer travelling at a high
rate of speed is subject to great risk of ac-
cident, and when ghe is hunz up the peo-
ple relatively suffer more than they would
with a less ¢ffsctive service, for they de-
pend on the prompt service in their busi-
ness arrangements, There should be some
provision made, some personal provision,
to meet, a8 far as possible, the difficulties
arising from accidente like that of this
week, which completely deranged the
servies gnd caused a great deal of incon-
venience, Apparently there ought to be
two boats in ecoustant readiness, and, per-
haps, the simplest plan would be for the
Prince Rupert . people to acquire the
Monticello or some other equally good
boat.

The punishment of Dr. Jameson and hig
co-conspirators in South Africa is not too
severe, Measured by any of the existing
stand:rds of morality by which patious
re.ulate their conduct towards each other
the men who planned and carried out the
attack upon the Dutch republic were guilty

of a serious crime., Their conduct was
indefensible as regards the state which
they invaded; and it was most dangerous
in its effect upon Engiand’s relations with
the great nations of Europe. It might
have plunged the mother country into war,
and cost thousands of lives. It was free-
booting of & very bad description, and
even the pluck or bravery of it did not in
any way condone its dishonesty and ino-
justica.

The Marquis of Londonderry, the Earl
of Diinraven and the Eul of Winchelsea
took part in yesterday’s debate on the
Irish land bill in the House of Lords and,
although consenting that the measure
should go to its second reading, the three
peers threatened what they would do when
the bill should have reached the committee
stage. Despite thesé threats, however, the
convittion prevails among ministerialists
that the peers will not dare to tamper seri-
ously with the m=asure.

Field Marshal Lord Wolseley, comman
der-in chief of the British forces, has creal-
ed a sensation by a statement made to the
lodian military commission on Wednesday
that he wouldn’t like to put Indian troops
in front of Earopean soldiers, adding: *'I
should not like to fight the army of France
or Germany or any other army with Indian
troops.” Military officers now in England
who have served in India declare that there
is no ground for General Lord Wolseley’s
remarks. The p_]dian troops, they declare,
are an admirable fighting force, equal in
every way to the soldiery of Russia or any
oth¢r country. It is the consensus of
opivion in military eircles that the com
mander-in chief was animated in making
his statement by a feeling of jealousy
towards General Lord Roberts, whose high
opinion of the Indian soldicry is based
upon experience. Field Marshal Lord
Wolseley's action has cansed an indigoant
protest on all sides and has placed him in
evil odor.

An ipfluential popular organ,the Weekly
Echo, predicts that if Mr. Bryan beelecied
and gold bonds become paysble in silver
there ‘Will be war between Evgland and
the United States, as the great capitalists
bebind the E glish government have
power to compel them into corfict. From
the agitation of the fiaancial policy of the
Unired States and the socialistic feeling
emanating from the Chicago convention
there has been suoch doubt thrown over
the minds of the people that points to the
possibility of & greater panic than we have
yet seen. Should the laboring men of. the
country be thrown out of employment
(aow only haif employed) there will be
great labor trouble, such as will call on
our military and canse much mistrust as to
the fature outcome, We prefer to do
pothing till there is more stability, rather
than take the chances of losing what we
have, aud would advise all our friends to
stay out of debt,

After Mr. Chamberlain and Sir Michael
Hicks Beach simultaneously spoke up for
Mr. Balfour and disowned all desire to
take his place as leader in:the House of
Commons there was some pause in the
club and lobby criticisms of Mr. Baifour’s
management of the government bills, The
Conservatives concluded that Mr. Balfour
might be tolerated for another session and
might improve by keeping. This week
there are signs of the adverse current
against his leadersbip setting in again.
But for his relationship to Lord Salis~
bury and the strength of the Cecil family
irfluaence Mr. Balfour would be obliged to
seek the leisure of the Upper House.
There are now even within the Cariton
Ciub yearnings and talkings over a reform-
ed cabinet, in which the two Balfours,
Arthur and Gerald, would have no workiog
part, and the Dake of Devonshire wou!d
have the leading role, with Lord Salisbury
still Foreign Secretary. There are certain
to be important cabinet changes during the
recess,

The leaders of the great London dock
strike of 1889 are organizing another of
equal magnitude. Tom Mann, Ben Tillet,
and J. H. Wilson, M. P., are working to
get the various Thames unions to federate
and strike simultaneously. It has long
been known that the six pence rise sup-
posed to bave been conceded by the duck
comparies was a delusion. The dockers
are really worse off than ever. Strike com
bination agents are actively canvassing the
men at Datch, Belgian and German ports
to help the Thames strikers, Tne dock

companies have refused all the men’s de-
mands.

Toe rumor which for soms time has been
in circulation in social circlcs that the
Queen was about to abdicate is entirely
without foundation,
