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QUEEN’S COUNSEL,

The statement that the existing govern-
ment will not allow the Queen’s Counsel
nominated by the late government appears
to be correct. The Toronto World some
days ago pointed out that it is well known
that *‘Sir Oliver Mowat has all along con-
tended that the power to appoint Queen’s
Counsel was vested in the proviocial
authorities and not in the federal authori-
ties, but no action was ever taken to settle
the point. The federal government has
for years been nominating Queen’s Coun-
sel, and a few years ago Sir Oliver did the
same, and there the matter rested. One
of the reasons, therefore, whick have led
the Minister of Justice to recommend the
rescinding of the order-in-council is the
point for which he has all along con-
tended.” It is not, we think, absolutely
correct that Sir Oliver Mowat denied
the power of the Dominion government
to nominate Queen’s Counsel. But he
maintained that the Local government of
which he was the head had the power to
appoint, It will, doubtless, be found that
he will endeavor to have this matter finally
and fairly settled. The probability.is that
Sir Oliver's contention is right, The Pro-
vincial government—that is the Lieuten-
ant Governor of Ontaric—and of every
other Province in the Dominion, has the
right to appoint an Attorney General
within that Province for Her Majsty, why
not Queen’s Conasel ? The Londen (Oat.),
Advertiser says that the ‘‘origin of the
system of appointing Queen’s counsel is
interesting, Primarily, Qaeen’s or King’s
Counsel were appointed by the English
sovereign from among the more eminent
and learned professors of law in the king-
dom. The King or Queen was in the habit
of summoning these men annually to West-
minster, to meet the sovereign and the
representatives of the people, and give
whatever advice was necessary for the

proper interpretatiou of the laws
of the realm. Though nowadays
Queen’s Counsel are not so sum-
moned they have mnever been re-

lieved of the duty. In Canada the title of
Queen’s Counsel is one of courtesy, and
ought to be, if it is not, placed on the same
high plane as is the title in England, The
privileges of a Queen’s Counsel in this
country entitle him to precedence over a
barrister when he appears in court, to wear
a gilk gown, instead of one of the ordinary
stuff, and to carrya red brief bag as a
distinguishing miark.” It might be ob-
served that as the Supreme Court of
Canada is a creation of the Canadian Par-
liament it may be a question whether a
Queen’s Counsel appointed by a provincial
authority would have any standing in the
Dominion court. Of course in these
points the main question is not considered,
and that is whether there is any necessity
whatever for keeping up the distinction of
Queen’s Counsel in Canada. Perhap®
there may be something in the contention
of the Toronto Telegram that by the can-
cellation of the list the tailoring industry
is deprived of a boom in the manufacture
of silk gowns. It is more likely, however,
that all of these *‘silks’” are imported.

THE SOUTH AND ITS WEALTH.

The New York Sun has an interesting
article in which it points cut how steadily
the Southern States are growing in wealth,
Of course, before the war, the United
States census returns dealt with the
slaves as property, and they were put
down as so much wealth, Giving the
slaves their freedom took them out of the
property column of the census, and appar-
ently diminished the wealth, But the
free man was still in the community, and
a8 valuable as ever, though he did not
count as property. The census of 1870—
the first taken after the war—showed for
the cause stated a great loss of wealth, The
panic in the decade 1870-80, says the Sun,
made the showing by the census still worse,
but the South made remarkable progress
in the decade of 1880-90. The increase
of population throughout the South in
that decade was large, but the in-
crease in aggregate wealth was sgtill
larger, so that the per capita increase
was remarkably large in proportion to
the showing by the census of 1870,
Meanwhile, the great and wealthy
states of the East, though they gained
enormously in wealth, increased also very
rapidly in population, so that their per-
¢:ntage of gain per capita was often less
than that in poorer and less populous
states of the South. Massachusetts, which
has for some decades led the nation in per
capita wealth, gained only about 8} per
cent, during the last decade, while Missis-
sippi gained over 32 per eent.; Louisiana
nearly 23 per cent.; Georgia 35} per
cent.; Tennessee more than 45 per cent.,
and Florida over 104 per cent, North
Carolina gained nearly 164 per cent, in per
capita wealth, and South Carolina nearly
32 per cent., New York, meanwhile,
gained less than 12 per cent. in per capita
wealth; New Hampshire less than 18 per
cent.; Pennsylvania less than 29 per cent.,
and Rhode Island less than one per cent.
In the middle Western States population
grew much faster than wealth, Ohio, for
example, gained only a little over one per
cent. in wealth, while Illinois suddenly
lost 40 per cent. But in the far West—
ern States the conditions were reversed.
Washington gained nearly 110 per cent. in
per capita wealth, Colorado gained 404 per
cent., Oregon 76 per cent,, California 354
per cent. and Utah over 190 per cent. So
rapid was Wyoming’s gain in population
that her per cipita wealth decreased about
2% per cent,, though her aggregate wealth
vastly increased,

A CHANGE DEMANDED.

