AN ANCIENT FRIEND. 

The existence of a sea serpent is still 

doubted, yet there are persons who claim 

.to have seen it. That their view is not gen. 

erally accepted is not surprising, for the un- 

believer is very prosaic. Lately the serpent 

was seen by a party sailing in a yacht on 

the Massachusetts coast. They first noticed 

the beast or reptile in a large cove on the 
shore. The monster first attracted attention 
by whistling, doubtless, as one paper re- 

marks, to keep his courage up or perhaps 

to be mistaken for a whistling buoy. The 
eyes, folds, wrigglings, etc., were co clearly 

observed as to be easily described. A cap- 

tain bold of Plymouth has risen with a fair 

explanation of the delusion. While off 

Cape Ann he saw three white humps rising 
and falling in the water. He put after 

them and when alongside discovered that 
the ‘‘serpent-shaped, undulating body” of 

the monster was made up of three white 

whales, swimming nearly in procession. 

The captain’s opinion is shared by several 

fishermen, who saw the same thing. In 

such a wide field as the sea there will 
always be objects which at a dis- 

tance will assume almost any shape, 

and so long as they are seen by persons 

with a sensational eye the sea serpent, or 

other like monsters, will live. At this 

season of good fishing it is surprising that 
no one has seen the serpent in Lake 

Utopia, Perhaps it and the one seen near 

Cape Ann are identical. To get from the 

Lake to Cape Ann is surely within the 
range of a creature possessing the powers 

of the serpent. The feasibility of the 
theory needn’t be destroyed because when 
at Lake Utopia the serpent is made up of 
ducks and when at Cape Ann of whales, 
The monster evidently adapts itself to cir— 
cumstances, 

The accident of Monday night by which
