CANADA.

GREAT BRITAIN, 

The House of Lords on Thursday die- 
cussed the Irish land bill as it was re- 
amended by the House of Commons. It 

was agreed to accept all the reamendments 
except one, which, however, was later 
agreed to, 74 to 68, despite the opposition 
of the landlords. The fact that the House 
of Lords had accepted the bill was formally 
intimated to the House of Commons, which 
briefly discussed and finally disposed of the 
measure. The bill will now become law. 

In the Commons Thursday Sir Matthew 

White Ridley stated that as a result of a 
medical examination of the prisoners, the 

Home Office had ordered the release of the 
dynamiters Daly, Gallagher, Whitehead 
and Devaney, now undergoing a life sen— 
tence in Eoglish prisons.

QUEENS AND SUNBURY. 

Liberals Fire the First Shot in the Oam- 
paign, 

FREDERICTON JUNCTION, Aug. 13, 

The Liberal campaign in Queens and 

Sunbury was opened by the Minister of 

Railways and G. G. King, ex-M, P., with 
a public meeting, held in the temperance 
hall here this evening. In point of numbers 
and enthusiasm it was certainly the most 
successful political gathering ever held in 
this portion of Sunbury county. Lieut. 
Col. Alexander occupied the chair, 

Mr. King was first introduced, and in a 
twenty-minute address clearly and con- 
cisely stated his position to the assembled 
electors. He stoutly denied having bartered 
away, for a consideration, the confidence 
80 recently imposed in him, By resigring 
his seat and thus creating an opening for 
the Minister of Railways, he had done 
what in his opinion, and in the opinion of 
a number of political friends whom he had 
consulted, was for the best interests of the 

people of the united counties. Mr. King’s 
address was frequently punctuated by ap- 
p'ause, and at its close he was enthusi- 
astically cheered. 
Hon. Mr. Blair, upon stepping to the 

front to address the meeting, was given a 
grand ovation. He spoke for an hourand 
twenty minutes and his masterly address, 
which was undoubtedly one of the ablest 
deliverances ever heard here, was listened 
to with the closest attention. After briefly 
referring to the circumstances which led to 
bis acceptance of office in the Laurier 
government, Mr, Blair ably defended Mr. 
King from the slurs made against him by 
Mr. Foster at Gagetown on Tuesday. The 
hon. gentleman devoted considerable atten- 
tion to the Gagetown gathering, and in 
ringing terms denounced the conduct of 
the ex-Finance Minister in coming down 
from Ottawa and endeavoring to stir up 
opposition to him (Blair). 
In referring to the statement made by 

Mr. Foster that he (Blair) had been defeat- 
ed in York, the minister said that while 
that statement was true, he had remained 
in the county and had fought the battle and 
had not thrown up the sponge by seeking 
election in another constituency to escape 
defeat at the hands of his former supporters. 
The roasting administered to Mr. Foster by 
Mr. Blair was greatly enjoyed by the audi 
ence. Before closing his address Mr. 
Blair, at the request of Mr. King, told the 
audience what he knew about the com. 
pact which had been entered into just 
previous to the last election by representa— 
tives of both parties from this constitnency. 
They had solemnly agreed to run a pure 
election, and providing the agreement was 
not violated, no protests were to be filed 
by either party after the contest. The 
tories not only violated the agreement, 
but added insult to injury by protesting 
the election of Mr. King. Mr. Blair dealt 
with many other subjects of public interest 
in the course of his address, 
The meeting broke up with enthusiastic 

cheers for the Queen and Minister of Rail- 
ways. 

TREABURY BOARD PROCEEDINGS. 

At the treasury board meeting on Thurs- 

day it was decided to recommend that the 

proper course to pursue is to house the

COLD STORAGE AT WOODSTOCK. 

Concessions Asked by the Company—The 

Recent Buicide. 

Woobsrock, Aug. 18, 

The question agitating the minds of the 

ratepayers of Woodstock is that of cold 

storage. Mr. Johnson, the representative 

of the New Brunswick Cold Storage Com- 
pany, was here the first of the week and 

explained his proposed business to a joint 

meeting of the Town Council and of the 
citizens... To numerous inquiries that were 

