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THE PEERS AND THE LAND BILL.

The action of the House of Lords in
dealing with .the Irish land bill will no
doubt have some influence .in the ever-
growing feeling that some change is re-
quired in the upper chamber of Great
Britain’s Parliament. The desire is prob-
ably to ‘“‘mend’’ rather than to ‘‘end’ the
House of Lords, though the radical ten-
dency in the latter direction is strong.
That the peers themselves are largely re-
sponsible for the feeling against them is
made sufficiently clear by their conduct in
this particular matter. The land bill was
designed to grant a small measure of justice
toIrish tenants. It was not a perfect bill—
indeed it met with favorable consideration
from many of the representatives of the
Irish people only as an instalment of what
was required. The tory landlord interest
in the House of Lords would not consent
to even this, and so they hacked and muti-
lated the measure until its usefulness was
destroyed. How they did it is thus de-
scribed by the London correspondent of
the New York Tribune, a not unfriendly
critic:

The government benches were crowded
with hereditary legislators, whose faces
were not familiar to ordinary spectators.
Some of them had not taken the oath,
although the present Parliament has been
in existence for eighteen months, and they
qualified on the same day when the divi-
sions were taken. The story goes that
more than one was ignorant as to where
the Houses of Parliament were and re-
quired careful directions from cabmen as
to the right door by which to enter, but
the debate came on, they all were in a
solid mass, preoccupied with selfish in-
terests as land owners, and determined
to teach the government a lesson and
to ride roughshod over Lord Salisbury
and his ministers if necessary. Lords
Templeton, Londonderry, Castleton and
Inchiquin led this intolerant rabble of
titled personages, and they did their work
angrily and ignorantly, but they had a
majority behind them, and although Lord
Rosebery and the Liberal peers supported
the ministry, the land bill was amended
repeatedly and converted into & landlords’
measure. Lord Lansdowne, although sup-
ported by Lord Ashbourne, who under-
stands the land question better than any-
body else on the Unionist side, was power-
less to intervene in behalf of the govern-
ment., Lord Salisbury did not venture to
speak at all, reserving himself for the
compromise stage of the proceedings next
week,

The New York Times' London corre-
spondent telegraphed:

Of the 83 Irish landlords who voted in
the majority of 125, quite a third are men
unknown in London, and who perhaps
hardly average one day’s Parliamentary
attendance in ten years. It is not difficult
to credit the story that a number of them
had to be provided with the means for the
journey to England. The spectacle of
these rude, bucolic squireens gathered in
this extraordinary muster to resist a land
bill which had satisfied the tory ministry
was still not so angering as the practically
solid array of rich nobles who live in Eng-
land and only use their Irish rents as
pocket money, all intent on the same re-
lentless treatment of the Irish tenant., It
was in truth a revolting exhibition.

As to the question of compromise the
Tribune correspondent says:

While the government by this series of
defeats in the Upper House are placed in
an awkward and discreditable position, they
will probably be extricated from it next
week by a timely compromise at the last
moment, They cannot allow the land bill
to be passed in its present form, Indeed
it will be impossible to enact a measure
which Messrs, Dillon, Healy and Redmond
unite in describing as useless, for the Irish
members will prolong the debate if neces—
sary and force the ministers to drop the bill
unless the Lords can be compelled to retreat
at least part way. The gession is drawing
to a close, and the members are anxious to
leave London for the grouse shooting.
What astute observers like Messrs. O’Con-
nor and Power regard as the probable re-
sult of the deadlock is a policy of concilia-
tion by which the Commons will agree to
some amendments and reject others, and
in this way leave a bridge for the retreat of
the Lords. The land bill will probably
pass in a mutilated form, especially as no
other legislation of this class is possible for
several years,

The Times correspondent also says Lord
Salisbury will whip the peers into line and
make them pass the bill. He will not be
able to efface, however, the impression
made on the public mind by his selfish
supporters in the upper chamber, whose
conduct has given his opponents a strong
argument in favor of altering the com-
plexion of the chamber,

The Moncton Transcript does not look
kindly on the suggestion of L’ Evangeline
that a seat in the local government should
be given Mr. Richard. It very pertinently
points out that in Westmorland county
““the Liberal party has been hitherto thke
backbone of the Local government party;
and although Mr, Richard was accepted
twice as a candidate, it was by a great many
under the impression that at least his
hostility would not be felt in Dominion
politics. In one election Mr. Richard did
keep quiet. Then he was elected vice-
preeident of the Liberal Conservative As-
sociation, and at the last general election
took an active part in the tory nominating
convention., Mr. Richard had a perfecs
right to do this; and on the other hand the
Liberals who hitherto supported him have
now a perfect right to withhold their sup
port.”” The Transcript declares that it is
doubtful if, even with a portfolio, Mr,
Richard could carry the county, and it
favors an Acadian who is a Liberal,

A somewhat remarkable instance of the
peculiar manner in which the late govern-
ment did business is afforded in the case
of the veterinary insp:ciors, A few days
before the general clections took place the
Minister of A riculture, for party purposes
no doubt, ap,vinted one hundred and
twenty of these officials. Judging by what
has heen disclosed regarding some of those
appointed in New Brunswick fitness had
nothizg whatever to do with the appoint-
ments. Itappears now that the appointments
were not made by order-ir—council, but by
Hon. Dr. Montague himself, and the new
Minister has, departmentally, improved
the service by cancelling all the appoint-
ments, putting an end to the scandal
created by his predecessor,

The political sensation of ths week in
ths United States will bs the speech which
Mr. Bryan, the Democratic silver candi-
date, will deliver in New York on Wed-
neiday night. Mr, Bryan, on his way

east, is meeting with a hearty reception
everywhere, and finds much to encourage
him. It is significant, however, that the
“gound money” Democrats are still draw-
ing off from their party, and declarirg
adhesion to the coming gold standard con-
vention programme.

