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POLITICAL,

The Toronto Telegram urges that the
Conservative party should appoint a new
leader. It is by po means clear who
should make the appointment. Sir Charles
Tupper became leader by selection rather
than by election, and the gentlemen who
appointed him cannot be very well satisfied
with their work. It is not likely, with
the prospect of the Conservatives remain-
ing on the left of the Speaker for many
years, Sir Charles Tupper will care to
lead now; and it s very improbable that
he will do more than lead the House under
any circumstances longer than the
present session. It is a great questionm,
indeed, if he will desire to leave his pleas-
ant life in England for a permanent Cana-
dian residence. Mr. Foster might natur-
ally expect to succeed Sir Charles Tupper
in the Conservative leadership, but this
may not be agreeable to the new men who
are coming to the front in the Conservative
ranks; Mr. John Ross Robertson, pro-
prietor of the Toronto Telegram, is one of
these, Just now the Conservative pir?y
is without a policy. In several of the
more active of the party journals there are
demands for a party convention, presuma-
bly for the purpose of devising a policy of
some kind, but this demand is being met
by the statement that such a call is-prema-
ture; and this would seem to be correct:
Just now there is¥ not much evidence of
any need for very great Conservative
activity; and if the large number of per-
sons formerly Conservatives who have
become Liberals since the election proves
anything, it . may be taken to prove that
the country, outside of the Conservative
newspaper offices, and beyond a few
groups of politiciang, has jast now only
one party. Of course this will not always
be 80, nor is it desirable. Indeed, it is
hard to tell what may take place in the
country. The happy conditions which
are alleged to have prevailed so long in
our local politics, and which the new local
leader is to continue, may, perhaps, be
very generally imitated, and might be
successfully introduced into Dominion
politics. In that case a postponement of
the Conservative convention may be made
indefinite. We observe, however, that the
Liberal prezier in Ontario has been suc-
ceeded bya Liberal; and that the Liberal
premier in Nova Scotia has also been
succeeded by a Liberal, And this has
much to commend it,

In his interesting but too brief paper on
Burns, in Donahoe’s. Magazine for July,

~“Dr. O'Hagan sums up by declaring that

Burns is the representative poet of Scot-
land, the representative poet of human
brotherhood, the representative poet of
much that is great and noblest in the
human heart. The influence of his genius,
the writer thinks, will be assuredly perma-
anent, and will widen with the centuries,
The permanency of the influence of Burns
is, perhaps, due to the fact thal just as
new hopes for a broader life were budding
in the hearts of ordinary men Burns gave
expression to these hopes and aspirations
in dignified and musical verse., He touched
things in the heart of man which the intel-
lect was making ready for use, Indeed,
Dr. O'Hagan expresses the situation tersely
when he says that ““Burns was born when
democracy was beginning to assert itself.”?

Conservative journals have been inti-
mating that in Mr, Tarte’s appointment to
the department of Public Works there was
something sinister. The Ottawa corre-
spondent of the London Advertiser says
that Mr., Tarte, so far as he had desires
upon the subject, wanted to be Secretary
of State; which is presumably an easy and
comparatively animportant position. But
Mr, Laurier desired Mr. Tarte to take the
Public Works department, because it in-
volved hard work and because that depart-
mentrequires to be thoroughly rebrgsnized,
and Mr. Tarte is & famous organizer. It
is impossible to understand the objects of
the attacks which the Conservative papers
are keeping up against this gentleman,
They are without foundation and they
seem to be almost wholly personal,

Our gracious Queen, it appears, not only
directs the Indians in some parts of Capada
to vote, but she kindly gives her personal
attention to the creation of Queen’s Counsel
in Canada. At first it seemed very strange
how some of the New Brunswick names
on the last published list got there, but this
paragraph from the London Advertiser isa
sufficient explanation, and ought to satisfy
everybody:

