CANADA.

Hon. C. F. Geoffrion was sworn in Fri-
day as a member of the government with-
out portfolio,

R. G. Dun & Co.’s review says the fail-
ures for the week have been 27 in Canada,
against 43 in the corresponding week last
year.

A return of the imports for the month
of July shows an increase of $290,304 in
dutiable and $387,125 in free goods enter-
ed for consumption, as compared with the
corresponding month last year. The
amount of duty collected increased $58,-
216. 'The value of goods, the products of
Canada, exported during July, declined
from $11,548,340 to $10,941,196, as com
pared with the corresponding month jast
year. The most marked decline was in
the export of fishery products, which
dropped 32 per cent., and animals and
their product 22 per cent, ‘There was an
increase of 10 per cent. in exports of the
forest,

Annual Meetings in Connection with the
Convention,
BERWICK, N. 8., Aug. 21.

The annual meeting of the Baptist Insti-
tute was held to-day, with the president,
Rev. E. O. Reed, Berwick, in the chair.
The exercisss were opened in the usual
way with singing and prayer. After the
reading of minutes of the last meeting the
following officers were elected for the com-
ing year:

President—Rev. J. A, Gordon, St. John,

Vice-presidents—Rev. J. W. Brown for
Nova Scotia, Rev. J. M Corey for P. E.
1sland, H. C. Creed for New Brunswick.

Sacretary-treasurer—Bro. Nobles,

Executive committee—Rev. Wm. Price
for P. E. Island, Rev. Isa Wallace for
Nova Scotia, Rev. Mr., Daley for New
Brunswick, together with the officers.

The subject of the establishment of a
summer school of theology was discussed
at some length, and the foflowirg resolu—
tion passed:

Whereas, Qorrespondence has been presented by
a commiciee from the governors of Acadia Uni-
versity relative to the establishment of a summer
gchool in these provinces, with the suggestion
that it might take the place of the institute;

Resolved, That this body express its sympathy
with such movement, and appoint a committee to
confer with a commiitee from the governors,
and report.

The following were appointed as the
committee: Rev. Messrs. Gates, G. R.
White, Gordon, Price, Trotter, Nobles,
McDonald and S. McC. Black.

The institute listened to an eloquent
paper by Rev. J. D. Freeman, of Frederic-
ton, on Conviction as an Element of Power
in Preaching.

Rev. L. Trotter gave an address on Eng-
lish Hymnody. Hymns should teach the
truth. England is richer in hymus than
any other country. Go back four bundred
years and there were only Latin hymns,
but with the reformation came an outburst
of psalmody. '

The W. B. M, U. in session Friday after-
noon received a formal welcome from
Pastor Simpson’s wife, and was responded
to by Mrs. Crandall. Mrs., Manning, the
president, in her annual address made a
powerful impression. J. F. Parsons, on
behalf of the convention, welcomed the
Union, and W. V. Higgins gave an address
on the Telegu country.

The Y. P. U. met this evening, George
McDonald presiding. Rev. F. Beales,
secretary, reported 182 societies, with an
estimated number of 6 310, The maritime
union has for the fourth time won the
literature banner in competition with the
whole United States.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

EIGHTH PARLIAMENT — FIRST SES-
SION.

House of Com-mons.
OTTAWA, Aug. 21,
In reply to Mr. Wood, of Brockville, Sir
Henry Joly said it was not the intention of
the government to alter the rules regulat-
ing the selection of grain standards in the
Northwest this year, nor was it intended
to adopt tile metric system of weights and
meagures in lieu of the present,
Mr, Laurier informed the House that
the correspondence regarding the resigoa-

tionus of the late ministry would be brought
down with His Excellency’s consent after
the address had been passcd.

This did not suit Sir Charles Tupper, as
he wanted this correspondencs laid on the
table before the address was moved.

Mr, Laurier took the ground that if the
opposition were going to move in this mat-
ter they must do so by separate and distinct
motion, and he therefore must decline to
bring down the correspondence until the
address had been passed.

Mr. Haggart drew the attention of the
government to an interview reported in a
Chicago newspaper purporting to have
taken place between a correspondent and
Mr. Laurier regarding the attitude of the
Liberal leader towards the United States
in the matter of reciprocity, and regarding
other matters of an internatioual character,
He wished to know if the interview was
correct. In reply Mr Laurier stated that
the interview was substantially correct.

Sir C. H. Tupper gave notice of motion
for copies of all retarns and reports show-
ing the effect uoon the receipts and expen-
ditures of the government railways by the
operation of the River du Loup, St.Charles
Branch, Oxford and New Glasgow Eastern
Extension,Cape Breton and other additions
to the Intercolonial railway, as originally
constructed and operated,

Sir Charles H. Tupper also gave notice
of a bill to further amend the election act.

Mr, Haggart will move for a return show-
ing the name of every official of the gov-
ernment dismissed and superannuated by
the government since July 11, 1896,

LITERARY NOTES.

