FIFTY-FIRST ANNUAL
AT BESWICK

GATHERING

Meeting of the B, ¥, P, U,—A Satisfaciury
State of Affalrs.
|BPECIAL ro GLOBE,]
BERWICK, N, S., Aug. 22,

The fiftieth-first annuai meeting of the
Baptist convention of the Maritime Pro-
vinces was opened in the house of wor
ship of the Berwick Biptist chureh tc-day
at ten o’clock a. m, J. Parsons, Esq, M,
A., president, in the chair., The bymn
beginning Sacred Lord we Mect was sung,
The president read the 67th psalm, Prayer
was offered by Rev. S. W, H. Warren,
Anugustus Freeman aud A, C, Chute, The
president declared the convention open,and
and called on the aseistant secretary, Rev.
W. C. Goucher,to read the list of delegates,
About 400 delegates were in attendance.

Revs. Ralph Trotter, of British Colum-
bia; A. Chapman, Vermont; Hall, of
Portage la Pairire; C. R. Minard, Mass, ;
Rev. Professor Reid, of Colby Uuiversity,
and others were invited to seats with the
delegates. - Communications were read.
Professor Kierstead, secretary of the con-
vention, but at present at Chicago tak-
ing spccial studies, resigned his office
owing to unavoidable circumstances.

Nominations for the office of president
were received., Rev. G. O. Gates was
elected, A motion passed that the con-
vention appoint a nominating committee,
The report of the committee on the publi-
cation of the year book for 1806 was read
by B. H. Eaton. Two thousand copies
were printed and circulated. The amount
received and expended was $343 37.

The financial report of the Maritime
Baptist Publication Co. (L'd ) showed re-
ceipts, $9,407 67; assets, $21,795 80; dis-
bursements, $10,824 29; assets over liabili-
ties, $9,449 51,

The committee on obituaries reported
the following ministers died during the
year: Rev. Perese F. Murray, Miiton,
Quaeens county, N, 8 ; Rev, E J. Filmore,
Albert county, N. B.; Reév. Solomon
Smith, Kent county, N. B ; Rav. Benja-
min Jewett, Hartland, Carleton county,
N. B.; Rev, L. J. Skinner, Milton, Queens
county, N. S. Reference was also made
to the death of Mr. Godfrey Payzant,
Windsor.

The prayer meetings of the B, Y. P, U.
at 6 30 and 9.30 a.m, were largely attended.
The B. Y. P. U. held their first business
meetivg at 9.20 a. m. After prayer by
Rev, Mr. Martell, Secretary Rev, ¥, H.
Beals read the annual report,which showed
the most successful year in the history of
the union. Last year six societies were
reported, this year 122; total membership
6,012, The ficancial report showed the
total receipts for the purposes of the union,
$16,408; surplus, $8,254,

The nominating committee recommend-
od as officers for the year 1896-97: Presi—
dent, Mr. A. E. Wall, Moncton; first vice—
president, Miss Ida Hooper, Summerside,
P. E. L.; second vice—president, Miss Lot-
tie Parker. Berwick; secretary-ireasurer,
Rev. H. G. Esrabrook. Executive: Dr,
Roberts, St. Jobn; R:v. J. H McDonald,
Ambers!; Harry Crewe, Bridgetown; R.
H. Jenkins, Charlottetown, with cfficers.

The new president was introduced and
gave a very practical, promising and en-
couraging address.

The report of the executive was read
and adopted,

The session closed with prayer by Rev.
C. W. Corey.

The largest audience that ever assembled
at Berwick convened st the Baptist church
here last evening. The large buildirg was
packed from the puipit to the cutside doors
into the street, and many were not able to
gain admissiop, the occasion beirg the
annual rally of the Maritime Baptist Young
People’s Union. An earnest, pleasing ad-
dress of welcoms to the varicus unions was
delivered by Miss Lottie Parker, and was
replied to by G-o.A. MacDonald, prasident
of the M B Y. P, U, Rev. Thomas
Trotter was then called upon and he de-
livered an earanest, inspiring address on ths
Christian Caiture Course as proposed
to be studied by the I. B. Y P, U.
The reverend g-ntleman urged the
importance of Caoristian culiure along
Bibiical, missionary and denomioational
lines, insisting upon the advantage of the
cultured over the upcultured. Rev. Mr.
McDonald then on behalf of the Maritime
Union presented to the president of the
Ambherst Uuion, for the C. €. course, the
banner which that society hsd four years
won in competition with all other unions
on this coutinent.

LO8SS HALF A MILLION,

Disastrous Frelght Wreck on the Uentral
Hadson Rallway.
RocHESTER, N. Y., Aug. 22.

A disastrous freight wreck occurred on
the Central Hudson Railway 1} miles east
of Fairport, ten miles from this city, about
midnight last night, piling the tracks of
that road with demolished cars and
epgines, Kogine No. 56 is a total
wreck, having telescoped the caboose
and nearly a dozen freight cars
loading  valuable freight. In the
caboose of train No. 572 were several of
the crew, and their escape from instant
death is miraculous, The members of the
crew who were in the caboose of the for-
ward train were spilled into the wreckage,
which is scattered all over tracks Nos.
1,2 and 3. The rear brakeman, named
Mitchell, is severely. injured, and, like
other members of the crew, is bad-
ly; bruised. The engineer was severely
shocked, but not seriously injured. Train
No. 571 consisted of 60 cars and the con-
tents of the last cars were scattered in all
directions. A carload of caskets consigned
to Cincinuati were nearly all demolished,
The wreck caught fire from the lamps in
the caboose and several cars were destroyed
before help arrived. Rai'road men say the
loss will certainly be $500,000. It could
not be ascertained who was to blame for
the accident,
