GREAT BRITAIN,

Queen Victoria, on June 20 next, will
have reigned sixty years, a reign longer
than that of any previous British sovereign,

and lately many echemes have been mooted
for the proper observation of the occasion.
Most of the plans advanced provided for a
commemoration of the event before the
full sixty years had passed. They have all
been disposed of by official intimation from
Her Majesty, who makes it known that,
while she is gratified by the evidences of
loyalty and affection displayed by her
subjects, she wishes that should she be
spared to rule sixty years any celebrations
shall be reserved until that period shall be
actually completed.

A reception and banquet was given by
the London Chamber of Commerce Tuex—
day night in honor of Li Hung Chang,
The Chinese statesman made a speech,
declaring that as long as he lived he would
advocate progress, industry and commerce
in his native land, and would especially
urge that the remotest corner of China be
made accessible by railroads. Sir Donald
Smith formally invited Li Hung Chang to
be the guest of the Canadian government
during his Canadian visit, He replied he
would be most happy to accept the invi-
tatirn and said he looked forward to his
Canadian visit with much interest. He
will leave Southampton by steamer St.
Louis on August 22 and will enter Canada
from New York at Niagara Falls and spend
a day at Ottawa, proceeding thence straight
through to Vancouver and sail in a Cana—
dian Pacific steamer on September 13 or 14.

UNITED STATES,

Murray Hill Bank, one of the oldest
banks in New York, has closed its doors
pending an examination of its affairs.
The bank has deposits of about $1,250,000,
which, it is believed, will be paid in full.

At least three persons were burned to
death and over $100,000 worth of property
destroyed by a fire which broke out in a
six story brick building at 465 Greenwich
street, New York, Tuesday afterncon.

SALMON FISHING ON THE CASCA-
PEDIA.

[Quebec Chronicle,]

The Governor General was fishing in
the Grand Cascapedia River a few days
ago. Lt. Col. Andrew Haggard, D. 8. O.,
of England, with Mr. John McDonald, of
Montreal, had exceptional sport on Satur-
day, August .1st, after having fished for
sea trout on the Chario. Mr. McDonald
killed some two dozen fine sea trout, some
of them weighing over two pounds each.
Col. Haggard also caught a few of tbem,
but devoted most of his time to fishing the
salmon waters, though the men told him
that it was no use, that nobody ever
caught them so late in the season.
In fact they did not remember
ever getting any in August at all. Though
the water was dead low there was a
tearing gale blowing dowu the stream, and
the Colonel succeeded in raising three fish
that day, one of which he lost by its get-
ting round part of a tree in the bottom of
the pool. All of them rose to very small
flies, one a black and the other a gold
body. The two fish he killed were a beau-
tifal clean run ten—-pounder and a salmoa
of fourteen pounds, which made a run
down a heavy rapid. On their way home
at night the two fishermen called at the
Governor General’s camp and gave him
one of the salmon and some sea trout,
and were kindly received and entertained
by His Excellency. They did not try t'he
Metapedia at Campbeliton at all, as origin-
ally intended, becauss of the lowness of
the water.

NO MORE BANANAS FROM CUBA.

VERY CLOSE CALL.

THE LAKE ONTARIO AND VANCOUVER
COLLISION.

Capt. Campbsli’s Story Places the Blame on
the Shouldsrs of Qapt. Williams.
QuEBEC, Aug. 10,

About midnight last night the Dominion
Royal Mail steamer Vancouver, outward
bound for Liverpool, collided with the
Beaver Line steamer Lake Ontario, inward
bound from Liverpool. The collision oc-
curred about twenty miles below Father
Point, during a dense fog. No lives were
lost and neither of the vessels were serious-
ly damaged.

The Lake Ontario arrived in port at four
o’clock this afternoon and went over to the
Grand Trunk Railway wharf at Levis to
land freight and passengers, leaving for
Montreal at half-past seven, where she will
probably arrive late to-morrow afternoon.
There was no water in her hold, and the
only evidence of a collision is a damaged
bow. The Vancouver is now on her way
back to this port and is expeeted to arrive
at eight to-morrow morning,

There is no doubt but what both vessels
had a close call. Both were, in conse-
quence of the heavy fog prevailing at the
time, running at less than half speed, but
still the shock of the collision must nave
been very great. That both steamers were
able to make their way safely to port after
the collision is probably due to the fact
that the collision occurred bow on., The
Lake Ontario has, or rather had, a clipper
bow, while that of the Vancouver is almost
perpendicular, The result was that when
the ships struck the overhang of the Lake
Ontario’s bow received the force of the
impact, and it would not have been until
the two ships had crushed the one into the
other for some distance that the forefoot
of either ship would be compelled to
receive the shock of the collision. Hap-
pily the collision was not so severe, and
both ships remained water-tight below the
water line.

