GREAT BRITAIN,

Captain the Hon.Charles John Coventry,
second son of Earl Coventry, who on July
28 was sentenced to three months’ impri-

sonment for connection with Jameson’s
raid into the Transvaal, has been released
from Holloway jail, the prison physicians
certifying that farther confinement might
be dangerous to his life, Captain Coventry
is suffering from the effects of a wound
received in the fight between the raiders
and Boers at Krugersdorp.

UNITED STATES,

Lewis A, Wills, street supervisor of
Atlantic City, N. J., committed suicide in
Fairmount Park, Philadelphia, Saturday
morning, by shooting in the head. Wills
was $2,100 short in his street accounts.

Reinforcements were
sent to the front in the persons of Miss
Maud Harrison apd*Miss Ida M. New#-—
comb., Rev, R. E. Gaullison, lately of
Lower Aylesford, and Mrs. Gullison are
now available for service in India.

The report speaks very hopefully of the
work at all the stations, and in all of them
there is evidence of growth and progress.
“A review of the whole field shows that
during the year there have been 17 bap-
tisms, 16 added by letter and experience;
that- there are 17 native preachers, 3
teachers, 11 Bible women and 5 colpor-
teurs. It also gives an idea, though a very
imperfect one, of the work done on the
field. But it also shows with what fidelity
and zeal the missionaries are prosecuting
the work entrusted to them. One lesson
of deep significance which we all ought to
Jearn is that this work is not the mission-
ar.e¢’, but ours. We are working in India
for Jesus Christ., The missionaries are
our agents. They represent us,”

The repert says how to increase the
finances and make the income equal the
outgo is a serious business. It is some
satisfaction that, though ‘times are hard,’
the deficit of last year has been materially
reduced. The total receipts for the year
were $16,465 88, and the total expenditures,
including the deficit of last year of $2,933.-
23, were $18,200.30. This leaves a balance
against the treasury of $1,734 42, The
salaries of the missionaries are now due
and the outfit and travelling expenses of
the new missionaries must be provided for.
The churches in New Brunswick and P, E.,
Island have not done as well this year as
last, while the churches in Nova Scotia
have shown a gain over last year. Of
interest accruing from the Bradshaw trusts
(1 and 2) there bave been received from
the first trust $476.25, of which $221.65,
less expenses incurred, have been paid over
to the joint committee to be expended for
home mission work in New Brunswick,
There have also been received from the 2ad
trust $706 92, of which $139.09, less the
expenses incurred, has been paid over to
the treasurer of the Home Mission Board
to be expended for home mission work in
New Brunswick.

The following bequests have been received,
viz.: $200 bequeathed by the late Jesse
Oakes, of Albany, N. S.; $1,029.79 by the
late Mrs, Mary Smich, of Fredericton, N.B.,
and $100 by the late Mrs, Deborah S.
Rogers, of Hopewell, N. B.

It has also come to the knowledge of
your Board that the late G. P. Payzant, of
Windsor, left to the Foreign Mission work
of Nova Scotia the sum of $1,000.

The total amount received from bequests
has been $1 429 79.

GENERAL USE OF MILITIA TITLES.

An Enquiry of the General Commanding
the Forces and What it Brought Forth,

[Canadian Military Gazette,]

The following correspondence speaks for
itself. A well-known commanding officer,
writing General Gascoigne on the above
subject, says: *‘I would like to have your
opinion about a matter that is of some im-
portance to the officers of the militia. It
is as to whether we, militia officers, should

