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THE MINISTRY. 

Rumor steadily makes changes in the 

ministerial slate. A late report is that Dr. 

Borden, of Nova Scotia, will be Minister 

of Militia, and that Mr. Blair will be Min- 

ister of Marine and Fisheries. In the mean- 
time the ministry that is still in has given 

no sign of when it intends to go out, and 

there are paragraphs constantly appearing 

suggesting that it may hold on until the 

date fixed for the assembling of Parliament, 

Or course, Parliament can be further pro- 
rogued, but if it is to be further prorogued 

the proclamation to that effect should be 

issued at once, as there are now only eight 

days to the date of meeting, and members 
who live at a great distance, and who de" 

sire to be at the opering, must make their 

start for Ottawa in a day or two. There are 

rumors that there is disagreement between 

the Governor General and his advisers and 
that His Excellency has refused to sign 
orders-in-council made by them. On the 
other hand the statement is made, appa- 

rently by authority, that ‘on Saturday 

Lord Aberdeen signed all the orders-in- 
council passed up to that date.” With 

regard to the delay in resigning the Ottawa 

correspondent of the Star makes a state- 
ment which does not appear to be un- 
reasonable: if 
The Council during last week managed 

to clear off an immense amount of depart- 
mental work, and but little remains to be 
cleared off. The political situation affords 
subject matter for much conversation. 
The accusation is frequently heard that 

- 

the Ministers are hanging on for the sake’ 
of the loaves and fishes. This, at least, is 
a premature charge. When it is remem- 
bered that from April 24 to June 24 there 
were very few meetings of the Cabinet, 
the majority of the Ministers being away 
from their offices on campaign business, 
that, therefore, during these two months 
—the latter being the last month of the 
fiscal year—routine work had been accumn- 

* lating, a fortnight is not long in which to 
‘have reduced all these arrears. 

One thing appears to be quite certain 

and that is that the fiscal year closes with 

a deficit of at least a million of dollars on 

ordinary revenue account, 

UNITED STATES TRADE. 

The United States treasury has issued a 

table which presents at a glance the status 
of the foreign commerce of the great 

nations of the world in 1894, Diagrams 
exhibit the comparative volume of this 
trade and its gradations in value by 

decennial averages in the period 1885-94. 

Of course the United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Ireland has the largest foreign 
trade. Ite decennial averageis $3,361,318,- 

870 of foreign trade, or $1,500,000,000 

more than that of France, which ranks 

second; $1,760,000,000 more than that’of 
Germany, which ranks third, and $1,800,- 
000,000 more than the foreign trade of the 

United States, which takes the fourth 
place. The value of the foreign trade of 
the United Kingdom is, therefor, more 
than that of the United States and Ger- 
many combined, and only a little less than 

that of the United States and France. 
After the four leading commercial nations 
the descent is rapid, but it is a little sur- 

prising to find the foreign trade of little 

Holland, which stands fifth on the list, 

equal to 60 per cent. of that of the Uni ed 
States. 

trade of Holland and Belgium comes to 

within $64,000,000 of that of the United 

States. While 78% per cent. of the Ameri- 

can exports, 713 per cent. of those of 

France, and 80} per cent. of those of Gel 

many are to European countries,only 45 1-6 

per cent. of the British exports have a 

similar destination. Of British exports 

7.20 per cent. go to South America, against 
the American proportion of 3.72, that of 

France 8.27, and that of Germany of 4,87 
per cent. To Asia, Great Britain sends 
nearly four times as much as the other 

three great commercial nations combined, 
and to Africa only the French trade with 

Algeria prevents there being a like dis- 
parity, The lead which Great Britain has 
secured in controlling distant’ markets is, 

the Boston Herald says, fairly illustrated 
+ by the fact that her exports to Oceanics 

amount to twice as much as those of all 

the other trading countries of the world. 
To these islands ofthe sea, the United 

States sent in 1894 merchandise to" the 
value of $11,735,000, against the'$90,727,000 

of Great Britain. The trade of Great 

Britain with all her colonies and depen- 

dencies reached in 1894 the very respect- 
able total of 720,000,000. Of this 

$281,000,000 was with British India. 

The British trade with Canada was 
little over a third of this, but that with 

Australasia came within $38,000,000 of it. 
With the United States, Great Britain did 
about four-fifths of the amount of business 

transacted with all her foreign posses- 
sions.
