There 

is a new piece of music, poetry, etc., etc, 

A RECORD OF FAILURE. 
When in July, 1895, Lord Salisbury was 

returned to power by an enormously large 

majority—far larger than is usually given 

to either the Liberal or Conservative party 

in Great Britain—he was afforded an op- 

portunity to form a strong and able govern- 

ment, and, apparently, to accomplish al- 

most anything he desired. He had in the 

House of Commons a majority of one 

hundred and fifty-two. Even if a con- 
siderable proportion of the Liberal-Union- 

ists deserted him he would have a majority. 

He had the House of Lords with him, of 
course. Yet, in the year that has elapsed 

the record of the Salisbury cabinet has 

been one of complete failure, This is 
true in regard to domestic as well 

as to foreign policy. Im the Parlia- 

mentary session which has just closed 

—hastened to a close so that the mem- 
bers should not miss the first week of 
grouse shooting—the government has been 

# 
humiliated more than once. Only two im- 
portant measures have been passed. The 

agricultural rating bill, which affords re- 

lief to the landlords in the amount of 

$8,000,000 a year, could only be passed by 
the frequent use of closure, The Irish 
land bill has been amended and re-amend- 
ed and then amended again so that its 

guthors can hardly recognize it, and its 

value has been almost entirely destroyed. 

Even the members of the government 

hardly knew what their policy was on this 

important 

“Wwitmess'=:o the spectacle a 
the leader of the House recting the 
Secretary for Ireland, who had charge of 

the bill. The English edu¢ation bill was 

one of the most important measures of 

recent years, but the government was com- 

pelled to withdraw it, and the same fate 
overtcok the Irish education bill. Alto- 
gether the session was an unsatisfactory 

one for the cabinet, added to which 
was the fact that at two or three 
by-elections the Liberals won decisive 

victories. Then, abroad, affairs have not 
added to Lord Salisbury’s prestige. His 
government made feeble attempts to stop 

the Armenian atrocities, but failed to ac- 
complish anything, although the whole 

clvilized world was horrified at the bar- 

barities practiced by the unspeakable 

Tark., The trouble with Venezuela, and 
the questions arising therefrom between 

Great Britain and the United States, has 
had a serious aspect, and no definite result 

has yet been reached. Affairs in South 

Africa have gone from bad to worse, until 

ruin is threatened to some of the 

British possessions in that quarter, and 

now the massacres in Crete have been 
added to the other troubles of the minister. 
England is being aroused to the dreadful 

state of affairs in unhappy Crete, but noth- 

ing is being done to help her unfortunate 

people, although Turkey exists simply 
through the sufferance of Great Britain, 

THE LIBERALS AND THE FARMERS, 

Sir Richard J. Cartwright, one of the 
ministers who met the representa— 

tives of the farming and fruit industries at 

Montreal the other day in reference to cold 

storage plans, told those present that an 

object which the new government will set 

before themselves is to do what they can 

to lessen the disadvantages which, from no 

fault of their own have weighed upon the 

agricultural community these many years, 

“We are not able by act of Parliament,” 
he said, ‘‘to raise the price of your produce, 

but to a large extent we have power in les- 

sening the rate of freight between our 
country and the great markets of the world, 

and especially in putting those products on 

the market in the best possible condition.” 

Sir Richard said that so far as regards 

cheese the Canadian article is highly valued 

in Great Britain, and all that is required is 

to provide facilities for transportation, but, 

he said 

—as regards butter, we are so far from 
having advanced that we have retrograded 
considerably. We were in the habit of ex- 
porting upwards of six thousand tons of 
butter a year, but in 1895 we only exported 
two thousand tons, and that did not fetch 
by neariy twenty per cent. as good prices 
in the English markets as Danish or con— 
tinental butter. That ought not to be, 
When I tell you that the little country of 
Denmark, with a population scarcely half 
that of Canada, sent to England last year 
$29,000,000 worth of butter, which brought 
a hundred shillings per buundredweight, 
while Canada only sent $778,000 worth, 
which sold at eighty shillings per hundred- 
weight, you will say that is conclusively a 
market for the development of the Canadian 
butter trade. I believe what can be done 
in tbat can be done in fruit, notably in the 
article of apples, grown here in greater 
abundances and finer than anywhere else 
in the world; eggs, poultry and a consider- 
able variety of articles I have not a word 
to say against Canadisu manufacturers, 
bus I desire to point out that the exports 
of agricultu: .! nroducts muster six or seven 
times more in { 3 export rolls than do the 
exports of manufactures, even if you throw 
in jce, which I saw in the list not long 
ago. 

