Our investigation has
shown the existence of a cruel and
wide-spread fraud, for in the long
list of parties thus advertising we
have not found one which does the
business it advertises, though in 2
few instances a small quantity of
work may be given out, in order to
seoure witnesses in case of arrest for
fraud, while the promised materials,
even if sent, sre never worth the
money demanded for them. As some

check to this evil our ¢ Union” has
issued a warning circnlar, 5,000 copies
of which were sent for publication to
newspapers throughout the country ;
and has received in response numer-

ous personal calls,and over twelve hun-
dred letters of inquiry, chiefly from

remote sections of the country, many
of them giving sad experiences of

disappointment and loss by the home
work fraud.  This of course is only

representative of the vast number
reached by our warning, but at the
same time shows the wide dissemina-
tion of these plausible promises. We
