It seems
to me to be incumbent upon the Cor_porat'm‘n, to
take particular notice of the manner 1n which the
Election of Charter Officers is conducted, becagsc,
whatever may be the illegality of the proceeding,
it seldom admits of a remedy. In this case, how-
ever, the grievance of which I complain, is not
yet past remedy ; because the Alderman returned
as duly elected; has not been sworn into office. I
trust, therefore, that you will not continue longer
to uphold the wrong, but will give the sub“]cct fur-
ther cousideration, availing yourselves of the opi-
nion of the Law Officer of the Corporation.

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Greece and Turkey.—The crisis has now ar-
rived which determines the question arising from
the intervention of the Allied Powers in favor of

| Greece.—They have been unsuccessful in their

applications for Peace, and war is now inevitable.
T'aking the present state of the nations of Eu-
rope into consideration, in relation to one another,

The very term Election imphes the exercise of a |
choice : of course there must be more than one |
object offered, between which to choose, or there [
can be no room for such choice.—But in this case, |
for two hours, when only one Candidate was in |
nomination, and consequently before there were
objects for the exercise of this choice, the formali-
ties of an election were proceeded in, and a list of |
names taken,which afierwards on a poll being pro- i
perly demanded, was placed at the head of the |
Poll list, and counted as votes in favour of Mr.
Bond. Where is the difference between this, and
the absurdity which would have been admitted by |
every body, had Mr. Petersopened a Poll in |
King’s Ward, where no opposing Candidate was
offered, and kept that Poll open throughout the
day, and then have returned all the votes as given |
for himself? The anly difference is, that one |
farce lasted two hours, the other would have ex-
tended to eight.—Yet the Court pronounced that, |
the return which contained upwards of 40 votes, |
so polled, was good, and Mr. Bond duly elected.
Such a ‘proceeding is, not only at variance with |
the dictates of common sense, but in violation of
the directions of the Charter, by virtue of which
your Court is constituted. The Charter appoints,
that on the Ist Tuesday in April, the Freemen of
the City, shall and may assemble themselves, and |
meet together, at such time of the day in each of

‘Ward shall appoint. The time of the day appoin-
ted for this Meeting was 10 o’clock. A legal and
formal meeting could not have been held beifore
the honr so appointed ; and it will, I imagine, be
readily admitted that, an illegal meeting cannot
doalegal act. Every act therefore done by the
meeting, prior to the appointed hour, was a mere
nulity, and the votes then given cannot legally be
counted. It may even be doubted whether Mr.
Bond was ever put in nomination in a legal man-
ner, and it is certain he could not have been legal-
ly elected
For the Charter says, that ¢Zen and there by a |
plurality of voices or votes, the freemen so assem-
bled,shull elect and choose an Alderman (—It is
clear that then must refer to the time of the day
appointed for the meeting: and I have made it
clear to the Court, by several affidavits, that duar-
ing the hours appointed for the Meeting, that is, |
between 10 o’clock and 6 in the evening, I had |
the plurality of votes, and ought therefore to have
been returned duly elected. The absurdity and
illegality of placing a list of names; at the head of
the Poll List, as so many votes given for IMr.
Bond, when taken before the Meeting could le- ‘
gully be held, would not have been exceeded, had |
the Rollof'a Militia Company been taken instead,
and the names which it contained applied to the
same purpose. I am aware that.by. the Charter, |
the Court of Common Council are made Judges
of these Elections, but it is expected, I presume,
that their decisions shall be guided by the dictates
of Law, justice, and common sense : and I submit
whether it would not have been more becoming a
grave body intrusted with such powers, to have
decided the question by reference to their Law
adviser, rather than upon the summary motion of
Mr. Alderman Marding, ¢that Mr. Bond should
retain his seat,’—a seat which as yet he has never |
occupied, having hitherto served for Guy’sWard, |
but being now returned for Brook's Ward.
So coufident am I of the injustice and  illegality
of the whole proceeding, that I should consider
myself guilty of abandoning my just rights, did I|
suffer the matter to rest here. I shall, therefore, 1
appear on Tuesday next, the day appointed for |
swearing in‘the new Members, and then present a i
protest against the admission of Mr. Bond into ,
the office, for which he has not been duly elected, |
and demand my seat as the Candidate having at
the time of Eiection, the plurality of votes: not
d'o_ubling, but that upon due reflection, your Wor-
shipfal Bedy will be brought. to acquiesce in the
Justice of the demand.

changes, both in their moral and political conditi-

| ons, are portending.—This, we think, is unavoid-

able, and we think also, would, in some respects
be nocessary and desirable.—The only circum-
stance to be regretted is, tite awful conflict and
loss of lives, which, from present appearances, are
likely to take place, before the objects of the diffe-
rent Powers shall have been accomplished.

Although there may not, at the present mo-
ment, be any overt act on the part of Russia, to
authorise. us to conceive that she intends any
thing beyond the terms and intentions of the Trea-
ty of6th Jaly last ; yet, sufficient demonstrations
of a disposition to make Constantinople the seat
of the Russian Empire, have long been evinced.

Time, however, the only certain developer of
all events, has so far thrown light upon this long
protracted and mysterious business, as to put the
European Allies, and the whole world, in posses-
sion of information as to (not only the final, but
as we believe) the original determination of the
Sublime Porte, regarding its intentions towards
Greece.-—What the issue will be -puts, in our
opinion, conjecture itself, at defiance.

We have previously repeatedly stated, that
whenever another BEuropean War should break
out, it would be one for principle, not for Terri-
tory,—and we think our conjectures on this point
are now about to be verified : at least, from the
tenor of the Porte’s Manifesto, (inserted in ano-
ther column of to-day’s paper,) it would appear
that he considers the approaching contest as one to
be entered into upon'koly ground, and for the pre-
servation of the IMaith and Religion of Mahomet.

We have professed ourselves to have been all
along observers of ¢ the signs of the times.”
None canshut their seases against the evidence
of the truth contained in Cowper’s lines—

God moyes in a mysterious way,
Ilis wonders to perform.—
either in a political or domestic point of view.

Under this belief, and with feelings natarally
arising therefrom, we cannot help being impressed
with horror and regret on perusing the Ottoman’s
Manifesto.—Horror, at his declaring the sword to
be the only legitimate means ordained by God and
the Holy Prophet for defending and advancing
the interests of Religion ; and regret, at the anti-
cipation of the results of having recourse to this
mode of making converts.—The Sultan seems even
to glory in the massacres that have already taken
place in this horrid pursuit, and even invokes the
blessing of the Almighty on his intentions to con-
tinue in it.

Not a doubt remains on our minds, regarding
the effects of the conflict, on the minds and man-
ners of those who may be engaged init. We
only hope and trust, that an all-wise Providence
will interfere for the preservation of human life—
as the principles of true religion and rational li-
berty are now on the wing, for the purpese of
emancipatiog the whole human race from the yokes
of despotism, superstition, and delusion, he must
be blind indeed, that cannot, in almost every po-
litical occurrence, see its rapid progress.
