The French Papers of Monday; and theGazette 

de France dated Tuesday, have been Secolred, 
Their contents are more curidus than important, 
if we except the arrest of some Greek Chiefs who 
were formerly at the head of the Provisional Go— 
vernment. This circumstance has excited gene- 
ral astonishment, as the party arrested belonged to 
what was called the English of the Isles, who, 
since the arrival of Count Capo d’Istria, have ne- 
ver ceased to excite disgust against him, more es- 
pecially since'the Russian declaration of war has 
been published. It cannot be denied that the con- 
duet of the President is open to great suspicion at 
the present moment. He appears to be not only 
in the confidence of Nicholas, but receives money 
{rom him to carry on his plans, whether of regene- 
ration or ambition, is not yet very manifest. Her 
Majesty the Empress Dowager of Russia has also 
opened her purse in a very charitable spirit, and 
given 200,000 rubles in silver for the poor of 
Greece. We hadbefore known that the Emperor 
Nicholas had lent two millionsof francs to the Na- 
tional Bank at 5 per cent. interest. 
The Moniteur is angry at the freedom which 

the Paris Journals have taken in their comment 
upon the expedition about to sail from Toulon. 
The reports which they spread too, respecting its 
equipment, and even the place where it is to land, 
are denounced as being, in their tendency, injuri- 
ous to the interests of the publicservice, and only 
got up for the purpose of gratifying an insatiable 
curiosity. The Gazelle de France takes advan- 
tage of this opportunity to rail against the Minis- 
try for not having foreseen these inconveniences 
when it brought forward its law respecting the 
Journals. Inshort,it is sorry that the Censor- 
ship has been abolished. It says that the Journ- 
als are mada to tell all that is passing, and to pub- 
lish their conjectures on what they know. 

- The close of the French Session is at hand. 
The Chamber of Deputies finished its labours on 
Saturday last. 

According to the Courier Francais, the ex- 
pedition to the Morea will not be purely mliitary; 
11 will tend to the advantage of the Fine Arts and 
of Science. A Committee of artistes and savans 
is to be attached to the Staff as in the Egyptian 
expedition. They are to seek for the monuments 
which have escaped the vandalism of the Turks¢ 
and to excavate wherever they think it will be use- 
ful. All the materials which can be collected, 
will form the body of a great work ; an idea 
which canot be too much praised ; scientific con- 
quests are the only durable ones. What would 
now remain to us of the brilliant campaigns 
against the Mamelukes and the Arabs—nothing, 
perhaps, but regret, had we not raised an indes- 
tructible monument of the state of the Arts in an- 
cient Egypt.” i 

It adds, that the second part of the Expedition 
will be sent to the Morea in English ships from 
the Adriatic. 

This appears very questionable unless our Go- 
vernment are ready to go halves with France in 
the Morea.

ACCOUNTS FROM THE THEATRE OF WAR. 

Bulletin of the Active Army, dated July 14. 

Berlin, Aug. 1.—The advanced Posts of Lieu- 
tenant-General Rudiger left Bazardjik on the 3d 
July, and proceeded on the road to Couzledjeh, as 
far as the river Uzenlia. On that day they per- 
ceived a corps of the eneny’s cavalry, 6000 strong, 
which on the 1st was before Bazardjik, and on the 
approach of the Cossacks had retreated to Couz- 
lidjeh, and occupied that town. The enemy re- 
tired, part towards Schumla, and part by Pravadi. 
Our advanced posts, consisting of two squadrons 
of Hussars of the Regiment Alexander and a divis- 
ion of the Regiment Prince of Orange (the latter 
was going to relieve the two squadrons,) met, on 
the 12th July, with the enemy’s out-posts, drove 
them back, and pursued them to the Village of 
Jassitepe, ten wersts from Couzlidjeh, where the 
enemy received reinforcements and began to fire, 
while a strong detachment of them passing unper- 
ceived through a valley, turned the right wing 
of the Hussars, and attacked it vigorously, en- 
deavouring to cut it off. This attempt failed. 
The Hussars joined the main body of the advanc- 
ed posts, and were soon reinforced by the Arch- 
tyrsk regiment of Hussars and two pieces of can-~ 
non, on which the enemy was attacked and put to 
flight. We had four officers wounded, and 70 men 
killed or wounded. 
The loss of the enemy, through the vigorous at- 

