MAD DOGS.—Much terror has been excited 

among the inhabitants, in the Parish of Hampton, 
from the number of mad dogs which have lately in- 
fested that quarter. 
About a month ago, it was observed, that many 

of their sheep were killed, (principally during the 
night) and suspicions fell upon a strange black 
dog, who had been seen to bite several dogs be- 
longing to the place. Attempts were made to kill 
him, but itis not as yet ascertained whether any 
of them have been successful.—Shortly after, Mr. 
JAMES BEATTIE discovered that his dog had been 
affected ; but not until two of his cows had been 
bit by him. Mr. B. was aware of this circum- 
stance several days previous ; but as no bad symp- 
toms appeared about either of the Cattle, he did 
not at the time, take the precaution of confining 

them.—About the end of last week, however, one 
of them became vicious, and no doubt any longer
