1 MISS WRIGHT’S THIRD LECTURE. 

Ah! how the human mind wearies herself, 
With her own wanderings, and, involved in gloom

It was not so much for amusement, as from a 
sense of duty, that we were among the million 
who thronged the Musonic Hall last evening, to 
hear the third, and as we supposed, the last of 
the series of Miss Wright’s lectures-on Know- 

ledge. But when, or where, knowledge” un- 
folded ¢* her ample page, rich with the spoils of 
time,” to Miss Fanny Wright, we have yet to 
learn, for as yet she has discovered a mind ¢¢ all 
confused, in wandering mazes lost.”> But for the 
edification of the good public, it becomes us to 
deal somewhat more in particulars.

Shoe now commenced her discourse, but, des- 
pite of all attempt at perfect silence, we could not 
for some minutes hear a word she uttered. Anon 
we found her discoursing of insects, and the gen- 
eral sympathy which she affirmed to prevail among
