On areperusal of the latest papers, it appears to 

us, that ar early termination of the War, between 
Russia and Turkey, cannot be reasonably expect- 
ed to take place, The only hope, after the 
tlosing of the late campaign, that a reconciliation 
would be effected, was placed, inthe power and 
effect of the Mediation of a Neutral party, or par- 
ties :—This, it seems has been refused by each of 
the Belligerents.—On the one hand, the Czar, 
having pledged himself to his own nation, and, in 
fact to the world, that he would not give up the 
contest, until the concessions which he had re- 

quired of the Porte should be granted,—together 
with the partial advantages which he has gained; 
operate to inspire him with a determination to 
commence a fresh struggle :—on the other, the 
small losses which the Sultan has suffered, and the 
confidence which he seems to have in his own re- 
sources, stimulate him to use exertions for making 

{another resistance. 
Under these circumstances, therefore, it is as 

impossible, at this moment, to form any just con- 
Jjecture with respect to the termination of the WAR 
{IN THE EAST, as it was at its commencement. 

All hopes are new lost, with regard to a reconci- 
liation between the parties by negociation, either 
between themselves directly, or by the mediation 
of a neutral Power ; for the time of the cessation 
of actual hostilities, which has, en account of the 
season of the year taken place, instead of being 
employed in settling differences by an amicable 
arrangement, is now occupied in making prepara- 

tions for continuing the war on an extended scale 
in the spring of the present year. 
The situation in which England 1s placed, with 

regard to the conflict between Russia and Tar- 
key, is certainly one of an unpleasant nature.— 
By the Treaty of the 6th July she is pledged to 
remain neutral ; while at the same time, the hold- 
ing of her dominion of some of her foreign pos- 
sessions, would, to say the least, be less doubtful 
than at present, should Nicholas succeed in gain- 
ing possession of the Mahomedan Empire.—That 
this was his original. intention, was suspected by 
many Politicians, bath in England and elsewhere, 
notwithstanding his declaration to the contrary. 

Great-Britain, however, it will be recollected, 
remains pledged to neutrality so far only as regards 
the Russians obtaining repossession of Moldavia 
and Wallachia ; so soon therefore as she can “dis- 
cover any intention on the part of Russia to push 
her conquests beyond these bounds, she can, with- 
out violation of her national faith, interfere for the 
protection of Turkey ;—and there can be ne 

doubt, but that, on account ofher own interest, she 
will do so.—In the meantime, her vigilance will 
be awake in obtaining information respecting the 
intentions of the Russian Cabinet.

(From the New-York Albion.) 

The disgraceful scene which has recently taken 
place in Upper Canada, as detailed in the last num- 
ber of the Gore Guzette, is one fraught with in- 
terest of the deepest import, and calls loudly on 
every loyal person in the Province to look around 
him and anxiously examine the ground he is stan- 
ding upon. We have always insisted that Upper 
Canada, notwithstanding her difficulties with the 
local Government, was loyal ; but it is now vain 
any longer to'deny that a spirit of treason and in- 
cipient revolution is now abroad in that country, 
and it is therefore better to know and to be prepar- 
ed for the important truth at once. ‘We contend 
that the proof of the existence of such a spirit is to 
be found in the words of the label independently of 
the infamous insult put upon theKing’s representa- 
tive and other concomitant circumstances. Will any 
one venture to deny that the hand which penned 
the label and the miscreants who perpetrated out- 
rage were not disloyal? And will any one pre- 
tend to say that it was the work of some two or 
three individuals only, unsupported by others alike 
wicked and traitorous in other parts of the Pro- 
vince? We think not. This spirit has long been 
a canker worm secretly preying upon the vitals of 
the country—it has at last fortunately reached the 
surface and exposed itself in all its hideous and 
glaring deformity. We say fortunately, because 
it is better that the nature and extent of the evil 
be known than it should remain unseen, . burrow- 
ing under and sapping the foundation of every vir- 
tuous principle. Danger to be successfully resis- 
ted must be known fo its fullest extent. 
We depart not, however, from our previously 

expressed opinions, that the bulk of the people of 
Upper Canada are sound and loyal, and affection- 
ately attached to the.parent state ; indeed, wo 
know that the most refined loyalty does exist there 
at the present moment, the purest gold is generally 
found in strata of the meanest value, a few grains 
of which will redeem an ocean of worthless mat- 
ter ; but we say it behoves all those who are loy- 
al, and who do set a value onthe blessings and 

privileges which they morally and politically enjoy, 

{ tostand forth in defence of the great principles that 
have led the country to its present eminence. We 
know that none will be more forward to do this
