On the Soil and Products of New- Brunswick. 

In my observations lately, on the Climate of 
New-Brunswick, I intimated to you that, should 
it be agreeable to your readers, I would endeavour 
to shew, that the ‘soil of this Province 1s by no 
means ill adapted for the Agricultural pursuits. 
Its geographical position on this continent, al- 
though, the most northern on the south side of the 
great Lakes, and of their outlet, the Saint Law- 
rence ; does not prevent the ripening of al grains 
usually cultivated in North America. Even at 
the Bay Chaleur, and the Restigouche, the most 
narthern part of the Province, although Indian 
Corn or Maize, which requires a continuance of 
warm weather, will not always succeed ; yet, 
wheat rarely fails,—it is more frequently destroyed 
by rust, than by frost. The higher seftlements of 
the River Saint John, above the Grand Falls, are 
also unfavourable for Maize ; but wheat is raised 
there in sufficient quantity to farnish a sufficient 
supply to Fredericton and its neighbourhood. 

Southward of these parts, in the Parishes of 
Kent, Wakefield and Woodstock, the extraordi- 
nary fertility of the upland, has encouraged the 
settler to cultivate wheat, as extensively as any 
other grain ; and with such success, as to raise 
more than they consume. On some new lands, 
the produce has been very great.—The usual re- 
turns are 20, and 24 bushels to the acre. 
The rich intervale land within the Parishes of 

Maugerville, Sheffield and Waterborough, pro- 
duces yearly, extensive crops of Maize, so produc- 
tive indeed as to have yielded, in some instances, 
80 bushels to the acre. These must be understood 
as extraorginary cases ; but, they furnish a speci- 
men of what might be expected, under the best 
modes of husbandry. The usual crop, is, from 25 
to 40 bushels per acre.—T'his fertile tract is the 
largest extent of intervale in the Province. It is 
a continued level for more than twenty miles, 
along the river, on its eastern side, and the great- 
est part of its soil is alluvial, when sown with 
grasses, it will produce tliree tons of hay to an 
acre. The soil of the larg: islands, situated in 
the river, adjacent to these places, are of similar 
composition and yield corresponding crops. 

Intervale lands, which coustitute a soil, inferior 
only to those of Marsh, being formed from the de- 
position of rich sediment by the annual overflow- 
ing of the rivers, in the spring of the year occur, 
in almost every part of the Province, on the banks 
of its rivers and brooks. 
The most extensive tracts of interval land be- 

sides these already named, ave on the banks of the 
River Saint John ; consisting of beautiful islands, 
and strips of land along its whole course, frequently 
more than a mile in length.—A few miles above 
Fredericton, thereis a group of Islands, containing

The House having divided equally, the

on both its branches, bat chiefly the south western 
oue, is enriched, with this soil :—As also the fine 
settlement of Sussex Vale, on the Kenncheckasis 
river, where it separates into three branches. 

"The sea marsh of the Province deserves espe- 
cial notice, as being the most fertila of any of its 
soils, The largest tract issituated in the County 
of Westmorland, at the head of the Bay of Fundy. 
Some thousands of acres of it, are there defended 
by Dykes against the sea, and are in a state of 
high cultivation. This County in consequence, 
has great advantages as an Agricultural district, 
and has long been noted for its excellent butter 
and cheese, as well as for its cattle, which are of 
a superior kind. 

This general view of the good lands within the 
Province, exhibits a very favorable picture: but 
it is by no means exaggerated. The interior of 
the adjoining State of Maine, which isin the same 
latitude, and the lands of which are of a similar 
kind, are stated, from particular enquiry to afford 
much higher results, than those which I have men- 
tioned. The wheat, on lands, not even of prime 
quality, are said to yield, on an average, thirty 
three bushels of wheat to an acre.

Sketches relative to the Boundary Lane. 

Mgr. EDITOR,—As every thing connected with 
the North Eastern Boundary (so called) between 
the United States and the British territories is, at 
this period of suspense, interesting to the subjects 
of both Governments, I shall crave a small por- 

tion of your columns to give a short description 
of that section of the Province adjacent to the 
Line ; and also to the tract in dispute, at present 
under British jurisdiction and occupied chiefly by 
British subjects. 

The settlement of Houlton, being nearly at the 
extremity ofthe undisputed Territory of the Uni- 
ted States, claims our first notice ; not only from 
Its proximity to the British Line, but likewise as 
being near to the British settlement on the wes- 
tern side ofthe river Saint John ;—it is, besides, 
the only settlement, of any consequence, on the 
line of the Northeastern Boundary, owned, or 
claimed by the United States. 

