He con- 

tended that every thing practicable had been done, 

and was in the right course. He specified nume- 

yous sinecure offices, with large salaries which had 

been abolished since 1817.

made in such inquiry, and of the measures that 
had been taken in consequence. Also, that it 

was the opinion of that House, that, in every es- 
tablishment of the State, every saving ought to be 
made consistently with the due performance of 
the public service, and without the violation of 
existing engagements.” 
A short discussion followed, and the sense of 

both sides of the House appearing to be in favour 
of these resolutions, Sir J. Grabam withdrew 

his proposition, and the former were unanimously 
adopted. 

Mr. Peel gave notice in the Commons on the 
12th, that on the 18th March he should bring in 
a bill to amend the Law relating to forgery. He 
has introducad a Bill to abolish the fees hereto- 
fore paid in criminal cases, by persons acquitted. 
Some of the Journals complain that this Bill does 
not go far enough, and does not meet public ex- 
pectation ; as it was hoped the whole tariff of fees 
in criminal cases would have been referred to a 
Committee. ;

GREECE. —-A most ‘important debate 
took place in the House of Lords, on 
Friday. on the subject of Greece.—We had 
occasion to observe last week, that a more 

enlightened, liberal, and benevolent policy 
* bad never been adopted by Great Britain 

than that which is now acted vpon by the 
Duke of Weilington as relates to foreign 
affairs. The cardinal maxim of the Ministry 
teems to be peace; a rejection of all that 
captiousness and guerulous pride from our 
councils, which tend to exausperate nations, 
and produce the greatest of all public evils 
that of war. We hope that the eyes of the 
people are now opened to their true inter- 
ests; not only that this or that particular 
war, but that all wars are in the highest de- 
gree pernicious and unproductive, except 
when undertaken for national defence. No 
man better understands than the Minister 
now at the head of our affairs, the different 
relations of nations to each other, their res- 
pective rights and obligations, and the" ex- 
tent Sf their connexion and interests; and 
no man, we are persuaded, will more firmly 
maintain the dignity of this country, by se- 
curing peace at home, than the Duke of 
Wellington. Upon his foreign policy we 
confidently rely for honour abroad, and self- 
estimation at home, 

But the debate of Friday is of more im- 
portance as it relates to the affairs of 
Greece, and every one must join in appro- 
bation of those councils which hold out to 
Greece a restoration to freedom and inde- 
pendency. What the particular plan of 
Government may be, which Ministers will 
recommend to parliament we know not, 
but we presume a sovereignty under the 
protection of Great Britain, both insular 
and continental. The policy of this system 
towards Greece, as we stated in our last 
paper, is most admirably adapted to check 
the progress of Russia, and to establish 
such a footing in the Archipelago as may 
tend Doth to protect Egypt and the frag- 
ments of the Turkish Empire from the ge- 
neral ruin, which must some day or other, 
fall upon them. Let Greece be free and 
independent, and she is sure to be strong; 
but free and independent she cannot be 
without the naval arm of Great Britain to 
protect her, and the predominance of Brit- 
ish eounsels and influence in any constitu- 
tion which she may obtain. If this main 
pillar be wanting Greece would become 'a 
prey to fierce factions and endless divisions, 
and never enjoy any freedom or constituti- 
on after all.” Let but England plant her in- 
dependence, with her own vigorous arm, 
and gurantee it by her unbroken faith, and 
she will be sure ta flourish. With such a 
strong hold in the Archipelago, and with 
the protectorship of those islands, which 
may, be associated with the government of 
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Greece, England might secure the trade of 
Eovpt, and all the coast of Syria and the 
Hellespont, The free opening now afforded 
Into the Black Sea would also greatly tend 
to en'arce our commerce ; and Egypt ed 

i would find, under the protection of Great p nto, a security that she never. before 
Koew, Whilst this flourishing trade in the 
Mediterranean and Levant Seas was thus established, Turkey itself would be so far 
efficiently protected, as might be deemed 
necessary for the general safety of Europe.

ple fancy that the freedom of commerce, 
which would make the world in this respect 
like one empire, must be mischievous, and 
that the true policy of all nations collective- 
ly is, that each should try to catch an ad- 
vantage by bampering its intercourse with 
the others.— Lon.