The Canadian Grocer, in noting the
lately published statements of imports and
exporis for Canada for the year ending
June 30, 1896, asks for an improve
ment in the make-up of the returns. At
least it wants opportunity to know more
speedily than can be ascertained now, on
what articles there are increases or de-
creases. In a general way, it says, the
monthlystatements furnish an idea whether
the product of the mine, of the forest, or of
the sea, has increased or decreased, But

months until the annual volume, covering
the trade and navigation returns, is pub-
lished. This is annoying, it says, and un-
satisfactory. Ia the United Kingdom and
io the United States the public is from
month t> month in possession of a de-
tailed statement of the exports. - Canada
should be placed in the same position.
Our contemporary hopes that the Minister
of Trade and Commerce will give the mat-
ter his attention and hereafter see that
the monthly and quarterly returns contain
a detailed statement of the exports as wel)
as of the imports. The ‘‘old” ministers
having failed to do this the new one will
no doubt do it, if it can be done satisfac-
torily.

Chatham World: The chair used by the
last Speager of the House of Commons was
not good enough for Mr. Edgar, the Liberal
who is to be elected, and a new one has
been made.

Perbaps it may be well to mention the
fact that it is the ‘‘immemorial’” practice
in the Canadian Parliament for the Speak-
er when he retires from office at the close
of the Parliament in which he has been
Speaker to take with him his chair. Ap-
parently, the Speaker of the last House,
that good Conservative, Mr, Peter White,
took his chair with him according to
ancient custom, and a new one has to be
provided for the next Speaker. Doubtless
Mr. White’s chair would be good enough
for Mr, Edgar, if Mr. White had left it.

It is a great thing to have a fast steamer
on the Bay of Fundy route—when you
have her, It is unfortunate for the in-
terests of the travelling public that at this
moment, with summer travel in fall mo-
tion, and the Halifax carnival in full
blast, that the steamer should not be avail-
able, Everybody must sympathize with
the steamboat people. But they are not
the only ones whose business is deranged
by the conditions.

WONDERFUL FORTUNE.

A POOR' NEW BRUNSWICK BOY IN
BOSTON,

Sick and in Debt, with bat Ten Cents in
His Pocket, Falls Heir to Over Two
Miilion.

BosToN, July 25.

Willlam ¥. Woodward, of 31 Hanson
street, this city, is about the happiest man
to be found in the Hub this morning. Last
Thursday morning a telegram was received
by F. F. Rydman, with S. H. Tolman, 15
Temple Place, from a mutual friend of
these gentlemen in San Francisco, asking
the whereabouts of Woodward, stating at
the same time that a large sum of money

had been left him by a retired business
man in that city of the same name, but
that Woodward’s whereabouts was un-
known.

Woodward was immediately notified and
his address forwarded.

Late the same afternoon he received the
following:

Theodore I', Woodward aied on June 17, leav-
i g you by wili $2,041,000. Come on &t ouce.
Wire me when you leave Boston,

E. 1. CoLE, Trustee,

San Jose, Cal,

Whuile this seemed positive enough, and
would be accepted by most anyone as con-
clusive evidence that such was the actual
fact, Mr, Woodward would not allow him-
self to thus accept it without additional
information. He had never seen his
uncle, but was aware that he K was very
wealthy, although he never expected that
it would avail bim anything. He therefore
decided to keep his own counsel uatil
further developments.

But the despatch nearly overwhelmed
the young man, for Woodward is but'24
years of age. He was dazed, and it was
a long time before he was able to fully
realize the extent of his good fortune
His principal occupation for the pasttwo
or three years has been canvassing for
books, periodicals etc., although for a
short time he held a position at R. H.
White & Co.’s, but lately he has been in
ill health and out of employment.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. Woodward re-
ceived particulars of his fortune. The
letter says that his uncle, who has spent
pearly 40 years in the west, had accumu-
lated upward of $5,000,000 in the wmining
business and as a very successful land
speculator in Southern California. About
12 years ago he retired and settled down in
a small town northeast of Oakland,
and lived a very secluded life, with
no one but his servants and now and
then an invited guest or two about him.
He had always remained single, and
was of a peculiar and apparently morose
disposition. = Those who knew him well,
however, had no idea he wasso wealthy,
his possessions usually being placed at
less than a million. Bat after the old
gentleman’s death, when his will was con-
sulted, it was discovered that he had there-
in made provision for over $4 500,000,
Young Woodward, his nephew, recsived
$24041,000, two other nephews $500,000
each, one niece $300,000 and certain sums
to other relatives, friends and servants,
The residue goes toan aged aunt in Iowa,
and after her decease to her children. No
public bequests are made.