put to him Mr. Johnson gave most satis 

factory answers, and the general idea was 
that if Woodstock secured the refrigerator 
warehouse it would be a good thing. The 
process of freezing by artificial means was 
such that an atmosphere varying from 20° 
below zero to 60° above could be kept con- 
tinuously. The plant and building would 
cost $50,000. To secure this institution 
Mr. Johnsen asked that the Town Council 
exempt the company from taxes for 21 
years, give them a free site, free water and 
free light. Just here is where the shoe 
pinches. The ratepayers are willing that 
a cold storage company should commence 
now to do busines, and the majority 
of them are pretty willing that 
some privileges should be extended, 
Whether the Council should go the whole 
length which the company asks is the 
question for decision at a meeting of the 
Council to-morrow evening. After care= 
fully considering the matter most of the 
business men are willing to concede that 
the establishment of a cold storage ware- 
house would be of vast benefit to the town 
as well gs the county. They Teel that 
while the county gonld get on without 
the town, the town cannot get en without 
the county, and that while it would be 
well for the county to render assistance, it 
would be better that the town should give 
a little more than it likes to give, rather 
than lose the. warehouse, Quite probably 
the Council to-morrow eévening will nop 
agree to the full request of the company 
but will try and compromise by an cffer of 
free water and exemption from taxation, 
Those interested in getting the cold gtor- 
age here do not think much of a con- 
cession. If it binds the company, well 
and good; if not, there must surely be a 
loss, not easily gotten over, to the town 
and county. : 
The coroner's inquest into the cause of 

death of Letitia Niles, who suicided last 
Saturday evening by jumping from the 
river bridge, was continued before Coroner 
Hay last evening. The evidence given by 
the mother of the deceased was that the 
girl had gone with Michael Courtney to 
Houlton the day before and been married 
by a justice of the peace; that after they 
came back they went to the Queen hotel 
to board, and that subsequently the hus- 
band deserted the wife, and suicide was 
the result. The inquest adjourned a week 
to get if possible the evidence of Courtney.

Irishmen in Canada 
should ever cherish the old land, but they 
shonld allow the love of the land of their 
birth. or adoption to shine even more 
brightly, Canada was a glorious land, 
not only in its natural resources, 
but also in its governmental system 
and its constitution, which guaran- 
teed to every man the freedom and liberty 
to which free men are entitled. ‘The 
country was in a measure prosperous, but 
there was room for improvement. The 
possibilities of Canada were enormous, so 
great that one could scarcely grasp their 
extent. As Irishmen they should go hand 
in hand with their fellow Canadians of all 
races and creeds for the purpose of accom-

INFINITESIMAL PARTICLES 

ROENTGEN RAYS ARE STREAMS OF 

VERY SMALL MISSILES. 

Nikola Tesla's Recent Investigations of 

Latest Marvel of Scientific Discovery— 

Says Velocity Oan Be Estimated and 
Mechanical Effects Accounted For. 

New York, Aug. 12. 
The Roentgen rays are now declared to 

be material particles by Nikola Tesla. Mr. 

Tesla states that the electrical conditions 

within the tube from which the rays issue 

produce absolute particles. He further 

says he can feel the effects of these parti- 

cles striking against his eye, and has noted 

the sensation produced when they eome in 

contact with his brain. He says: 

“There is little doubt now that a cath- 
odic stream within a bulb is composed of 
small particles of matter thrown off at 
great velocity from the electrode. The 
velocity probably obtained can be estimated 
and fully accounts for the mechanical and 
heating effects produced by the impact 
against the wall or obstacle opposed to the 
bulb, It is, furthermore, an accepted view 
that the projected lumps of matter act as 
inelastic bodies, like innumerable infinites- 
imal bullets. It can be shown that the 
velocity of the stream may be as much as 
100 kilometres a second; or even more. 
But matter moving with such great velocity 
Inust surely penetrate great thicknesses of 
the obstruction in its path if the laws of 
mechanical impact are at all applicable to 
a cathodic stream. 

“I have so much familiarized myself 
with this view that, if I had no experi- 
mental evidence, I would not doubt that 
some matter is projected through the 
thin wall of a vacuum tube. The exit 
from the latter is, however, the more 
likely to occur, as the lumps of matter 
must be shattered into still much smaller 
particles by the impact. From my experi- 
ments 1t appears that the lumps or mole- 
cules are indeed shattered into fragments 
or constituents so small as to make them 
lose entirely some physical properties pos— 
sessed before the impact. 
“The matter composing the cathode 

stream is,” continues Mr. Tesla in his let- 
ter, ‘reduced to matter of some primary 
form heretofore not known, as such 
velocities and such violent impacts have 
probably never been studied or even at- 
tained before these ex!raordinary manifes— 
tations were observed. The important 
fact pointed out early by Roentgen and 
confirmed by subsequent researches, name- 
ly, that a body is the more opaque to the 
rays the denser it is, cannot be explained 
as satisfactorily by any other assumption 
than that of the rays being streams of mat- 
ter, in which case such simple relation be- 
tween opacity and density would necessa- 
rily exist. 
“This relation is the more important in 

its bearing upon the nature of the rays, as 
it does not at all exist in light-giving vibra- 
tions, and should consequently not be 
found to so marked a degree and under all 
conditions with vibrations presumably sim- 
ilar to the approximating in frequency the 
light vibrations. An almost crucial test of 
the existence of material streams is afforded 
by the formation of shadows in space at a 
distance from the bulb. Such shadows 
could not be formed under the conditions 
described except by streams of matter,”