There is & suggestion from Ottawa that
the coming session of Parliament will last
eight weeks, Among the statements made
is‘nne that private bills left over from the
winter session will be taken up and dis-
posed of. This is unlikely. The proba-
bility is that no business, except passing of
estimates and dealing with mattersabsolue-
ly requiring attention, will be dealt with,

The Canadian Artillery team at Shoe-
buryness, on which St. John had two
representatives, did credit to the Dominion.
They won several prizee, and received also
well-earned congratulations on their good
work.

GENERAL NEWS.

The Women’s Club of Muncie, Ind., has
passed resclutions condemning merchants
who disfigure fences and poles with adver-
tisements,

Mrs. Hannah Robinson, 101} years old,
is visiting her granddaughter at Map-
chester, Me,, and expresses great delight
at the prospect of walking in the woods,
which she thinks are so much pleasanter
than the city.

A Brooklyn city official, who has refused
to accept an increase of his salary from
$5,000 to $6,000 a year, is pictured in the
New York papers., The impression seems
to be prevalent that he is something of a
curiosity.

Presidential Candidate Bryan is the re-
cipient almost daily of quantities cf cigars
and liquors, but, as he neither smokes nor
drinks, he gives the cigars to pewspaper
correspondents and pours the liquors into
the nearest sewer.

Davidson, the English sculptor, has
bowed to the wishes of the Inverness
Town Council, and consented to provide

his statue of Flora Macdonald with a pair
of shoes and stockings, and no doubt gar-
ters.

Athens has a Pasteur institute, where
201 patients were treated last year, only
one dying, and that one a man who had
neglected his bite for a fortnight before
seeking treatment.

FATHER OF FORTY-ONE CHILDREN.

QConnecticut Man Has Such a Quiver Full
That He Has Lost Count of His
Family.

HARTFORD, Ct., Aug. 8.
In Killingly, this state, there lives a

French-Canadian named Levi Bradshaw.

He has been a residen“t of that town about

13 years, and is now 69 years and four

months., He has been married three times,

and is the father of 41 children. Forty
of these are now living. Thelast child died
shortly after its birth, three weeks ago.

His first wife bore him six children, there

being twins in that family. The second

wife was the mother of 24 children, of
whom 12 are twins, and his present consort
has presented him with 11 children.

Bradshaw was first married when under
fourteen years of age. His eldest son is
now 54 years of age, and has several child
ren and grandchildren. Twenty-four of
his sons and daughters are married,all hav-
ing children, This man docs not know
just how large his family of grandchildren
and great-grandchildren has become, and
the sons and daughters have scattered, but
he can count more than 150 descendants
that he is sure of. Mr, Bradshaw married
his last wife in Danielson about 13 years
ago, and the last child born to them is the
only one dead.

PUBLIC SCANDAL IN LONDON,

LoNDON, Aug. 9.
The water famine in the East End of
London has become a great scandal. Many
children have died, others are sick, and
others still are becoming ill owing to the

scarcity of water. Few houses get a supply
of more than an hour daily, and the water
furnished has a filthy deposit.

The result is that scarlet fever, diphtheria
and other diseases, causedsby uncleaniiness,
have broken out seriously, and to make the
scandal greater, while the East End has
been thus deprived of water, the fountains
in the West End, or fashionable part of
London, have been running, thereby wast
ing water which, most likely, would have
saved the lives of many poor children in
the unaristocratic portion of the metropolis,

A THEATRICAL WAR.

New York, Aug. 9,

The Empire Theatre, one of the greatest
music halls of London, famous for its
gorgeous fittings, expensive ‘‘specialty”’
performers, and its magnificent ballets,
each of which costs almost a princely
fortune, has made a bold bid for a footing
in New York.

It has offered $3,000,000 for Hammers-
tein’s Olympia, The negotiations have
fallen through, however, Mr. Hammers-
tein refusing the bid.

The Alhambra is another great music
hall of London,conducted on the same
lavish scale of expenditure as the Empire,
its mighty rival, and this wealthy corpora—
tion has now come forward as another
bidder for the great theatre and music hall
at 44th street and Broadway. It has
opened negotiations with Mr., Hammers-
tein, and has sent a representative, who is
now on the Atlantic, to New York to see
if some terms cannot be made for a trans-
fer of the New York house to Eoglish
hands by the formation of a stock concern,
which shall buy out Mr. Hammerstein,
absorb the Olympia and run it in copjunc-
tion with the Alhambra.

The raft
was removed, and in about half an hour
the boy’s body was recovered in about four
feet of water. Life was then extinct, and
all attempts at resuvscitation failed.