Stuart Livingston, a young Hamilton
lawyer, who was made a Q. C. by the late
government for political services, gives this
explanation of how the extraordinary list
of Queen’s Counsel came to be formulated :
*‘There has been much complaint for some
time past about the large number of lawyers
in Canada whose claims to thetitle of Q. C.
were steadily ignored. It even reached the
ears of the Quaeen herself, because she
wrote to the government requesting that
more Q. C.’s be appointed. In fact, I saw
the l.etter myself, and it was signed *Victoria
Regina,””’ Her Majesty is indeed a busy

woman if this legal gentleman tells the
truth,

Among political rumors is one to the
effect that when the House of Commons
meets the Conservatives will propose Mr.
Bergeron for Speaker of that body.
The Speaker of the last House
was Mr. White, an English-speaking mem-
ber. Under ordinary circumstances a
French Canadian would be the Speaker of
the new House, but Mr, Lauriér proposes
that Mr. Edgar, of Ontario, shall be
Speaker, and a French Canadian Speaker
of the Senate. Mr, Bergeron will have no
chance of election, and in view of the
large number of Quebec ministers in the
Cabinet the French Conservatives might
for this reason show a generous disposi
tion,

Fually forty thousand persons viewed
Governor Russell in his coffin on Monday,
and the people showed in every Way every
possible respect to the deceased leader.
Referring to the presence at the funeral of
President Cleveland the Boston Advertiser
says that was an ‘‘altogether fitting even’,
creditable and characteristic. The friend-
ship between those two distinguished men
had been very close for many years, much
closer and more personal than any inti-
macy which results from mere political
affiliation or ordinary social comradeship,
1t has been a friendship based on mutual

esteem, ripened with acquaintance and
rooted and grcunded in similarities of
taste and temperamen?, ideas and ideals.

The cargo was carried
at per charter, and Capt, Baxter had all
tbe necessary papers signed by the consul.
Mr. Turnbull went to Bolivar to clear the
vessel, and everything appeared to be all
right. But before he could get away, the
authorities for some reason refused the
clearance, maintaining that there was an
infringement of the law, In the mean-
time despatches were sent out to the port
where the New Day was lying todetain her,
Capt. Baxter got quite a surprise when
the captain of the port with four armed
men put in an appearance and arrested
bim, and also took charge of the schooner,
For thirty days Capt, Baxter was kept a
prisoner. The matier was referred to the
British Consul, but no one seemed to know
anything about the matter. The captain
of the port iold Capt. Baxter there was
nothing wrong with his papers, bat the
Judge, who seemed to haveall to do with the
arrest, would not consent to Capt. Baxter's
release, nor allow the vessel to depart.
He wanted Captain Baxter to engage a
lawyer and go into court with the case, but
the captain could not see any use in doing
tiiat. . Finally the Judge held a ceurtand
notice was received by Captain Baxter that
his vessel had been seized. When the
Venezuelan officers boarded the New Day
Capt. Baxter hoisted the British flag and
left her in charge of the Venezuelans with
the flag flying. Capt. Baxter was eventually
freed from surveillance. As far as could bs
learned, the reason assigned for the seizure
of the vessel was that the privileges granted
to the manager of the mines by the late
President were exiinct and that they had
not paid taxes to the new President nor
received an extension of the privileges
granted by his predecessor, hence materials
brought inte the country were liable to
seizure. On the o her hand there was a story
current that the affair was done through
jealonsy. It seems that the mines are
owned by an American company, and that
they sank a good deal of money in their
oparations. Now an Eoglish syndicate
want to buy the mines, providing they
were as represented, and Mr, Turnbull bad
the machinery taken. there to develop
them, but there is such & bhatred
against the Koglish over the boundary
dispute that somebody had written the
President about the matter, and the cargo
was seized to prevent the mines going into
the hands of the Eoglish. Capt. Baxter
placed his case in the hands of the Im-
perial government. He wants $20,000 for
the owners of the vessel, and $15,000
damsges for himself. He is now on his
way to his home in Canning, N. 8. The

DENIES HIS GUILT.

In the opinion of the
medical examiner the second mate was
killed first, the captain second and the
captain’s wife last.

All the evidence so far gathered seems

to point strongly to the first mate as the
marderer. - This morning he protested his
innocence and says Seaman Brown, who
was at the wheel, must have committed
the crimes.

The accused man ate a hearty breakfast
and does not appear to be at all worried.

The bodies of the captain and wife will
be sent to Harrington, Me., for interment.