Messrs, Flood & Vincent, Meadville,
Pa,, publishers of the text-books of the
Chautauqua Literary and Scientific Circle,
announce the following volumes, which
will constitute the Chautauqua course of
reading for the French-Greek year, 1896-
07, which begins in the early autumn:
“The Growth of the French Nation,”’ by
Prof. George B. Adams, of Yale Uni-
versity; ‘‘French Traits,”” by Mr. W. C.
Brownell, of Scribners’; ‘““A Study of the
Sky,”” by Prof. H. A, Howe, Director of
Chamberlin Observatory, University of
Denver; ‘‘A Survey of Greek Civiliza—
tion,”” by Prof. J. P. Mahaffy, of Trinity
College, Dublin, Ireland; ‘A History of
Greek Art,”” by Prof. Frank B. Tarbell,
of the University of Chicago. With the
exception of Mr. Brownell’s * French
Traits,” these volumes have been specially
prepared for the Chautauqua Reading
Circle.

The Macmillan Company announce ““The
Life of Richard Cobden,” written by John
Morley, to be published in the autumn.
After a brief narrative of Cobden’s early
life, of his commercial and mental pro-
gress, and of his early travels, special
avtention is given to his life in Manchester
and the long fight against the corn laws,
which first gave him fame, His life in
Parliament, his correspondence with Sir,
Robert Peel, and later with Mr. Bright
and other public men, together with his
own jntimate knowledge of all that was of
most importance in English history during
a half century which saw the Crimean
war, the Indian mutiny and the American
civil war, furnish rich material for a bio
graphy which must be interesting, even in
less capable hands than the author’s. In
Mr. Morley’s hands the book will be of un-
usual importance as well as of supreme
interest.

amount of business, in Canada.

She was a Bright Graduate of Queen’s
Medical Faculty, and s Noble Woman,

On Saturday night death visited the

At her own
request the funeral, which took place this
morning, was of a private nature, The
pall-bearers were: The Rev. Professor
Marshall, Rev. W. Muckleston, Perth; Dr.
Rogers, Messrs. C. F. Smith, J. Montague
Strange and F. Dobbs. The service was
conducted by Rev, Dr. Bell, at the residence
of the deceased. By the death of Dr.
Dickson the members of St. Andrew’s con-
gregation have lost an active worker, and
the citizens in general have lost a true
friend, whose many deeds of charity have
made her beloved by all who knew her.
[Miss Dickson was a daughter of the

" late Prof. Dickson, president of the Col-

lege of Physicians and Surgeops at Queens,

THE FLANNELETTE WAR.

{Dry Goods Review, Montreal and Toronto.]

The leading subject of conversation in
the trade during the past ten days has been
the cut in flannelettes. The facts briefly
are that when the mills of Wm, Parks &
Son, Ltd., decided to manufacture flacnel-

ettes some time ago the price of the
Colored Cotton Co. for the same was
quoted at 6§c, The Parks makes, being
of lighter weight, were put on the market
at 6c., and large orders were at once
placed, as the goods were exceedmgl‘y fine
and promised to sell well. The Cotton
Co., it was understood by the t{ade, would
meet the price of the rival mill and even
go a little under. When the company,
however, cut the price of 32-inch flannel-
ettes to 5e. the surprise was great. Whole-
gale houses began immediately to quote
lower figures on these lines, and retailers
who had bought at the old figures com-
plained that it was not fair to them,

The Rewicw voices the opinion current
on all sides in deprecating a cut like that
to 5c., which, there is every reason to sup-
pose, means & dead loss to the mills. The
result is to paralyze a good many staple
lines, while the net effect to trade all round
is injurious. The retailer feels it difficult
to buy at present figures, because one break
may lead to another, and, although the
prices on raw materials afford no warrant
for such a thing just now, how can a re-
tailer be sure of this ?

The opinion is freely expressed that the
cut is a war between the two mills, and in
the Maritime Provinces Parks & Son, Ltd.,
have the sympathy of the trade in what is
apparently an atiempt to cut away below
profitable values and concentrate the mak-
ing of Canadian flanneleties in one com-
pany. In the west, too, we hear it said that
while all were prepared for the Colorad
Cotton Co. to meet a rival’s price, the 5
quotation was unwise, and that Parks &

Son, L*d., are in no way responsible for the
break., The Review has always taken the
ground that business must be done on a
profitable basis, and this is just as true
when applied to & manafzciurer as a whole-
saler or retailer.

Of course, if unduiy bigh prices have
been charged for flinn<iettes, that is an-
other matter, and the tiade would welcome
rather than resent z reduction in these
goods. But it is generally believed that
5c. does not represent a profit to the mills,
and is only a temporary incident in a fight
between rival makers, If, however, the
new price is defended as sound and rea-
sonable, will the question not be raised
whether profits in the past were not swol-
len far beyond legitimate figures, and
will not merchants bLe forced to con-
sider the utility of a policy that
permitted such s condition ?  Surely
the cotton companies are not anxi-
ous to raise this poiut at the present junc-
ture. Other things being equal we have
always favored Canadian industries, and
regret exceedingly any occurrences that
tend to create the idea that cur mills do
not deserve fair trea «.ent in tariff legisla—
iion. There is no reason why filannel-
ettes, or any class of cottone, should be
confined to one mill, and any attempt to
force a concern like the Parks Co. out of
the market is not merely unnecessary, but
cannot succeed,

The proper policy is to put prices on &
living basis and stick to that,