BLAMES CAPT, WILLIAMS.

Capt. Campbell, of the Lake Oantario,
was seen by a reporter soon after the ship’s
arrival. He was reticent, preferring not to
say much pending the result of the enquiry
which will follow. He blames Captain
Williams, of the Vancouver, for having
kept so close in shore on an outbound
trip and consequently in the ‘way of
inbound steamers making for the pilot
ground off Father Point., The Lake
Ontario was steaming at about a
four-knot rate, while her whistle was
going with the Beaver Line pilot signal,
which is a long blast and three short ones.
The Vancouver was sighted on the star-
board bow nearly ahead. She crashed
right in, but as the Lake Ontario’s bows are
pointed and those of the Vancouver are
nearly perpendicular, the latter's forward
deck, with anchors, chains, windlass and
everything was mowed down. Perfect
order reigned on the Lake Ontario while
the Vancouver appearea to swing out the
lifeboats. Shortly afterwards, however,
the Vancouver headed up stream. Capt.
Campbell puts the entire blame on the
Dominion Line steamer. He reports foggy
weather during most of the voyage and a
great number of icebergs off Belle Isle.

CAPTAIN WILLIAMS’S ACCOUNT,

Captain Williams’s account of the colli~
sion cannot, of course, be secured until the
arrival of the Vancouver in port, but a
despatch from Father Point gives some
particulars as reported by the Vancouver’s
officers, that ship having immediately after
the accident returned to Father Point for
a pilot. The despatch says: “R.M. S.
Vancouver, that sailed from Quebec on
Sunday morning at 9.20, received the
British mails and some passengers off
here and proceeded for Liverpool at
10.30 p. m. Sunday. A dense fog pre-
vailed and the Father Point fog signal was
fired steadily from 7 p. m., until 3 this
morning. The Vancouver had to feel her
way in here by the use of her lead, aided by
the fog signal. About an hour and a half
after passing here, while she was proceed—
ing slowly, with her whistle sounding
regularly, all at once she was run into bow
on by an inward bound steamer, her bow
on the starboard side being badly smashed
in almost to the water line.”

The bows of the Lake Ontario bear evi-
dence of having sustained a pretty hard
shock. She has a hole extending from a
distance of ten feet on the port side to
about twenty feet on the starboard side.
The cntwater is gone at that place. The
hole is just under the forecastle deck and
leaves open the anchor-weighing apparatus,
Piled just within the hole under the fore-
castle deck is a mass of iron plates, iron
chucks, pieces of derrick pulleys, huge iron
bars, all of which were wrenched from the
bows of the Vancouver. Below this gap is
another opening, measuring about twenty
feet, and extending entirely on the star-
board side. This opens the bows in the
forepeak in the twin-deck. On the fore-
castle deck the rails, davits, crane and
mooring chucks are gone.

ELECTRICITY AT HOME.

How Life is Made Easy in a New York
Residence.
NEw YORK, Aug. 10,

The nearest approach to the fairyland of
the fables exists in New York city, says the
Sun, It isthe home of the prenident of
one of the large exchanges and it .is situat-
ed on West Seventy-fifth street. .In this
house it is almost impossible to do & stroke
of work or perform a series of comsarted

actions, Everything is done for you, ap-
parently by magic, though really by elee-
tricity. It is probably the most elaborate
electrically equipped residence in the

eountry, if not in the world. E verything |
is done by the current, and it is irecessary
only to reach out your finger to have it

done.

The occupants of the house sildom or
never walk up stairs. An electric elevater
carries them from floor to floor and even
up to the private roof garden fitted out
with electrical dwvvices. No attendant is
required to work the elevator. It is the
perfection of automatic action. A single
push button on each landing controls it.
No matter if the car is above or below
your floor, a pressure of the button will
call it to you. This is, of course, possible
because of the automatic action of the pole-
changers and switches which are placed at
every floor and worked by the car itself.
Once a certain push button has been
pressed, the car passes under the control of
the person who presses the button, and no
matter how much the other buttons are
pressed they will not act until the first one
is released.

The car door also is automatic, and the
«car cannot be moved until the door is shut
and locked. This elevator is lighted by
tiny but brilliant electric lamps, and there
is a flexible tube telephone in the car
which enables one to speak to any part of
the house.