be at all times known by our militia rank
or only on some occasions. The position
is this: Our commission from the Queen
or her representative is practically the
same a8 those of the permanent force or
the regular army. We are lizble at all
times to be called out for service, and at
all times the responsibility for thousands
of dollars worth of stores rests upon us.
Also, if we are called out, no business of
any sort can relieve us of being obliged to
go, and we are liable for service if attacked
either in or out of our country. On the
other hand we are, when not on military
duty, engaged in our professions or busi-
ness, and in consequence of this we bear
a dual cognomen; at least this is the prac-
tice which prevails, and on reflection it
seems to me to be absurd. For instance,
this is the predicament: Most of us only
call ourselves by our rank when on duty
or at some military function, and with the
same idea use two sets of visiting cards,
one with plain Mr. So and So, for private
and social use, and another with Captain
or Major So and So, for calling on military
personages or on superior officers, and to
have to discriminate continually for fear of
appearing presumptuous or appearing to
force our rank on civilian society is neither
a proper or pleasant position, Personally
I am indifferent as to whether or not I am
called by my rank on civilian occasions,
as it would neither add to or diminish my
position or amusements, but the dual indi-
viduslity seems a weak and undignified
position. I am not aware that any intima-
tion or order has ever been received
issued by authority as to which practice
should prevail. It would be pleasanter if
all the militia officers in Canada stood in
an assured position, one way or the other,
so that we might all understand eur posi-
tion definitely. We ourselves are the only
soldiers Canada has; but I don’t think
that the trouble and responsibility we bear
is understood by the civilian portion of the
population.”

General Gascoigne, in reply, says:

*I have no hesitation in replying to your
letter. I consider that not only are militia
officers justified in using their rank on all
occasions, but I go further and hold that
not to do so would be to imply that the
value of the distinction was not held by
them in great esteem, In Canada thers is
but one military body to-day—the militia—
and I hold, therefore, that in every way
officers are bound to be designated by their
military rank."

FLORAL NOTES.

BY H, E. GOOLBD,

In answer to questions: Leave your
Lily of the Valley plants in the ground;
they are a hardy perennial, but matured
pips or crowns can be forced at any time
of the year provided they have had a dor-
mant period (or rest), In regard to rose
crimson Rambler, you can leave it in the

ground, but in late November, after first
heavy frosts, lay it down on the soil, cover
it with a few inches of soil and over that
place six inches of straw manure, dead
leaves or similar material. Do not think it
will stand the winter here in open ground
without being protected. Do not uncover
until first of May. Cuttings taken from
roses growing in open ground will seldom
root in summer months, or in any high
temperature; cuttings from open ground
plants, made from ripened wood after
growth ceases in autumn, can be rooted if
placed in sand or soil kept moist and not
allowed a temperature of over 40° or less
than 30°. Under these conditions the cut-
tings will root in from three to four
months. Propagation of rose cuttings in
high temperature have to be cuttings
taken from roses growing under glass.
If you wish to increase roses in the open
ground the esafest way is to layer them,
which may be done from spring to Septem-
ber by bending down a shoot, the wood of
which should be well matured at the por-
tion to be worked. Cut a slit in the stem
half-way throughout, and split the shoot
for about an inch; scoop out a shallow
trench in the soil, lay a few inches of the
cut portion in the trench, letting the end
of the shoot remain in the air; cover the
cut portion firmly with soil, and lay a turf
or sod over it and keep moist, and in six
weeks roots will be emitted from the cut
portion. The rooted layer can then be cut
from the parent plant and transplanted or
potted, forming a new plant.
For a safe destroyer of the worm which
infests your hops use paraffine emulsion,
the formula for preparing which has been
published in these notes many times.
Callas can be repotted at any time of the
year. Any good, rich soil will answer.
They grow best flooded with water. They
should have three months’ rest, perfectly
dry, every year; separate at end of dormant
period when potting up. If your oleander
is root-bound, give it weak liquid manure
freely. Lack of nutriment is the probable
cause of blighted buds. Do not try to force
your chrysanthemums; they have their
own period of blooming according to habit
of varieties, early to late, and cannot be
forced except at the expense of vitality of
the plant and consequent inferiority of
bloom; should never be allowed to dry
out, as it hardens the wood and injures
the bloom. Keep them cool, give them
all the sun, air and all the water they need,
always having good drainage. When pots
are well filled with roots feed liberally with
weak liquid manure up to the time the
buds show color, then cease feeding, or
injury may result to color of bloom.