GOLD IN EUROPEAN BANKS, 

“There is going on a rapid accumulation 
of ‘gold by European nations, and the 

stock of the precious metal held by Earo- 

pean banks has of late years increased 
enormously, Some months ago a French 

statistician published tables showing the 

quantity of gnld held by banks and govern= 

ments on 30'h April last; the sum total 

was $1,047,000,000. The largest holder 

was the Bank of Russia, which had $426 — 

000,000, To this amount must be added 

natter, the House of Commons ' 

fow days ago of oi 

$80,000,000 which Russia herself is hold- 

ing for, it is believed, war purposes in the 

pear future, Next to the Bank of Russia 

is that of France, whose holding is $300,- 

000,000. The Bank of England is third 
on the list, with $232,000,000. There are 

large gains in other European banks: for 

example, the Austro-Hungarian, which had 

$27,000,000 in 1890, had $110,000,000 at 
the, end of April. At the same time 

the pational treasury of the Austro- 

Hungarian empire had $81,000,000 in the 

yellow metal, while in 1800 it had 

not a dol'ar, The amount in the Bank of 

France has increased $160,000,000 since 
1890, while the quantity held by England 

and Russia has, to speak generally, doub ed 

since the same year. The total amouct of 

gold held by banks and national treasuries 
has increased about $800,000,000 since the 

end of that yrar. Almost all of the na. 

tional banks of Europe have gold reserves 

sufficient to redeem the amount of notes 
outstanding. In other words, they have 

dollar for dollar. The theory ordinarily 

maintained with regard to a paper issue, is 

that the gold held should be in the pro- 

portion of ome to three of paper; 

The inference may be fairly drawn that 
there is an ample supply of gold for all the 

monetary purposes for which gold is need- 
ed, for twice as much more paper money 

than is now out could be issued in Europe 

without any danger to the financial opera- 

tions which are carried on among these 

nations or with the world generally. Per- 

haps the consciousness that sooner or later 

there will be a great commotion among the 
heavily armed European powers has much 

to do with this rapid accumulation of gold 

in the Earopean treasuries. 

QUEENS AND SUNBURY CAMPAIGN. 

A Lively Meeting Held at the Narrows. 

There was an interesting meeting at the 
Narrows, Queens Co., Friday night, The 

meeting was called by the Conservatives, 

and Hon. G. E, Foster was the attraction, 

but they were not going to have things all 

their own way, for Mr. G. G. King was after 

the ex-Minister of Finance with a sharp 

stick, and he visited the meeting to refute 
the statement made by Mr. Foster at Hamp- 

stead that he (King) had bargained away 

his seat in Parliament. The meeting was 

well attended. Mr. J. Flowers presided. 

Mr, King arrived before the meeting started. 
He was accompanied by Col. Domville and 
Mr. C. J. Miiligan, and demanded a hear- 
ing, - but this Mr, Foster refused, Mr. 
King, however, said he must be 
heard and he insisted on being allowed to 
make answer to Mr. Foster’s allegations. 
Mr. Foster finally agreed to allow him time 
after be had spoken. He would not allow 
Col. Domville or Mr. Milligan to address 
the meeting, however, unless they spoke 
before he opened his meeting, which offer 
they declined. Mr. Foster spoke for some 
time, dealing mostly with local issues. He 
glided over the trade question and said 
nothing of the Manitoba school matter and 
did not repeat what he said at Hampstead 
about Mr. King. He attacked Hon. Mr. 
Blair and his provincial record and found 
fault with every measure the Local govern- 
ment had passed. 
Mr. King followed and in his first re- 

marks referred to an occasion many years 
ago, when in the same place he had heard 
Hon. Mr. Foster speak on prohibition, 
something which afterwards he said he 
voted for in a moment of weakness. Mr. 
King then went on to show that his course 
in resigning his seat was not without some 
good precedents, and he had done it in the 
interest of his party and because he con- 
sidered it a good thing to have the Minister 
of Railways in Queens county. He scored 
Mr. Foster for whitewashing the perpe- 
trators of most scandalous transactions and 
for going back on prohibition. 
The meeting was a lively one through- 

out, and some very pertinent questions 
were asked. A farmer floored Mr, Foster 
when he asked him how the farmer could 
hope to compete with Americans in th 
English market when under the N. F'. (hoy 
had to be protected in thaivos © xowrical, 
Again when lar.