tack of our cavalry, and the good use of our artil- 
lery, was much more considerable. According 
to the statement of the prisoners, the enemy’s di- 
vision in this engagement was 8000 strong. , All 
the advanced posts of Lieutenant-General Rudi- 
ger, both cavalry and infantry, have received or- 
ders to stop at Couzlidjeh, and not to send apy 
troops forward farther than to the village of Jassi- 
tepe. To-day the 9th division ofinfantry left this 
place for Couzlidjeh, whither the Kmperor, with 
the head-quarters, will go to-morrow, and be fol- 
lowed by the 7th corps. According to the ac- 
counts from General Roth, the 6th corps has pas- 
sed the Danube at Hirchova, and is advancing to- 
wards Silistria by the way of Rassova, which its 
advanced posts had reached on the 11th of July. 
The division of our troops, under Lieutenant-Ge- 
neral Kornilow, which besieges Ghiurgevo, had 
repulsed on the 3d of July, a vigorous sally of the 

enemy, in a perfectly satisfactory manner. The 
enemy had, on the 2d of July, sent over a consi- 
derable body of cavalry from Roustchuk. On the 

following day, with 2000 cavalry, 4000 infantry, 
and seven pieces of ordnance, he attacked our out. 
posts at all points, endeavouring to out-flank them. 
By the brave resistance of the battalion of the re- 
giments Ekatherinenberg and Tobolsk, and espe- 
cially by the judicious operations ofthe horse ar- 
tillery, the enemy was compelled to retreat, and 
pursued by the Cossacks and a division of dra- 
goons, The enemy left 80 men on the field, be- 
sides the wounded that he carried off. We had 

ten wounded, and twelve horses killed or wounded.

The Duke of CLarexce has resigned the 
dignity of Lord High Admiral. His Royal 
Highness has not assigned his moives for 
this act, and therefore the Newspapers, 
have been indulging in a variety of specula- 
tions; but the real cause has not transpired 
nor is it yet known who will be His Royal 
Highness’s successor, or whether it is inten- 
ded that the Admiralty Department shall 
be replaced on the same footing on which it 
stood before the Duke’s appointment.

The details of the operations of the Rus- 
sian army, which is called the Army of the 
Caucasus, have been published in the Pe- 
tersburg Gazette ; but they relate to the 
proceedings of the army previously to the 
capture of the important fortress of Kars. 
— General Paskewitch, passed the frontiers 
on the 26th of June, and advanced towards 
Kars. On the 29th the Turks,” who had 
advanced about thirteen miles from Kars, 

attacked the Russian advanced posts ; but 
reinforcements having come up, they were 
obliged to retire. ' The Turks at Kars were 
about 10,000 cavalry and infantry, and 
were to be reinforced from Erzerum by the 

The 
Russian General having received this infor- 
mation, made a flank movement, by which 

he turned the fortress of Kars, and placed 
himself on the road from Erzerumto Kars, 
thus cutting off the communication between 
them. On the 1st of July he moved with 
the greater part of his troops tow rds Kars 
to reconnoitre, and was immediately at- 
tacked by a detachment from the fortress. 
The Cossack regiments in front seem to 
have been driven back to the left flank, 

though this retreat is described as having 
been order ed with a view to draw the 
Turks as far as possible from .the fortress. 
The Turks followed the Cossacks, and the 
Russian General immediately dirccted an 
attack to be made upon them, for the pur- 
pose of cutting them off from the fortress. 
The Turks were repulsed, but is does not 
appear that théy were cut off from Kars. 
Of the subsequent capture of Kars we in- 
formed our readers yesterday. 1t is ah 
important acquisition. 

Admiral Greig, whose fleet had been em- 
ployed against Anapa, was ordered to co- 
operate afterwards with the march ard 
movements of the main army. 
A part of the fleet arrived at Sebastopol 

the beginning of the last month, where it 
waited for the Admiral. It is said that he 
will be employed in attacking the batteries 
on the coast, in the vicinity of Constantino- 
ple, as soon as the army has invested the 
city. 

But many battles are likely to ‘be fought 
before they reach that point.—Courier.

We have been politely furnished with London- 
derry papers down to the 26th ult. We have 
gleaned from them those articles of foreign news, 
which relate to the situation ofthings in Portugal, 
and the progress of the Russian army.—A report 
it seems was afloat, that Turkey had consented to 
comply with the terms of the Treaty of London 
of the 6th July.—We wish this may be true :— 
The report, however, wants confirmation.—It ap- 
pears that Lord Strangford is to proceed immedi- 
ately to Brazil on a special Embassy.—There can 
be little doubt, but that its object is, a conference 
with Pon Pedro, relative to the usurpation of Don 

Miguel ; and that the step was considered a ne- 
cessary one, previous to the Court of St. James’ 
taking any active part in the present concerns of 
Portugal. + 
The only piece of English news of an interest- 

ing character, is, the retirement of the Duke of 
Clarence from the office of High Admiral. His 
Royal Highness has not assigned any cause for 
this act, conjecture therefore is busy in assigning 
one.—It is not known who will be his successor. 

It is with feelings: of peculiar regret that we 
read over the accounts of the continued disturb- 
ances in IRELAND. DNeetings of the Catholics