This settlement touches the British Line, at a 
distance of nearly twelve miles from the river St. 
John, and lies nearly parallel with the Parish of 

Woodstock, on the right bank of the river, at about 

ten miles distance ; being about twenty-two miles 
from Fredericton, the capital of New-Brunswick. 
It was formed about twenty years ago, by a Mr. 
Houlton, (whose name it bears) a citizen of the 
United States ; and is, at present, a flourishing 
Village ; having several new settlements adjoin- 
ing it, among which are, Hudson, Foxcraft, Lime- 

rick, Keswick, &c. The major part of the inha- 
oitants of Houlton, which is the parent settlement, 

are subjects of the United States.” The other 
settlements, (with the exception ofa few Ameri- 
can families,) are chiefly composed of families from 
New-Brunswick, who, having been involved in 
debt, have removed to this place with their fami- 
lies, in order to evade the process of the British 
Laws, and, with the view of commencing the world 
anew. x 

Houlton has lately become of importance, hav- 
ing been selected by the American Government 
for a military post, on the Northeastern Boundary. 

"The sum of fifteen thousand dollars was appropri- 
ated last year by the general Government, to be 
expended in improvements at this point; and 
troops were employed last summer, in opening a 
Military road, from the Metawamkeg, (a branch 
of the Penobscot river,) for the purpose of fortify- 
ing it.——The erection of.Barracks and other Mi- 
litary works have been already commenced at 
Houlton, sufficient to accommodate four hundred 
men. 

The site for those works is judiciously chosen, 
Houltonbeing the most commanding spot of ground 
in the neighbourhood, and is only about a mile 
distant from the Boundary Line.—The height on 
which the works are placed, completely com- 
mands, and overlooks the surrounding country, 
(with the exception of Parks’ Hill on the British 
side which is about one and a half miles distant.) 
The surface of the ground declines each way from 
the works; particularly on the side facing the 

British territory : the Boundary line passing at 
this point, through a range of low land, which 
rises gradually as'it recedes from the line ; form- 
ing a ridge of high land at Houlton on one side, 
and at Park’s Hill on the other. The river Ma- 
duxwikik sweeps along the foot of these ridges, 
and is within view of the barracks. 
The Barracks consist of three ranges of buildings, 

forming three sides of an oblong square. The 
barracks for the privates consist of four buildings 

in cach range, each 60 feet in length ; with a small 
vacancy between them. They are about twenty- 

one feet wide, and are one and a half stories high, 
with dormer w\ndows ; so as to admit of two suits 

of rooms on the garret floor. The officers quar- 
ters consist of two buildings of 96 feet in length, 
and about thirty one feet in breadth, two stories in the negative. gt

Four companies of the 2d Regiment of United 
States Infantry, are at present quartered at Houl- 
ton; consisting ofnearly two hundred rank and file, 
with as yet an inadequate complement of officers : 
several of these belonging to the companies being 
absent, attending to other duties. They have a 
small band of rausic, aad four pieces of artillery 
brass six pounders, well maunted with substantial 
travelling carriages. Part of their supplies are 
procured in Houlton and on the river Saint John, ! 

{and the remainder from the United States by the | 
way of Bangor :—transported in Batteaus, up the 
Penobscot, into the Metawamkeg, as far as that 
stream is navigable : from whence they are con- | 
veyed through the wilderness to Houlton by the 
road before noticed. The distance from the bead 

navigation on the Matawamkeg to the barracks at 
Holton, is only about twenty-seven miles. 
Mars Hill is in view from the works at Houlton 

at about thirty miles distance., This is the point 
at which the British Commissioners, under the 
Treaty of Ghent, place the termination of the di- 

| rect north line of boundary, fram the source of the 
Saint Croix : being by them sapposed to be the 
height of land contemplated in the Treaty of 1783, 
and also that referred to in the fifth article of the 
Treaty of Ghent ; at'which point the line dividing 
the Territories of Great-Britain from those of the 

United States, should take a new direction. From 
this Hill a succession of High Land commences, 

stretching to the westward. Mars Hill lies about 
six miles from the right bank of the River Saint 
John, and completely overlooks the surrounding 
country. The view from thence extending, in fair 
weather, to the Cathardan mountain on the Pe- 
nobscot. The distance from this Hill to the river 
Restook is nearly twenty miles. Supposing the 
line of the Boundary tobe prolonged beyond Mars 
Hill, it crosses that river between three and 

four miles {rom its confluence with the &t, John,