Exports AND IMporTs.—In the House of 

Commons, Feb. 9th, Mr. Alderman Waith- 
man offered a motion for a comparative ac- 
count of the declared and official value of 
various exports and imports since 1798. 
He considered the present mode of estima- 
ting the exports to be extremely erroneous, 
and calculated to mislead the public as to 
the real condition of the foreign trade.— 
From 1798 to 1814 (he said) the real va- 
lue of the exports had always exceeded the 
official value, and the gross amount of the 
excess in those years amounted tothe enor- 
mous sum of 240,000,000/. From 1814 to 

1819, the real value began to fall below the 

official, but still the official value was con- 
tinued. From 1819 to 1826, the official 
value rose above the real, from 36,000,0007. 

to 52,000,000. The excess of the official 
above the real, in those years, amounted to 
80,000,000. being a difference of 8,000,000. 
per annum. Under the operation of the 
present system our export trade, as he could 
prove, had been long falling off at the rate 
of eight millions and a half annually.  ° 
BRITISH VESSELS.—The number of ves- 

sels built ia the Ports of Great-Britain, during 
1829, ig not so great as in the preceding year. In 
the last year there were, according to the usual 
returns made, 1185 vessels built in English ports, 
of the tonnage of 128,752 tons. In 1828, there 
were 1440 vessels built, of about 35,000 tons 
more than in last year. In 1827, 1719 vessels 
were built, of 207,088 tons. In 1825, 1539 ves- 
sels were built, of 204,924 tons ; and in 1825, only 
1179 vessels were built, of 143,744 tons. From 
the statements made up of the number of vessels 
registered, it would appear that in 1828, there was 
an increase of the registries of the previous year. 
The number of men and boys employed in naviga- 
ting the shipping employed “in British vessels. is 
calculated at about 155,000. In 1828, the ton- 
nage of the registered vessels was 2,503,190 tons, 
the registries of 24,095 vessels. 
The total consumption of wines in Eng- 

land (from the ports of London, Liverpool, 
Hull and Bristol,) was 24,847 tuns; in 1829, 
27,317 tuns. Decrease, 3,530. The con- 
sumption of spirits in 1828 was 3,566,633 
gallons; in 1829, 8,747,822 gallons.  In- 
crease, 181,184 gallons. 
. There are one hundred and three canals 
in Great-Britain, extending 2,862 miles, and 
formed at an expense of 30 millions sterling. 
The British Army at the present moment, con- 

sists of 140,000 effective men, of whom 7,850 are 
officers, that is to say :— 

6 Field Marshals, 
310 Generals, 

250 Lieut. Generals, 
240 Major Generals, 2,372 Lieutenants, 
240 Colonels, 1,230 Coronets & ensigns. 

It is stated in the Courier, that Mr. Moore, 
brother of Gen. Moore, who fell at Corunna, and 
formerly Deputy Sceretary at War, but long re- 
tired from the discherge of that duty, has given 
up his retirement allowance of :£80Q a year, in 
consideration of the public exigencies.

Breadth ofthe Sound.—The frozen state 
of this great inlet suggested some weeks ago, 
to the citizens of Elsinore to make an exact 
measurement of its breadth, when it was 
found to be 6,665 Swedish ells (ahove four 
miles) at the narrowest part, viz.—between 
the stone walls on the Swedish side, and 
the extreme point of the fortress of Kron- 
borg on the Danish. But from the oppo- 
site harbours, Elsinore and Helsinborg, the 
distance is greater, 7,395 Swedish ells, or 
fully five miles. We need not thus won- 
der that the passage of the Sound shonld 
have been twice effected by our fleets with- 
out loss from the fire of the Kronborg bat- 
teries, viz. by Sir John Norris, a century ago, 
and by Sir Peter Parker in the year 1801. 

It is rumoured that the plague has been 
introduced into Pisa by a Russian family ar- 
rived there from Turkey, and that two had 
become: its victims. The small pox had re- 
cently made great ravages in that city. 

Thirty boys belonging to a boarding 
school nthe vicinity of Roanne, (France) 
were skating on the Loire a few days since, 
when the ice gave way and all were drow- 
ned.