The fortunate legatee said to a reporter:
‘‘My father, Thomas B. Woedward, and
Uncle Theodore were twin brothers, and
until uncle went West were inseparable
companions. Father, somehow, was very
unfortunate in all he undertook. But he
struggled on, and until his death in Port-
land fifteen years ago, Uncle Theodore
always assisted him, The last four years
of his life he was an invalid.

‘‘Mother died when we were living in
Belfast, Me., 20 years ago, when I was four
years old, while my only sister, Esther,
followed her the' next year., When my
father died I was nine and for eight years
thereafter I lived with relatives in New
Brunswick, where all our people came
from, At 17 I went to Portland, working
in a stave shop nearly a year, when I came
to Boston, where I’ve had all manner of
ups and downs ever since. The first thing
I shall do when I get this money will be to
pay my debts and then look after my
health,

**To say that I was overwhelmed at the
news is patting it mildly, and I can hard-
ly velieve my senses even now. I hadn’t
over ten cents in my pocket at the time,
and when I tried to borrow enough to carry
me to San Francisco from those who could
easily spare it, and they wou'dn’t do it, I
felt downcast for the time. Since the letter

has come, however, and the legacy agsured,

they can’t do enough for me.”’

Mr. Woodward is a bright appearing
young man, very light complexioned,
smooth face, which, with his consumptive
appearance, gives him a most delicate
look. He is about 5ft. 9in, and is withal
a decidedly prepossessing personage.

DESIRE NO CLEMENCY.

Loxnpox, July 30,

George Wyndham, M, P., having learn-
ed that two fellow members of the House
of Commons had made approaches to Pre-
sident Kruger, of the Transvaal Republic,
suggesting that he should plead with the
British government that clemency be
shown to Dr. Jameson and his fellow offi-
cers in the raid into the South African
Republic, has written a letter stat-
ing that Dr. Jameson has instructed
him to oppose any action of the sort, the
defendants feeling that any interference
on the part of the Transvaal authorities
would be unwarranted as well as being ex-
tremely distasteful. It is announced un-
officially that Sir Matthew White Ridley.
Secretary of State for Home Affairs, has
ordered that Dr. Jameson and the others
convicted with him be accorded first-class
treatment.

| A HINT OF BRITISH POWER |

!

BRILLIANT MILITARY SPECTACLE AT
HALIFAX,

Sham Battle of Military and Naval Forces
—Twenty Thousand Spectators
Present.

[SPECIAL TO GLOBE.]
HAvLirAXx, July 30,

The military and naval review on the
commoy this morning was one of the best
ever seen in Halifax. It surpassed expec-
tations, The sailors and marines from
the British warships and Reyal Berkshire
Regiment arrived on the common at nine
o'clock, snd the Royal Eogineers and
Royal Artillery shortly after. At 9.30 the
entire brigade was formed in line. The
marine artillery wore white trousers, blus
coats and white helmets, and the marine
infantry white trousers, red coats and
white helmets. A double column was
then formed, and the sailors and troops
were reviewed by Col. North and Vice-
Admiral Erskine. There were fully
twenty thousand spectators. Troops and
sailors were hemmed in by an unbroken
line of people extending clear around the
common, and the western side of the
citadel was crowded. At 10.30 .General
Montgomery Moore arrived and was re-
coived with a general salute. The brigade
then moved back for close order march,
separating into quarter columns, The
combined bands took up a position in the
centre of the common and played for the
march past. The brigade was then formed
up into batallions, when the sailors gave a
fine exhibition of mounting and dismount-
ing field guns, This was followed by a
drill exhibition by the Royal Berkshire
Regiment. The brigade then formed up and
was detailed off for the sham battle. The
sailors and marines were sent to Camp Hill
accompauied by the light artillery. The
attack was made by the Royal Berkthire
Regiment, The first shot was fired from
the citadel at 11 25 o’clock, The booming
of cannon was then heard on Camp Hill
and the fight had commenced in earnest.
The heavy artillery pieces on the citadel
answered the rapid firing from Camp Hill.
The sailors were sent out skirmishing and
were supported by marines and light
artillery. The Berkshire Regiment was
advancing in skirmishing order. The
gpectacle at this time was a most realistic
one., The citadel was defended by the
artillery and engineers. Rapidly the ad-
vancing party advanced. Thousands of
spectators had to run before the skirmish-
ers, who fired volley after volley as they
advatced toward the hill, Sailors and en-
gineers join and-a line a quarter of a mile
long is formed. The skirmishers are sup-
ported by field pieces manned by Jack
tars, The firing from the citadel and
common is incesfant, There is booming
of cannon on all sides, The order ‘‘fix bay-
onets’” . is given and the charge is
sounded. The stirring music of fife and
drum is heard and the entire attacking
party advance rapidly. When the attack
ing party is about to climb the citadel
slope ‘‘cease firing’’ is sounded and the
battle is over. The great crowd of specta-
tors were delighted with the spectacle,
which undoubtedly was to the great mass
the most pleasing feature of the carnival
programme,