Such a thing as the ordinary opening and
shutting of a door mnever occurs in this
house. Near every door there is a push
button. Press this and the door slides into
the wall or vice versa. The pressure of an-
other button locks or unlocks the door.
Sometime it is not necessary to be near the
door in order to open or close it, Hanging
down beside the beds are what is known
in electrical circles as ‘‘flexible’’—bifur-
cated cords with wooden knobs or handles
on the ends. In each handle are four
buttons, marked successively Asleep,
Awake, Shut and Locked. The pressure
of the first two buttons sends a signal to
various parts of the house that the master
or mistress is asleep or awake, The bed-
room is approached by a long hall or entry
way. Lying in bed the occupant of the
house can shut and lock, or unlock and
open the door at the end of the fifty-foot
passage by merely pressing the proper
buttons. Hanging near the bed is another
flexible button which means all kinds of
qualified summons to the house servants.

The roof of the house, with its electric-
ally lighted garden, presents a beautiful
sight from a distance, just as the distance
is beautiful when viewed from the roof, for
the Palisades lie off to one side, with the
Hudson in between.,

The dining room of this house is exquis-
ite in tone, the lights shedding a genuine
radiance down from the ceiling. It is said
that the owner even contemplated an elec-
tric table which would sink out of sight
and its place be taken by another after each
course had been eaten, much after the
Roman fashion of table removal. The
nearest approach in this case, however, is
an electric dumbwaiter, large enough to
carry a whole dinner course.

TOWED FOR MILES BY A S8HARK.

A Florida Doctor Uncertain for a While
Which Was Oaught.
[Jacksonville, Fla., Times-Union,]

Grove Ciry, Fia., July 26,
Dr, Wilcox caught a shark last week in
the Gulf, near this place, which gave him
a very interesting and exciting fight before
he captured it. The doctor is a great fish-

erman, and the abundance and great
variety of the fish on this part of the coast
gave him all the amusement needed in
that line, One great trouble he his to
contend with in fishing in the pass on the
Gulf is the shark, as they take his best bait
and generally his hook and most of the
line.

Tiring of that trouble he procured a
shark hook and fifty fathoms of rope suit—
able for the business, and on Wednesday
dropped anchbor at his favorite fishing
ground, just outside of Stump Pass. He
fastened one end of his rope to the mast,
baited his hook with a couple of mullet
and threw it over. Almost before the
hook reached the bottom the rope began
paying out rapidly. The doctor caught on
to the rope, but his weight did not stop its
headway at all, and when the rope was all
out, the boat—a twelve-foot skiff—began
to drag the anchor.

As the fish was heading for the bay, the
doctor hauled in the anchor, thinking the
fish would go inside, where, in shallow
water, he could more easily capture it. By
the time, however, he had gotten the an-
chor in and cleared the deck for action, the
fish changed its course and started down
the pass for the open sea, It kept in the
pass till near the outer bar, when it crossed
the reef where the water was only about
five feet deep, and on which a heavy sea
was rolling, The boat was going like a
thing.of life, and the doetor does not know
whether the swell rolled over the boat or
the boat .dived under the swells, but he
does know the boat filled and everything
except the ancher was floating. He caught
a Bail bueket.just as it was going overboard,
and when the boat got into deep and
smooth water he began the double duty of
bailing snd divesting himself of such
raiment as would be a hindrance in a long
swim,

He soon rélieved the boat of moat.of the
water, and *he fish not showing any sigx_ls
of changing i.‘s course, he began to take in
the sitmation, JIn going over the xeef'he
saw it was a very large shark, and wanting
just such a specime'n, the doctor, who is a
fine swimmer and all--round a;lete, deter-
mined he would stay i the race an. Zust
to luck. The fish never changed its cours.
or slackened its speed till it had gone about
four miles in the Gulf, when it began to
show signs of weakening, and commenced
to circle around. The doctor then began
to take in slack whenever he could, using
the anchor as a windlass, After an hour
of the hardest work he succeeded in getting
the shark near enough to the boat to use
his pistol on it. He unloaded a thirty-
eight calibre Smith & Wesson in its head,
under the effects of which it gave up.

Looking over the boat, he found his sheet

ropes broken, the sail torn, blocks gone,
together with one of his oars, and he four
miles from shore, with the wind off the
land and the tide running out, He had
been jerked around till he was sore, bruised
and tired, but his only chance was to work
with one oar and tow that shark so as to
hold his own till the tide turned, which he
did, reaching home just five hours after he
had hooked the fish., It measured 11 feet
4 inches in length and 47 inches around the
body. It was of the spotted or leopard
variety, and a vicious-looking specimen,
That species is said to be very dangerous
and is rarely seen on this part of the
coast,

KILLED BY A LIGHTNING BOLT

Bangor Physician Died at His Sweetheart’s
Side.