Assassination of a French Colonel.—On 
the 27th of last month a regiment at Tou- 
lon was going through its exercise, and was 
preparing to quit the ground, when the Co- 
lovel, D’Autane, called from the ranks a 
sergeant of grenadiers named Bitterline. 
The sergeant stepped out, and in a moment 
discharged his musket at the Colonel, who 
fell dead on the spot. The sergeant was im- 
mediately arrested, and made no attempt to 
escape. His motives for such an act are 
inconceivable. He had been punished se. 
veral times by an adjutant of the regiment 
for breach of duty, and had laid a plan for 
taking a sanguinary vengeance on the adju- 
tant: but of his Colonel be had no cause 
to complain, and the foul deed is ascribed 
to an impulse of insanity, excited by an ap- 
prehension that he was on the point of be- 
ing exposed and punished. 
The Spanish Ambassador has sent off a 

courier to Madrid on business, it is supposed 
having reference to the French expedition 
against Algiers. Very active preparations

he will penetrate through the unexplored 
countries westward of the lake Tzad, retur- 
ning either hy way of the Gold Coast, Tim- 
buctoo, or the desert. TheBahr-al-Abiad is 
now supposed to be the real and most abun- 
dant source of the Nile, and some celebrat- 
ed geographers imagine that the Tzad is the 
reservoir from which this vast river is sup- 
plied. The mountains of the Moon have 
never yet being visited by any European ; 
and Mr. Herry Welford’s journey promises 
to be one of greater novelty and interest than 
apy one since the first expeditions of Mun- 
go Park and Denham. He goesquite alone 
in the costume of a Desert Arab; and will 
‘travel with the greater facility from his 
knowledge of eastern manners and lan- 
guages. He is only 21 years of age. 
TRAVELS IN THE EAST.—Thers is now 

at Lille, a young French missionary attached to 
the Archbishop of Babylon, and who bas just re- 
turned from Bagdad. As he speaks the oriental 
languages with facility, he has had an opportuni- 
ty of observing with advantage the manners and 
customs of the different people with whom his mi. 
nistry has brought him in connexion ; and his ac- 
counts may be looked upon as faithful ones. He 
left Marseilles in 1820 with Bishop Coupperie ; 
and, before arriving at his destination, crossed 

successively Egypt, Palestine, the deserts of Ara- 
bia and Chaldea, the cradle of the human race. 
Te very minutely examined the site of ancient 
Babylon : and his descriptions of that celebrated 
metropolis of Asia accord perfectly with those of 
the most accredited English travellers. An im- 
mense heap of bricks fastened together with ce- 
ment, as hard “as rock, now alone indicate the 
place where it stcod. A mass more considerable 
than the othe~s is pointed out by the Arabs as the 
vestiges of the Tower of Babel ; and theres no 
doubt that the researches made amidst these ruins 
will offer to the world both useful and curious dis- 
coveries. The young missionary is about to go 
to Paris, and from thence he will rejoin the Bish- 
op, who “has only this single Latin Priest to aid 
him in this painful duty.

We have heard of several lots of tar, 
molasses, cotton, &e. being washed from the 
wharves, beside large quantities of wood and lum- 
ber. + We uncerstaud that one person nearWhee- 
ler’s Point lost 200 cords of wood. At Cambridge- 
port, the wharves and streets were completely in- 
undated, and as the water receded, the streets 
exhibited a curious medley of wood, boards, casks, 
and other light articles, transported from their 
places and left in the highways. A large quantity 
of lime, exposed to the action of tbe water was 
slaked, and occasioned an alarm of Fire. The 
Evening Gazette ohserves— 
. The tide broke through the dam along the Rox- 
bury Canal, parallel with the Neck, on the eastern 
side, in several places, and rushed like a torrent 
down upon and flooded the low lands. It swept 
away fences and outhouses, and prostrated the 
buildings in the vicinity. The water in its impe- 
tuous: course, flooded Northampton-street, and 
carried away about one foot ofits surface, and 
dashing down into the plain between that streot 
and the town of Roxbury, near Lewis’s cordage | 
manufactory, did =a great deal of injury to the 
rope walks and dwelling houses. These low ha- 
bitations were teranted by the families of persons 
engaged in the manufactory. Some of the build- 
ings were low, and others of two stories in height. 
The water flooded the ten feet dwellings so sud- 
denly, that not one of the families had time to 
remove a particle of furniture. The water this 
morning stood neary six feet over the floors.— 
About eighty women and children were taken in 
boats to the houses on more elevated ground—and 
the inhabitants of several other houses were dri- 
ven from the lower stories into the upper.—These 
people have no other ingress or egress than what 
1s afforded by boats. Workmen have been em- 
ployed to-day in cutting a canal through North- 
ampton=street, to drain this pond of water. 
The following article was placed on the Bulle- 