BANGOR, Me., Aug. 10.
The community was deeply shocked to-
day on learning of the sad death of Dr,
Wm. L. Pressey at Islesboro, an island
summer resort in Penobscot bay, on Sun-
day. A terrible thunderstorm came up
there, driving hundreds of visitors into the

cottages and hotels, Dr. Pressey, of this
city, was at his cottage, and his fiancee,
Miss Elizabeth G. Brown, daughter of J.
G. Brown, of Boston, called the ‘‘Iron
King,” was also there passing the after—
noon.

In the Pressey cottage there were four
other persons, Dr. Pressey’s father, his
mother, his brother Frank and the maid
servant, Maggie Bissett. Mrs, Pressey, her
son Frank and Maggie Bissett were in the
living room in the front part of the house;
Dr. Massey and Miss Brown were in the
dining room adjoining and opening out of
the front of the house by a wide door. As
the shower appeared to grow, Miss Brown
became timid. She stood by the dining
table, and Dr. Pressey stood beside her,
with a lemon squeezer in his right hand.
As she expressed some terror at a8 particu-
larly brilliant display of lightning, he
tbrew his right arm about her shoulder to
reassure her.

The two stood that way for an instant,
when a terrific crash came, shattering the
house and causing terror. When the first
shock had cleared away Dr. Pressey was
found on the floor where he had fallen.
Dr. Pressey was lifeless, Over him
kneeled the distracted girl to whom he had
but just been offering assurances of safety,
trying, with bare hands, to beat out the
flames that burned his clothing, He had
been struck and felled by the bolt.

PERSIS’S GREAT RECORD.

Slowest Voyage Ever Made by Bteam—
Lady Furness Steams Nearly 9,000 Miles
in Ballast.
|[New York Herald.]

Iato this port on Saturday night came &
steamship from Iloilo with an unmatched
record all her own—a marine sauntering
which in its prodigality of leisure rivals
the performance of that Mississippi river
steamship which, on so eminent an author-
ity as Mr. 8. L. Clemens, was wount to race
with islands and to keep lookouts posted
on the stern instead of in the bow.

The veseel is the Persis, a British steam-
ship of the sort called tramp, She is nog
the ‘‘overloaded, undermanned, meant to

founder’” sort of craft, but a vessel stout
of build, slow of motion, of little horse
power and of many barnacles, How many
of these barnacles are clinging to the bot-
tom of his ship Captain McDonald cannot
say, but he imagines that the marine
growth must be at least a foot in depth.

From the tautological port in the Phil-
ippines the Persia sailed on April 24, She
was laden with 2,640 tons of sugar, con-
signed to the American Sugar Refining
Company. She met heavy weather
in the Indian Ocean and did not
reach Port Said until June 18. Travers-
ing the Suez Canal she reached Gibraltar
July 5, and sailing thence the same
day set out across the Atlantic.| Gales
baffled her again. Her coal was about to
give out, so she put into Bermuda. She
reached the Delaware Breakwater Friday
and this port the following night, making
the slowest voyage for a steam craft within
the memory of the shipping folk here.

The Persis sailed from Iloilo twenty days
after the sailing ship A. J. Fuller set ogt
from that port bound for the Delaware
Breakwater. Although the Fuller came
around the Cape of Good Hope and the
steamship by the nearer steam route, the
Fauller beat her to port by a good margin,
reaching the Breakwater July 31,

The Lady Furness, another seaworn
traveller, followed close in the languid wake
of the Persis and found a berth in the up-
per bay yesterday afternoon. The Lady
Furness is a British tramp, commanded by
Captain Tregarthen. She comes into
notice through her haying made one
of the longest voyages on record
for a steamship in ballast. She
cleared from Delagoa Bay, July 3, and
travelled nearly nine thougand miles, There
was no cargo of any nature to be had for this
port when the vessel sailed, and as the ship
was chartered to load again at this port for
South Africa, she was obliged to come
empty handed.

PROGRESS OF THE PULP INDUSTRY.

The big lumber mills on the Penobscot
river, known as the W, T. Pearson mills,
at Great Works, which have recently
been managed by W. P. Lowell, whe is
now at the head of the mammoth mill
to be erected at Ashland, Me., on the
line of the Bangor & Aroostook railroad,
have been shut down and sold to one of
the large pulp concerns in the vicinity
of Bangor., Whether it will ever be uti-
lized again as & lumber mill we do not
know, but the presumption is that it will
not. Thus the pulp and paper mills are
not only securing large and valuable blocks
of spruce lands, but are also buying and
controlling the fine water powers on the
leading rivers of New England, says the
Northeastern Lumberman.