tin at Merchants” Hall :— 
The tide of Dec. 4, 1786, was ten inches higher 

than any previous tide within the recollection of 
the oldest inhabitants then living. The tide of 
yesterday was one and a halfinch higher than the 
tide of 1786, and this was the highest tide known 
for more than one hundred years! Satisfactory 
evidence of these facts can be produced. The tide 
of yesterday was mine and a halfinch higher than 
the highest tide of March, 1825. 

PORTLAND, March 27.—We were visited 
yesterday by one of the most severe snow storms 
we have ever witnessed. Such was its violence, 
that it threatened destruction to all the saipping 
in our harbour. Several of the wharves have been 
carried away, and, in consequence, mary vessels 
were driven from their fasts and moorings. We 
learn that one vessel sunk in the stream,while rid- 
ing at anchor, and that several others were injur- 
ed more or less. Fifteen Hundred cords of wood 
belonging to the Steam Navigation Company, are 
said to have been swept away, together with a great 
quantity of lumber belonging to different individu- 
als. The storm continued with the wind East, 
when our paper went to press, the wharves and 
dacks exhibiting a melancholy scene of desolation, 
the tide not having risen so high for more than 
25 years. A long shed or store house on Union- 
Wharf, has been swept away, and several stores 
on other wharves displaced by the power of the 
wind and tide. The tide had been cbbing for 
some time, when this account was written ; ii had 
abated about 3 feet, and yet several of the wharves 
remained overflowed. The ship Casco, which 
sailed Thursday, put back during the night, and 
15 now reported te be on Spring Point Ladge.— 

A over by the violence of the sea. The brig Wasl:- Stock, 
ington was driven from Allen’s wharf, carrying 
away the capsill of the wharf, and drifted up on 
the beach at the bottom of Hardy-street. Two or 
three smaller vessels were likewise driven from 
their moorings, but without sustaining any great 
injury. The greatest damage was done to the 
wharves and merchandize depesited on the ground 
floors of the stores,which. were exposed to the sea. 
We have mot heard any estimate of the probable 

damage, but presume, that it must amount to se- 
veral thousand dollars. We have not learned, 
that any lives were lost, but two or three were 
much endangered. One man at the end of Crow- 
inshiald’s Wharf, was saved with great difficulty 
by a boat, which was sent to his relief. Two 
others, Captair. Brown and Mr. Peel,were in the 
wharfinger’s office, at the head of the same wharf, 

when the building fell over, and very narrowly 
escaped drowning. The Bathing Houses on Rust’s 
Wharf, on the North River were swept off, and 
the Roads over the South and North Rivers were 
rendered impassable. About 80 cords of wood were 
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washed from the Alms-House wharf, and between 
thirty and forty cords from Derby Wharf. We are 
informed by a friend who has the means of know- 
ing the fact, that the tide, yesterday, was higher 
by 12 inches, than the highest tides known here. 

PORTSMOUTH, March 27.—The most vio- 
lent north-easterly storm which we have had this 
season, commenced on Thursday night ; snow and 
rain, intermixed, fell until Friday evening, rende- 
ring the travelling bad, and retarding the Mails 

in every direction. The very heavy wind occasi- 
oned arise of the tide, so as to cover and injure 
considerably many of the wharves in this port ; 
and several vessels ara said to be driven-on shore 
below, the names of which we had not been able 

to learn when this paper went to press. The tide 
was said to be higher than ever before within re- 
membrance, ait Fed RTD 1
